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ABSTRACT
The study aimed to assess the effectiveness of donor funded projects in girls’ education programs in Tanzania, by focusing on the DREAMSIC project, which was recently been operated by FEMINAHIP.  The study was guided by the research objectives which geared towards, describing the extent in which the DREAMSIC girls’ education project was able to build self-awareness to the beneficiaries, assessing the effectiveness of the DREAMS IC education project, and investigating the existing Monitoring information system used in tracking project performance.  The study was carried out through structured questionnaires to guide the response and maintain the uniformity of the responses. Descriptive statistics was applied to analyze the quantitative data obtained. Statistical Packages for Social scientist used to analyze the collected data, and present in a table and graphical format. The consesus of the findings had been made as the results of visiting and reviewing several studies. The research findings indicated that, girls’ education programmes are very effective and relevant to the targeted beneficiaries. The programs have high contributions in helping girls’ awareness in different areas, specifically reproductive health, self-determinations, self-esteem, gender awareness, and the effect of abortion, violence against women, adolescence and family planning. The findings indicated to have inspired and assisted girls mentor and physical transformation. The study concluded that Project developers of the DREAMSIC needed to realize the importance of having inclusive project; it has to engage boys in the program to help them become more aware about girls and find the ways to help. Because both girls and boys are living in the same community and culture. So it is essential to include boys so as to make their sisters and future mothers in development and endeavors.
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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION

1.1. Background of the Study
Education is one of the effective strategies that can be used to alleviate poverty in any country.  In support of national or country’s initiatives in the struggle to alleviate poverty, different donors have been demonstrating their willingness to support education in line with the government of the respective country.  Various education projects have been established as the means to boost the wheel of education. 

Gibson,(2013) argued that, when discussion about donor funded project , it primarily focus on external donations normally provided by international aid or development agencies, as cited by Mujungu,  (2015). Education has long been a priority area for DFID and other donors. The findings indicate that, there has been substantial improvement in women particularly on issues related reproductive age. Basically, the studies shows that, a  share of the total bilateral program has ranged between 10% and 14% during the period 2005-06 to 2010-11, and the exact amount rose from £322 million to £561 million. The remaining funding is directed towards various free-standing projects addressing specific areas such as capacity-building or innovation in various aspects of education delivery and promoting girls’ education.
The approximations of 2.1 million children’s lives were reported saved between 1990 and 2009 (Ackerman, 2015), as the results of intervention of girls’ education Program. UNICEF explains that, for Tanzania to provide education for children for girls who have never had the chance to attend primary school or had dropped out had been the education priority.

One of the most important aspects of girls’ education programs is that, it helps to foster multiplier in international development, resulting economic and social returns at the individual, facility and societal levels as was argued by Ackerman (2015).   Annan (2005) also made a statement which stated that, girls’ education programs are more effective tool for development, as it helps in achieving many ambitious health, social and development targets. 
On general note, when mothers are educated, it is unlikely to experience death due to reproduction, or complications and hence low lowering the mortality rates and malnutrition. This implies that, initiating programs for girls in Primary, secondary and tertiary education is mandatory Ki-moon (2010) made a statement and insisted that, Equality for women and girls is not only just basic human rights, but also it’s a social and economic imperative.
ICEF (2000) asserted that, the results of their survey indicate that, girls do better in lower grades especially in Literacy than boys while, boys outperform in numeracy. This idea aligns with Temba, et al (2013) asserted that, As far as Tanzania is concerned, the problem of access to education opportunities has always been a big problem among girls although, girls do better.

Consequently,  when girls education are given special consideration, it will protect the future generation against sexual abuse, violence against women, getting  pregnancies at early ages, early  and unprepared marriages, minimizing gender disparities. The above idea links with the protections of UNICEF (2005a) that suggested, protecting girls against Female Genital Mutilation/Cutting. It is very fortunately that, Girls have high aspirations for their education and more than what education can offer to them, despite concerns with poverty, gender-based violence, the consequences of early pregnancy and   marriage, and inadequate school facilities. Wetheridge, et al (2012), this why different government and non-governmental organizations have been designing programs that could help to address these issues.
 According to URT: National education review (2015) report, the Tanzania’s Demographic and Health Survey (TDHS, 2010), indicated that, net attendance rate was just 80 per cent with 81 percent girls more than boys whose percentage is 78. For decades, girls have been lagged behind in different spheres of life in social, political, economic and even technological aspect, unfortunately the education system does not offer what girls deserve and required to acquire. This is why; different education program are initiated to help fill the existing gap between Boys and Girls. Girls are experiencing a lot of problems at individual level, group, and community and at national level. Among the regions in Tanzania, Mara region tops the list of reported prevalence of domestic violence by 72 per cent as Tanga region records. Kazoka (2017), few cases by 16 per cent per year, a study on Gender Based Violence (GBV) by the Ministry of Health and Social Welfare (MoHSW) revealed. 
Also it was reported that, in 2009-20013 the status of enrollment for students in Korogwe indicated to have uneven rate over the time for the five years consecutively and kept fluctuating from primary school to Secondary school. Zacharia (2014). This was clear indications of gender inequality, which is against human rights. These are few cases which girls suffer and feel the demise of their fate and hence the fate of the national in terms of social-economic, technological, and political became uncertain

Therefore, to revive this, different governmental and non-governmental organizations came up to support girl’s education. For example, Camfed Tanzania launched in 2005, working with the government to support secondary school enrolment with the immediate assumption is that, the increasing sexual violence, inequalities associated with gender, Sexual assault, pregnancies at early ages and forces, unprepared marriages caused by lack of effective girl’s education programs and finance to champion the community education programs at the country level. Make it right, ending the Crisis in Girls’ Education Report (Global Campaign for Education& Results Education Fund) indicated that, girls are enrolling in high numbers — such as which is doubled especially in Tanzania, about 97.3% enrolment rate — yet experienced dropping out drastically high. Meanwhile, the report reveals that, In Tanzania only 32% of girls make the transition to lower secondary school. Also Katabaro, et al (2003) findings uncovered the fact that, on average for every privileged girl graduate, there are two males with who are more privileged, of which could imply that, female are disadvantaged group.
Tanzania has an abundant unused land but with high poverty, due to underutilization of the economically active labor and land. Apparently, despite its natural wealth, poverty has been an unmitigated problem over the past forty years despite of the initiatives. According to TGNP (2004), Education forms the foundation for empowering women, who can confidently help in minimizing poverty in Tanzania and ensure effective utilization of the resources available in the country. It is very regrettable, the previous study shows that , it’s  nearly 61% of female youth of secondary school age are not in schools  compared to 51% of male youth of the same age. The biggest disparity can be seen between the   poorest and the richest youth for boys and girls. Statistics indicate that , “… in 47 out of 54 African countries, girls have a less than 50% chance of going to secondary school “(Global Campaign for Education& Results Education Fund). 
In 2009, Tanzania permitted all eligible pregnant primary and secondary school girls and young mothers to write their national exams, but recently, school girls are not given much attention, while Ackerman (2015) argued that, Multilateral and bilateral organizations and corporations reported to have invested or funded across each region, and while, according to ILO/UNCTAD (2001) asserted that, the distributions of the opportunity cost and direct cost varies across gender and household. This contradicts with Multilateral and bilateral organizations and corporations policies since the social-cultural environment emphasized more on educating boys than girls especially not beyond primary school. CIDA Evaluation Report (2006).
Wetheridge (2012)stresses that, commitment to education and to  marginalized groups, Transforming Education for Girls in Nigeria and Tanzania (TEGINT) is a collaborative initiative among Action Aid, national implementing partners, donors, and other stakeholders,  and it should be noted that, the largest number of fund or invest  are directed to  Asian and sub-Saharan Africa countries. Ackerman (2015).On top of that, Available information on DFID’s country-level plans of 2015 suggested to have continued efforts to raising education to be the largest single sector for DFID bilateral support by 2015.

Countries across the globe, and Tanzania in particular have been experiencing different movement and activists with the desire, willingness and thirsty of helping girls from governmental and Non-governmental agencies, development partners and International Organization, particularly inspiring and activating them in science subjects, there has been a thrust to support the girl child such as those geared to activate girls in science subjects and other areas of health, economic, political and other social issues. For instance FEMSA has been supporting girls to create an interest and opt to go for science subject, while FAWE has been engaging in gender mainstreaming the assertion cited by TGNP (2004), FEMINA, promoting gender equality, health, entrepreneurship, leadership and others. This was also partly because among other international Organizations, UNICEF ensuring that girls do not lose their right to education due to pregnancy resulted.  Despite the research done by others who disclose and to uncover the issue of gender particularly on the girls part, especially sexual abuse, FGM, it has clearly shown that, there are several funding partners who are willingly trying to help girls by supporting different education programs, but there is insufficient information published on the effectiveness and contributions of donor funds in empowering young girls in Schools, and the impact is not clear. 

1.2. Statement of the Research Problem

Despite the government initiatives to try alleviating poverty in the country by taking strong steps to establish girls’ education programs in secondary schools, and higher learning institutions with the support from the donors, yet, the cry for gender inequality, violence and other malpractices still exist. Nevertheless, there are insufficient empirical studies done to assess the effectiveness of these programs. Several Literatures described the contributions of girls or women  in social economic activities, for example TGNP (2004),Ackerman (2015) ,CIDA Evaluation Report (2006), ILO/UNCTAD (2001) ,TDHS (2010), Wetheridge, et al (2012). URT: National education review (2015), UNICEF (2005a), global Campaign for Education& Results Education Fund, I CEF (2000) and et al. 

The studies indicate that, girls’ educations in Tanzania affect negatively the socio-economic activities, hence difficult to eradicate poverty. The significance of girls’ education impacts range from individual, family community, country and global level. UNICEF supports Tanzania Gender in Education Initiative (TGEI), which was established in 2008 to minimize if not to completely eradicate gender issues, which include gender disparity, violence against women, Sexual abuse, early pregnancies, early and unprepared marriages, unequal treatments between girls and boys. 

Currently, FIMINA HIP and Other Non-Government Organizations have been engaging in promoting girls education Programs across the country through projects and school clubs, which primarily intends to empower girls coming from Primary schools joining the secondary education offering specific knowledge and skills and empower them in various attributes focusing on self-awareness, gender, entrepreneurship skills and health. World Education research, (1995) indicates that, for such a long time, there has been an imbalance in enrollment in a formal education system in Tanzania, where women remained to be the victims as it was argued by Zacharia (2014). 
The recent studies by Action Aid International, (2012): unearths that, girls’ enrolment in primary schools decreased by 11% between 2008 and 2012, comparable to 8% decline, recorded in almost six districts. This is a reflection on what is really going on the ground, not only in Tanzania, but also, in the entire continent of Africa and the entire world, at the same time, these women who are neglected, their resources have demonstrated to have 20 times impacts than men’s resources on child heath, but little emphasis has been used to promote girls education programs. 

The studies indicate that, girls are outperforming Primary schools, but decline as they join secondary schools and higher learning education, despite the initiatives put in place, the problem is exists in most part of the world, particularly sub-Saharan Africa. Therefore, the study assessed the effectiveness of donor funded projects in girls’ education programs in Tanzania and focused on the DREAMS IC project.
1.3 General Objective

The general objective of the study was to assess the effectiveness of donor funded projects in girls’ education programs in Tanzania.

1.4.1. Specific Objectives

i. To describe the extent in which the DREAMS girls’ education project builds self-awareness.

ii.  To assess the effectiveness of   the girls’ education programs.
iii. To examine efficiency of monitoring information system used in tracking project performance.

1.4.2. Research Questions

i. To what extent does the “DREAMS IC” girls’ education programme build self-awareness?

ii. How effective the “DREAMS IC “girls’ education project?

iii. How efficient is monitoring information system in tracking programme performance?
1.5. Scope of the Study

FEMINAHIP is one among Non-governmental organizations that have an extensive experience in conducting different projects. Recently, It has been implementing the DREAMS IC project in more than 26 (twenty six Secondary schools in Tanzania, Dare salaam inclusive. Therefore, the study focuses on the DREAM IC project, especially in TEMEKE district 
1.6 Significance of the Study to different Stakeholders
The findings in this study will contribute knowledge, skills and approaches on the existing ones towards significant change in socio-economic, technological and political aspects. The study will be useful for the donors who will confidently be ensuring proper program implementation and the sustainability of such programs. Likewise, it will help FEMINAHIP as project implementers in rectifying some of the issues so as to increase project impact to the community. It will also assist the ministry of education, gender, labor, policy makers, activists and other development partners in designing and implementing effective girls’ education programs that will enhance poverty reduction in Tanzania. 
1.7 Limitations of the Study
This research focused only on a case of Temeke district in Dare salaam-Tanzania due to financial constraints being a major factor that confined the study in one District. Due to similar financial limitation, it was impossible to conduct the study all the schools 26 schools countrywide in which the DREAMS IC operated; instead, the study concentrated in seven schools selected. Moreover, the delay of research clearance was also a limiting factor, as the data was not gathered on time as was previously planned. Despite its limitations, the study will build useful findings to different stakeholders including Community, government and donors.

1.8 Organization of the Study
This work comprises of five chapters which are chronologically arranged from Chapter one to chapter five. Firstly, Chapter one provides the overview about the research, in terms of background, statement of the problem, general and specific objectives supported with research questions, significance of the study with its limitations, and scope of the study. Secondly, another component of the work presented is chapter two. Chapter two provides an insight on how literature study was done and the areas that were covered. It offers an overview about the literature review, conceptual definitions that helped in understanding the ideas in connection to the study, theoretical literatures, policy review, empirical literature to assist in grasping the concepts of variables, both dependent and independent, conceptual framework, and most importantly is the research gap identified lastly the conclusion of the chapter. 
Thirdly, the study constitutes chapter three that shades different areas that geared towards achieving the chapter objectives. The concentrations  were organized from the overview of the chapter, research approach, research design, area of the study, target population, sample size and sampling procedures, methods of data collections, validity and reliability of the research instruments opted under the study, data analysis technique, research ethical considerations and confidentiality, dissemination methods, and lastly, conclusion. Fourthly, the work composed of chapter four. This chapter provides the findings and the discussions of the study. Fifthly, the last chapter of this research report is Summary of the discussion, it highlights several parts including: Overview of the chapter, summary of the findings, conclusion of the chapter, and lastly recommendations offered to Ministry, policy makers, FEMINAHIP and areas that may require further studies

CHAPTER TWO

LITERATURE REVIEW

2.1 Chapter Overview
This chapter comprises literatures reviewed which assisted the researcher in conceptualizing the concepts , digesting and relating different works done hence, helped in understanding the concept understudy, its role, the donors and their contributions towards promoting education sector globally, and in Tanzania specifically. Furthermore, the section has offered insights in navigating, grasping and absorptions of different concepts, theories, policy and the implications of such theories in the current study. Prior studies have clearly demonstrated the contribution of donor funds in socio-economic, technological, political, most importantly, education sector and the importance of education sector towards helping other sector. Below are the descriptions of the ideas, concepts, empirical studies presentation, policy, and research gap.

2.2 Conceptual Definitions

2.1.1 Education

The etymological meaning of education, comes from the Latin word which is ‘educare’ meaning ‘to rise’ and bring up. The same concept of “Education” in different context means ‘educere’ meaning,” to lead forth “or” to come out”. (NCER, 2014, New Delhi).Education is defined as “the aggregate of all the processes by which a person develops abilities, attitudes and other forms of behavior of practical values in the society in which s/he lives (C.V. Good (Ed), 1973). Education can also be understood as the process of offering information to unexperienced person or individual to assist him or her in mental, social, physical, spiritual, political and economic development. Offorma, G (2009), the above definitions reflects the education as the most important tools for development, an important human right and critical for achieving the sustainable development and building knowledge societies, ADB ( 2017).

2.1.2 Education Programme

Education Programme is a planned series of future events or performances. It intends to provide and impart knowledge to the intended communities and enhances lifelong learning. Education Projects vary in terms of their objectives, focus, and of their implementations and the content
2.1.3 Donor

Donor is someone who provides financial or material support to the needy or done, (Simone P. Joyau) calls, “Donor-Centrism”, which create a closer relationship between the donor and the donor. It should be noted that, donor play a crucial role in project development. UNESCO is one of the important donors in various education programmes in the world and Tanzania Particularly, whose mission is to promote education as an important human right and boost the quality education, facilitating policy discussions, knowledge sharing and capacity building for the communities or country, UNICEF (2000). 
Donors’ expectations are to make sure that, the education programmes established are efficient, effective and of high quality, the fore mentioned words have often been used synonymously Adams (1993). Establishing the context for understanding the stakeholders, it goes parallel with understanding different views and meanings of what is considered as education quality. Motala, (2000); Benoliel,et al (1999).

2.1.4 Program

Program is a system of project which principally focused to meet the public need (https://www.thefreedictionary.com/educational program), this definition correlate with the https://www.vocabulary.com/dictionary/programme, which defines Programme as the British spelling of program, which is a plan or system. 
2.1.5 Projects

The word “project” was first used in or around the sixteenth century and derives from the Latin projicere which according to him, the meaning was associated with the throw forward, thus, indicating a certain relationship between space and time .Dirk de Vilder (2014).This definition suggested that, for the project to exist, it has to have a certain time bound and should occur in a particular location and not in vain. Similarly, IFAD defines  Project as an intervention that consist of set of planned, interconnected activities designed to achieve the defined objective within a given budget and specific period of time. 
This definition aligns with BS 6079 (‘Guide to Project Management’) which defines project as  a unique set of  coordinated activities, with specific starting and end point carried out by an individual or organization to meet specific objectives within defined schedule, cost and performance Parameters.’ From the above insights, when trying to digest the meaning of project, it is very essential to fully understand the main purpose of the project, which is basically to beneficiaries, to determine the deliverables, and its viability based on the strategic alignment of the project.
2.1.6 Effectiveness
Monitoring and Evaluation Reference Group (2008) defines Effectiveness as the extent to which a program/intervention has achieved its objectives under normal conditions in a real-life setting. This definition also correlates with IFAD, which essentially defines Effectiveness as the measure of the extent in which a project primarily intend to attain objectives at the goal or purpose level.  Effectiveness looks at the extent in which an intervention has been able to attain or anticipated to attain its relevant objectives efficiently and in a sustainable way.
2.1.7 Assessment
Assessment is the process of gathering information, analyzing it then making judgment on the basis of the information (IFAD).According to PC (Productivity Commission) 2012, Annual Report 2011-12, the terms efficiency and effectiveness are commonly used, yet often are applied in slightly and occasionally widely different ways.

2.3 Theoretical Literature Review
Circumstances for grasping the appropriate stakeholders, coextend with understanding contrasting  views and meanings on what is regarded as education quality .Motala, (2000); Benoliel, et al (1999).It is often crucial to note that, evaluating the education system, we primarily focus on the final goals we establish for our children, our community, our country and ourselves, Beeby (1966). The term ‘education’ is a relative term, can be interpreted diversely by different people, in different scopes and different ways. Some people define it as a formal schooling or lifelong learning. In other aspects, education is defined as the acquisition of knowledge, skills and attitudes NCER (2014).

According to Chambers (1985), poverty featured by low per capita income, which limits the degrees of affordability for various basic needs. System theory guided the study; the system concept has a rich history in the physical as well as the social science. Both Alfred N. Whitehead (1925) and George C Homans (1950) had observed that, idea of organized whole, or system, occurring in the environment is fundamental and essential to science. A significant development in the analysis of organizational behavior is the distinction between open and closed systems (W.K. Hoy – C.G. Miskel). Based to this, the study focused on the open system which indicate school as open system that affected by the external environment like Donor Funded Projects   in Girls ‘Education Programs to have an influence academic performance.
The Open System Theory was initially developed by Ludwig von Bertanlanffy (1956), a biologist, but it was immediately applicable across all disciplines. It defines the concept of a system, where "all systems are characterized by an assemblage or combination of parts whose relations make them interdependent". As one moves from mechanical to organic and social systems, the interactions between parts in the system become more complex and variable (W.K. Hoy – C.G. Miskel ). This theory supported study to understand schools is open system, means as open due its interaction from the external environment and it contains Five elements includes inputs, transformation process, output, feedback and environment, based to Donor Funded Projects   as one of elements due to its contribution to the secondary schools in terms of inputs towards improving academic performance of this schools.

Open theory views an organization as set of interrelated parts that interact with the environment almost as a living creature does. It receives inputs such as human and materials resources, values, community expectations and societal demands, transform them through a production process. Through the perspective of open System Theory, a new logic on issues of organization governance emerged. The theory emphasize on the relationship between the organizations with the surrounding environment for reaching the planned goals.

Furthermore, the theory emphasizes on the management and stakeholders ability on gathering, processing and utilizing the information which is useful for development of the organization together with surrounding community which organization save (Hansons. E.M). The some applies to the school performance; it needs to interact and have a strong and good relationship with the surrounding environment like Donor Funded Projects   so as to be effective into its responsibility, not only that but also to get information and advice that will be useful in improving and providing quality education (Hansons. E .M). Open system was applicable to this study, since the theory allows interactions from different stakeholders, in this case education stakeholders, for the purpose of improving academic performance as well as quality education provided.
2.4 Policy Review

According to Action Aid (2011), Tanzania continually implement several education policies, for instance 1995, Education and Training Policy whose focus was  to control the provisions of education in the country, the  policy that was revised in 2012, and number of strategies were in place including, Education Sector Development Programme (ESDPII, 2008-17), the Primary Education development plan (PEDP II, 2007-2011) and Secondary Education Development Plan (SEDP, II, 2010-2015) the primary objective of ESDP) was to ensure equitable access to quality education, in line with Tanzania development vision of 2025.

Currently, Tanzania is implementing a new Policy refereed as, “Fee –Free Education Policy on Basic Education in Tanzania. (HakiELimu, 2017) which  is an excellent policy, yet the research findings on the impacts of the implementation of Fee-Free Education Policy indicated to have  lacked awareness  to policy implementers especially Head teachers who had different opinions about FEE-FREE education Policy, nearly 45%  explained that, the policy is meant for government incurring all costs related to school, similarly to Parents, close to 51.3%  who had different interpretations about FEE-FREE education Policy who equated with freeing them from all sort of expenses related to schools, but also the beneficiaries and the communities. 

Like any other countries, Tanzania offers equal education to all the citizens despite their cultural or economic backgrounds, and the focus is to have an increased girl’s enrolment in education sector, fighting against sexual violence, early pregnancies, and forces marriages to girls. Meanwhile, her policy is to provide free school education to young Tanzanians, and has been at the fore front to fight against such immorality, violation of girls’ rights. On top of that, Tanzania has been struggling highly and committing her highest efforts to promote education for youths and children who have the required age for entry. According to DFID (2005), there is a least chance, estimated less than one in four children for a girl who is grown in a poor family enough to get Secondary education in Sub-Saharan Africa, this is why, several initiatives have been in place to rescue the situation, one of the initiatives was to introduce free education to all students so as to reduce such a huge gap.

2.5. Empirical Literature Review
Ruambo (2011) cited from the United Nations report which concluded that, there is a close link between economic development and women advancement partly because women are reported to be the active player in Tanzania economy which is estimated to be 82 percent of the labor force yet the rate of poverty is still existing. Poverty is seen to have been caused by the lack of education, skills to obtain income and assets and lack of power to be creative over the situations. Van Lierop, et al, (1991). This draws a closer link between lack of education and poverty. In other words, poverty can be alleviated by improving the levels of education to our children, households, community, and the country.

Tanzania has invested very much in education, and the efforts towards boosting the education enrolment has been seen for decades now. The long term vision 2050 is to see gender issues are addressed to a greater extent and ensure that, children, and youths who are entitled to attend the Primary, Secondary and Tertiary education is achieved their life dreams. Study shows that, one of the successful part that Tanzania achieved was through PEDP whose goal exceeded by enrolling more than 1,500,000 children in 2002. 

Pirozzi (2003), however, it was reported that, girls experienced a lot of problems including delay in enrolling, early marriage, sexual violence, and much affected by HIV diseases which hence resulted in economic hardship poor performance for those leaving primary and secondary education. Similar study was done by PEPFAR (2016) in sub-saharan africa , 75% of  their  results from their findings indicate that, most of the young women and girls who are adolescents are being affected by HIV infections. It is reported that, 95 percent (%) of girls’ have higher aspirations (Action Aid, 2012). Their aspirations once supported and achieved would help to revive the socio-economic, technological and political development.

Studies show that, education to girls is a disaster, not only in Tanzania, but a across the global and Meena (1994) argued that, girl education continues to be a cross cutting issue in many countries, as it cut across sectors. Out of 948 million illiterates in the world, two thirds are women. There is a great danger of spreading extremists which pose security threats worldwide. According to UNDP (2018), what drives people into violent extremist including frustrations among individuals who have been marginalized over the course of their lives from childhood, either socially, economically and politically. There has been an increase in violent extremists’ incidences even in the coastal areas in Tanzania and recruitment has been increasing daily.

Human capital is one of the greater aspect of any development, the economists have turned their focus on human capital and appreciate the importance of human capital in developmental aspects and its contribution into economic growth. Mbelle, et al, (2003), this was followed by a great studies that was done to find the relationship between education  and economic growth (Griliches, 1995) which discloses two empirical evidence, one being improvement in the quality of human capital enhances productivity and absorptive capacity hence improving economic growth (estimates range from 3 per cent to 25 per cent, second being  enhancement of social mobility, hence increase in equality of opportunities  which eventuate poverty   reduction . Psacharopolous, et al (1995).It is in this to commensurate the above point, girls education becomes of paramount important becomes a focal point of discussion.

According to the report by UNICEF (2003), in sub-Saharan African countries, there is an increase in girl’s dropout each year from 20 million in 1990 to 24 million in 2002, Chad, Nigeria, Sudan, Tanzania, Eritrea, Ethiopia and the Democratic Republic of Congo. This is why different stakeholders, including donor countries, beneficiaries, educationalists, activists, communities, non-governmental Organizations both local and international agencies and communities, started eyeing on girls education, and started initiative programs and projects to help girls. Donors have been providing substantial support in different spheres, including education, not to forget the girl’s education. 
Donor funded projects primarily contributes towards providing technical solutions to various problems without affecting the social aspects of the community in a given area while focusing towards alleviating poverty. They bilaterally offered, meaning, they are provided from one country to another or multilaterally (from a donor country to an international Organization, who on their part distributes the funds. WHO, (2011). The essence of donor funds to projects or program is to enhance its sustainability, and reduce poverty to the needy.  

2.6 Conceptual Framework

Conceptual framework as a set of broad ideas and principles taken from relevant fields of enquiry and used to structure a subsequent presentation as it was argued by Komba, et al (2006). Girls’ education program can be influenced by the Donor Funded Projects in terms of building self-awareness in the aspect of s Self-determination, Reproductive health, Self Esteem, Adolescence, Protection Against sexual transmitted diseases, Gender Awareness, Violence against women, Female circumcision, Family planning and the effect of abortion, and ensuring that, girls education programs are able more effective in improving academic performance directly or indirectly. Therefore, the research had three independent variables and one dependent variable as illustrated in the figure below. This conceptualization show effective donors projects have impacts to girls’ education.

2.6. Research Gap
According to UNESCO statistics (2000-2010), the available data for the period 2005-2008 about 48 countries, completion rate for Primary for the relevant age group was between 32% in Chad to a high of 120% in Seychelles.  It is in this view, that, different donors have been demonstrating their readiness and willingness in supporting projects and programmes that gear towards helping young girls in Primary, Secondary and Tertiary education and promote gender equality, equity, and parity. For instance the Forum for African Women Educationalists (FAWE), FEMA the World Bank supported projects, USAID and UNICEF.

According to Christopher Colclough and Andrew Webb (2010), the delegates of the Accra meetings, they reached the consensus that, all Aid agencies should not impose their own terms and conditions on how and when the resources donated should be used, instead, should use the conditions posed by the recipient’s country for their own developmental targets and objectives.

Studies indicated that, there has been a constant fluctuation of funds due to shifting of the priorities of the international donors   affects the implementations of projects or programme for the betterment of the target community. For example, FEMINAHIP 's as one of the Non-Governmental Organization has been receiving funds from different donor such as SIDA, DANIDA, HOVOS, TWAWEZA, UNWOMEN/UNDP, however,  funds has been fluctuation over time, specifically, in 2013, FEMINA received $2257,752 from DANIDA, SIDA ,HIVOS, and TWAWEZA. In 2014, received $1,231,957 (SIDA, ANIDA, HIVOS, TWAWEZA) while 2015, it received $ 1,060,804 from SIDA, HIVOS, UNWOMEN/UNDP. 
In the same years, FEMINA received additional funds from NHH amounted $356,696, $467,202.78 from GIZ, FCS, Solar Aid, USAID/TCCP), and $464,470(UNWOMEN/UNDP. TMARC, and IOGT), eMJee Consult (2014) respectively. Donor countries all have their own commercial and security objectives,  one of them is to makes the results aid programmes visible, quantifiable and directly related to donor’s activities even to the extent of reducing the developmental impact of aid. Knock, S. and Rahman, A. (2006). 

In conjunction to that, Studies   also demonstrate gross enrolment rate in secondary schools for girls is 19 percent (19%), in Pakistan, as opposed to Nigeria, Chad and Tanzania which is only five percent (5%).DFID (2005). This is a red alarm to the development as it may spread the violent extremism. UNDP describes violent extremism as the major challenges to global peace. The main driver of extremism due to frustrated individuals who have been marginalized from their childhood, either socially, economically, social or politically. It pauses a great danger when girls’ education is not given special priority and there may be influx of these marginalized groups into violent extremism.  In many countries, where girls performance is Poor due to family background compared to Boys, it was reported to have done more badly as soon they joined the Secondary education. Several Programmes been established to help minimize or eliminate the gap that exists between girls and boys, in different countries, including Tanzania. There are inadequate studies done to assess the effectiveness of girl’s education programmes, as the donors constantly provide their financial, material, technological and human support to such programmes.

In Tanzania, FEMINA HIP has been operating with the aim of promoting healthy lifestyles, sexual and reproductive health and rights, economic empowerment, citizen   engagement and gender equality. FEMINA’s donors are DANIDA, JSI, UNICEF, PEPFAR, MARIE STOPS, EMBASSY OF SWEEDEN, EMBASSY OF IRELAND, and other donors to help support the vision, mission and strategies for making social, political, economic and technological changes to youths. http://www.feminahip.or.tz /who-we-are/our-mission-vision. This view aligns with the finding on the Impact of Fee-Free Education Policy on Basic Education in Tanzania posits the two sides of the results findings which are both positive and negative impacts on the enrolments. 

The results demonstrated to have increased the enrolments in Primary schools by 41% from 3278 in 2015 to 4989 in 2016, whereas for Secondary schools was only 0.3%. HakiElimu (2017), the studies do provide implicitly and explicitly the issues on gender enrolment in terms of number of boys and girls enrolled .The findings reveal the fact that, girls had been lagged behind in every sphere of life and are stills behind in terms of enrolment, where, their enrolment was only 51% compared to Boys, whose enrolment was 61%, the difference of 10%. On top of that,  donors voice and their contributions towards education Policy was unclearly presented in HAKIELIMU findings donors towards implementing the policies to girls who are mostly , more vulnerable and victims of education system.  
The study envisaged the extent in which donor funds contribute towards strengthening girl’s education programme and make a thorough programme assessment on its effectiveness. One of the Powerful Programme that, the study focused on is, the DREAMS IC project FEMINA Girl Power team, whose goals is to advocate for social, economic and political issues of girls across the country, FEMINA HIP (2017). As the foregoing discussion notes, monitoring and evaluation is core to any project’s effectiveness. Given that there is a lack of literature on the monitoring and evaluation based to effectiveness of donor funded projects is concerned, the present study seeks to bridge the knowledge gap by focusing on the same. 
2.7 Conclusion

Prior studies have indicated the significance of girl’s education not only in Tanzania, but also across the globe. Girls’ education Programmes help in catalyzing and fostering social, economic, political and technological development. It is undoubtedly important that, girl’s education helps to empower the most disadvantaged groups in the communities, and by so doing it help in sustainable development and improving the economy of the country. Several initiatives have been in place to establish and implement programmes to help girls reach their dream, in Tanzania, for example, DREAMS Programme, The Transforming Education for Girls in Nigeria and Tanzania (TEGINT) project is a special education initiative to transform the education of girls in Northern Tanzania and Northern Nigeria ,however, there is insufficient studies done on assessing the effectiveness  of donor funded projects to girls education program and how effective they are sustainably.
CHAPTER THREE

RESEARCH METHODOLOGY

3.1 Chapter Overview
This chapter provides the overview on what was done right from the beginning to completion of data collections. Researcher has to clearly understand his research approach to be used in the study; hence this part also highlights the specific research approaches used in the study. It also uncovers the area in which the study was done, sample size used accompanied with sampling techniques. Meanwhile, it discloses the target population understudy, procedures and data collection methods deployed. The researcher has to clearly understand the research instruments in featured by validity and reliability; therefore the chapter provides a preview on this matter. Finally, the chapter eyes on research ethics as an important segment of any study and how the information will be disseminated therefore, the chapter also touches on this important part. 

3.2 Research Approach

 This study employed both qualitative and quantitative approaches (mixed research approach) which combine quantitative and qualitative research approaches for collection of data in the field, the combination of both forms of data provides a better understating of research problem than one type of data. Qualitative research approach was used basing on the fact that it is highly exhaustive and reliable because it allows deep exploration of respondents to obtain information that is purposively comprehensive, Cohen, et al (2000 ). Also Qualitative approach employs collecting, analyzing and interpreting data by observing what people do and say, thus it is much more subjective. 
Hence qualitative research approach was constructed in an inductive view with the main emphasis on understanding the social world through examination and interpretation of that world by its participants in a constructivist perspective. Bryman, et al (1947). Quantitative research approach was used to support qualitative findings based to describe records, analyze, and interpret condition. Cohen, et al (2000 ) Questionnaires was used the major instruments under this approach.

3.3 Research Design

Research design is simply a plan and structure of investigation to obtain answers to research questions. Kerlinger (1986). Therefore research design assisted me as a researcher in choosing the appropriate approach and mechanism to get answers from the respondents. Research questions were broken down into simple and easy questions that reinforced simple data collections.
According to Yin (1984:23), explains a case study as an empirical inquiry which looks at the contemporary phenomenon within the context of life; The Study used case study method to assist the researcher in examining very closely the data within a very specific. Therefore,  study employed case study , where the selected case study was Temeke District, Dare salaam, in Tanzania, and focused on FEMINA HIP, a Non-Governmental Organization, which received different donor funds to support different youth programmes particularly the DREAMS IC education project, which primarily focus on the girls who are in Secondary schools whose age majority ranged from 10-18 years, partly because of the desire to get complete and reliable data, to easy data collection, analysis and interpretation as well as reporting.

3.4 Area of the Study

The study was done in 7 different schools in Temeke – Dar es Salaam, namely; Tandika, Keko, Buza, Mbagala, Chang’ombe, Relini, and Kibasila Secondary schools, where the DREAMS IC project was operated and recently phased off. Temeke Municipal was established on 10thNovember, 1999 under the Local Government (Urban) Authorities Act No. 8 sections 8 and 9 of 1982. Mayabu (2013). It is the place where the DREAMS IC project beneficiaries are situated and easily to find.

The study centered on seven schools, in Temeke District, in Dare salaam which is one of 5th districts found in Dare salaam with more than 1.3 million, with an estimate of 66 9056 males and 699,825 females consisting of 30 wards. NBS, et al (2013). The According to Mrutu (2014), Temeke municipality had 40 secondary schools in the year 2014, with 3,719 streams and with the total number of enrolled students 170,477 students. With the gender distribution of 84, 371 boys and 86,106 girls respectively.  According to CLEI-Africa,(2012) asserted that, Temeke Municipal Council is experiencing  with a large, growing population, many of whom struggle with poverty, the task at hand will not be easy

3.5 Target Population

According to FEMINAHIP magazine (2018) the DREAMS IC project covered about 5000 students in the entire country, as it was reported by Sekela Mwaipaja. Close to 1000 students benefited from the project. Therefore, the target population under the study in which non-probability sampling was deployed 1000(one thousand) taken from TEMEKE district only in which the researcher wished to obtain knowledge from the them. Out of 1000 target population, only 75 were randomly selected to participate in data collection as Gerrish, et al (2006A) insisted that, the selection of these individuals is taken from this population and is known as the ‘sample’. The sample provided the information and data for the study. The population comprised 7 different schools students who are primary beneficiaries of the Programmes.

3.6. Sample Size and Sampling Procedures

3.6.1 Sample Size

The sample size is an essential characteristic of any empirical study, partly because it helps the researcher to consistently adhere to inferences of the chosen population from the sample. Sample is one of the subset of the selected population understudy. Polit, et al (2004:290) when choosing the sample, I looked at individual which my focused on, most of these individuals were girls and the primary beneficiaries of the project “Target population”, this assisted me to provide data and later information for the study. Since the target population in TEMEKE district was 1000 students, only 75 respondents from seven selected schools were selected randomly according to the identified schools to participate in data collection.
3.6.2 Sampling Techniques

According to Polit &Hungler (1993:174), Sampling involves selecting a part of the population to represent all of the population. This approach may either be sampling designs under probability or non-probability. The study deployed Convenience Sampling non probability which played a great deal in data collections in the entire schools understudy, specifically, around Temeke District where the study centered. 
The technique deployed various approaches in order to avoid biasness in selecting individuals to distribute questionnaires. As long as the number of beneficiaries varied from one school to another ranging from 40 to 100, only forty active participants as per attendance register were selected, later picked the folded individual numbers 1-40. Those who picked the first 10-12 numbers were given a research questionnaire to respond. This approach was clearly clarified prior to distributions of research tool. Therefore, the researcher opted to use non-probability sampling technique which is Convenience Sampling.

3.7 Methods of Data Collection

The data gathering and measuring of variables and information was enhanced to easy information gathering. Data collected systematically assisted in systematically understand and make an easy interpretation of the information and answer the intended research questions. According to Kothari (2004), Data collecting is understood as the process of gathering and measuring the information in a way, enables to answer the research questions which conception was thorough perceived and used accordingly.

Questionnaires were distributed and managed in seven (7) schools to help provide the intended information. Schools in which questionnaires were distributed and managed including: 75 Tandika, Keko, Buza, Mbagala, Chang’ombe, Relini, and Kibasila Secondary schools. The data collected from these sites were Primary data. Secondary data sources was obtained from other publication published by different individual researchers, Non-governmental organizations and international organizations, including UNICEF, UNDP, and  going through different publications was an amazing experience as it provided me with vast knowledge and skills, and broadened my scope of grasping the subject matters and  defining issues identified in the research field  published  but not limited to publication such as Newspapers, journals (both local and International) and text books on the subject, it went beyond. Primary data collected were quantitative (structured questionnaires). 
It  was paramount important to consider looking for Secondary data in order to assist in responding to some of the research questions, particularly for statistical presentations and to their essentiality in providing the grounds for justifying some of the ideas in the study. Data was obtained from documented sources, including journals, Magazines, newsletters and other sort of documentations

3.8 Validity and Reliability of Instruments
3.8.1 Validity

Validity is the most critical criterion that indicates the degree to which an instrument measures what it is supposed to measure.( Kothari ,2004), Questionnaires were pre tested to check whether there is ambiguity which may have multiple interpretations. The relevant field was well understood and administered as it provides the results of improving the quality of education. The researcher used questionnaire as the method of collecting data as well as building understanding with respondents to be aware of the research purpose helped to get the valid data on the Assessment of the Effectiveness of Donor Funded Projects   in Girls ‘Education Programs in Tanzania. 
3.8.2 Reliability

Reliability is the consistency with which person evidencing the same amount of whatever is being measured are assign the same score. Krathwoth (1921) .The researcher ensured the instrument of data collection would provide consistency information that would be used repeatedly to the Assessment of the Effectiveness of Donor Funded Projects   in Girls ‘Education Programs in Tanzania.
3.9 Data Analysis Technique
The term analysis refers to the computation of certain measures along with searching for patterns of relationship that exist among data. The analysis of data required a number of closely related operations such as establishment of categories, the application of these categories to raw data through coding, tabulation and then drawing statistical inferences. Therefore, after a thorough data collection using the designed questionnaire, SPSS Statistics as a software package was used to code the data collected, then data analysis was run to compute the percentage and frequencies of the responses in order to facilitate and easy data interpretations. 
3.10 Research Ethical Considerations and Confidentiality
Ethics is typically associated with morality (Babbie,, E 1983) . The researcher just like any other researchers adhered to research ethics by ensuring the rights and privacy are properly maintained, and securing of the information given by the participants under study. Among others, the participants also had the right to withdraw from the study at any time if they wished to. This right was clearly explained to them prior to engagement in the study, before the distributing questionnaires   (Holloway 2005).

Also the researcher processed research clearance permit from all responsible authorities including the Directorate of Research, Publications and Post Graduate office from The Open University of Tanzania and Municipal Executive Director (MED) from Temeke District Council and allowed me to collect data in the identified schools. The researcher wrote letters to ask for the consent of the subjects so that they can willingly be involved in the study. Also researcher introduced himself to respondents and explains the purpose of doing the research and how it would be conducted. 
In addition to that, the researcher ensured confidentiality of subjects’ information by restricting its access by anybody without the subjects consent. Only the subjects who were ready and willing to be engaged in the study recruited for the study. Also the researcher assured participants that the information gathered would not be exposed or known to any one also respondents were not supposed to write their names in the questioners in order to ensure anonymity, this helped a researcher to get valid data easily. The researcher informed the participants the main objective of the study; this made them to volunteer in answering the questionnaires without forcing them. Also, the research requested permission from the respondents and the project facilitator to use any photo that would be taken from the field when compiling the report
3.11 Dissemination of the Results

The research findings are disseminated in the form of research report which vitalizes the reader’s interests to study further and look at the feasibilities for the implementation. De Vos (2002). The research report only provides the inputs to the organization understudy rather than exposing the secret of such organization to the public and weakens it; rather, it would help the organization to fully digests and implement the recommendations embedded in this report and make full of it in trying to improve the future project implementations. The recommendations given out may be accessed from OUT, with the permission of Open University of Tanzania.

3.12 Conclusion

The research methodology section comprised the methods that were deployed in from the initial stage of data collection, and data analysis techniques; Research approaches, research design; area of the study; target population; sampling procedures; validity and reliability of research instruments and ethical considerations in conducting research. It is undeniable that, research methods is very important to look at to ensure systematic data collections, analysis and dissemination of the research findings
CHAPTER FOUR

FINDINGS AND DISCUSSIONS
4.1 Chapter Overview
This part comprises the analysis of the finding and discussions on what was found based on the available data from the field. The analysis and discussion focused on seven (7) different schools, Specifically on Tandika, Keko, Buza, Mbagala, Chang’ombe, Relini, and Kibasila Secondary schools, which were the primary beneficiaries of the DREAMS IC projects. Several major findings will be disclosed in this chapter as it was found in the study. The findings are presented. The DREAM IC project has its rooted long form, where D stands for Determined, R for Resilient, E for Empowered, A for AIDS FREE, M for Mentored and IC for Innovation challenge. This project is primarily known as girl power project, with an intention to empower girls in different aspects.
The results and discussions are presented to commensurate with specific research objectives. One of the them was to objectively describe the extent in which “DREAMS IC” girls’ education program build self-awareness?. In conjunction to the above research objective, the study also intended assess understand the extent in which the “girls education programs are effective. Finally was to investigate the existing Monitoring information system of the DREAMS IC and the way used in tracking project performance. The presentation of the data is based on the data collected being guided by the research questions.
4.2. Building Individual Awareness

In respect to research objective one, simultaneously, the study was moved with the desire to understand the project impact to individuals by pinpointing important aspects of individual awareness as per project’s motive. As far the DREAMS IC project is concerned, it was important to describe the extent in which the Girls education programs are effectiveness in the areas of building awareness to individual beneficiary in the following aspects. 
4.2.1. Gender Awareness and Challenges

In conjunction to that, the study wished to understand the extent in which the DREAMS IC succeeded to inculcate the sense of gender awareness and sort of challenges associated with gender. The results of the findings indicate that, 58.7 percent (%) which is equal to 44 frequency have strongly agreed that, DREAMS IC Project assisted to become more aware on gender issues and the gender related challenges, and 36 percent (%) which is similar to 27 frequency have agreed. 2.7 percent (%), which is equivalent to 2 frequency disagree, while 1 percent (%) which is equal to 2 frequency are neutral.

4.2.7 Violence against Women

The study intended to understand the extent in which the DREAMS IC project had been able to raise awareness to girls, particularly on the issue of violence against women. The findings indicate that,62.7 percent(%)  equal to 47 frequency agreed that, the project had been able to make girls aware of any sort of violence against women, and 37.3 percent(%),  which is similar to 28 frequency did not agree the extent in which girls education Programmes have enabled them to be aware on issues of gender violence.

4.2.8. Female Genital Mutilation

Consequently, the respondents were asked to rank the extent in which was able to raise awareness on FGM and their side effect. The results indicate that, about 58.7 percent (%) which is equivalent to 44 frequency agreed that, the project was able to build awareness of girls in issues of circumcisions.41.3 percent (%) of the respondents, which equivalent to 31 frequency, disagreed that the project was able to build awareness of girls in issues concerning FGM (Female Genital Mutilation).

4.3 Effectiveness of Girls’ Education Programs
Consequently, the study was interested to assess the effectiveness of girls’ education programs that are funded by the donors. In capturing this, data was collected to clearly understand the extent in which the respondents were very much aware about the project and the project name. Also, looking at the extent in which the project involved them directly in project implementation and project improvement to ensure attainment of the project impacts, and understanding the extent in which the project was able to satisfy the needs of the beneficiaries.
4.3.1 Respondent’s Awareness on the Meaning of the “DREAMS IC”
Consequently, the study was interested to know the extent in which the respondents are fully aware of the project name as reflection project ownership. According to the findings, 74.7 percent of the respondents which is equivalent to 56 frequencies indicated sufficient knowledge awareness of the project, while 25.3 percentages, which is equivalent to 19 frequencies of the respondents, demonstrated inadequate knowledge of the DREAMS project.

4.3.2. Beneficiary Engagement in Project Improvement

On the same note, the respondents were asked if the project was practical in terms of offering the chance for sharing for sharing their ideas for the sake of improving project implementations hence project performance which in turn could lead into project improvement. The results from the field indicates that, 100 percent of the respondents, which is equal to 75 frequency, agreed that, the Project provide the room for the beneficiaries to effectively take part in project improvement. 
In line with research objective two which focused   on assessing the effectiveness of girls education programs, the, the respondents were asked to rank 1-5, the extent in which they felt satisfied with the project, in the idea that, the project was able to transform them both, mentally, physically, psychologically and academically, were 1 represented very satisfied, 2-satisfied, 3 neutral, 4-dissatisfied and 5-very dissatisfied. The results of the findings indicates that, 88 percent (%) of the respondents, which is equivalent to 66 frequency, indicated to have been satisfied very much with the projects, and 9.3 percent (%) similarly to 7 frequency were satisfied with girls education programmes, while 2.7 percent (%) which is equal to 2 frequency were neutral and was not able to assess as to whether the project had impacted them individually, or to the community.

4.3.4 Initiating Gardens at Schools and at Their Homes and Discovering the Talents
Some of the respondents were able to initiate their gardens at their home residence, partly because, the project taught them on how to become more creative. Similarly, at school, where the project was implemented, schools were able to start their garden this suggests that the project was effective. Although the project focused on girls, its impact was penetrated to even boys through their clubs. Boys are also engaged in some activities, including gardening, and talent shows. The picture below shows the engagement of the boys in school garden because of the DREAMS.

4.4 Extent at which the DREAMS IC Girls’ Education Project Builds Self-Awareness
This specific objective was intended to describe the extent in which the DREAMS IC girls’ education project build self-awareness; The concept of self-awareness was eyed on self-determination, reproductive health, gender, violence against women, family planning and the effect of abortion, Self-esteem, Female Genital Mutilation, Protections against Sexual Transmitted Diseases, and adolescence.
4.4.1 Self-Determination

In capturing this, the respondents were guided to respond the extent in which the DREAMS IC project has capacitated them with the power of self-determination. 86.7 percent (%) of the respondents, which is similar to 65 frequencies agreed that the DREAMS IC project has helped them to be more determined and the power of making decisions on issues that concern them, while 13.3 percent (%) which was equivalent to 10 frequencies of the respondents did not agree with the fact that, the DREAMS IC project helped them in building self-Determinations. These findings can be interpreted that girls’ education Programs helps in building self-awareness to the girls, in the idea of self-determination. 

4.4.2. Reproductive Health Awareness
Similarly to that, the issue of reproductive health was also captured. The data collected from the field indicate that, 87.3 percent (%) of the respondents, which is equivalent to 73 frequencies agreed that, the DREAMS IC project made them to become aware about reproductive health, while 2.7% which is equivalent 2 frequencies indicated neutral, the summary of this results can be seen in Table 4.8. This findings compliments UNAIDS, 2017 that forecasted the increase of adolescents from 12 million in 2015 to 30 million by 2050, and 40percent (%) of 55000, while, It was reported that, adolescents get new HIV infections annually out of which 80 percent (%) are girls in 2016, also, Hanna’s findings indicated that, participants aged 18+ were more knowledgeable than those below 18 partly because of the experience in biology topics (Peter, H, 2014). This is why, girls fewer than 18 become the victims or early pregnancies (WHO 2012, Philemon 2007, Awusabo-asare K, 2004) due to insufficient knowledge about Reproductive health

Generally, these findings can be interpreted that, girls education programs are more helpful to girls as they help the to be aware on the reproductive health and how to handle their health issues associated with reproductive health.
4.4.4. Adolescence
There are diverse understandings of the concept adolescence.  Mtewele, G (2012), is the time when a boy or a girl makes a thorough transition from childhood to adulthood. This is a critical moment where, boys and girls get dragged into sex most likely unsafe sex. The study wanted to assess the extent in which the DREAMS IC project equipped the respondents with necessary skills on understanding their body changes and how to face it and be safer. The findings indicate that, 82 percent (%) of the respondents, which is equal to 69 frequencies of the 75 agreed that the project assisted them, while8 percent (%) of the total respondents did not agree, which is equivalent to 6 frequencies out of 75. These findings summary can be obtained from Table 4.9.
Different literatures have demonstrated the significance to providing community health, especially in the areas of adolescence. According to UNICEF, about 12 million adolescent youths ranges between 10-19 years of age, and between 15-19 years girls have children at this age (TDHS 2015-2016). Therefore, the findings can be interpreted that, girls education programs are very effective in girls development, as they help to be aware on the issues pertaining adolescence of which, they are the victims because of their age range.

4.4.5. Protections Against Sexual Transmitted Diseases
The respondents were therefore asked if they would agree with the extent in which the DREAMS IC project helped them to build their self-awareness on the area of Sexual transmitted diseases and how to protect themselves against them. The results  indicate that,   the DREAMS IC project was very effective in building awareness among girls on the issue of Sexual transmitted diseases and how to protect themselves 80.7 percent(%)agreed while 9.4 percent(%) did not agree. According to UNAIDS (2015), about 81000, of the adolescent between 10-19 years in Tanzania are affected by HIV, which is equivalent to 4.5% of the whole youths in the world. In addition to that, 91000 of the children below 15 years are living with HIV, among them, only 56% are being treated to serve their lives (National AIDS Control Program, 2016. The Findings indicate that, the project provide the awareness on sexual Transmitted disease which implies that, girls education Programs are very effective in building self-awareness in the area of  sexual Transmitted diseases and how to protect themselves against these tragedies. 
4.4.6. Family Planning and the Effect of Abortion

The respondents were asked to select the level of their agreement in terms of family planning and the effect of abortion. Refer to table 4.11 which presents the summary of the findings.
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Figure 4.4: Family Planning and the Effect of Abortion
64 percent (%) of the respondents which is equal to 48 frequencies indicated that, the agreed with the contribution of the DREAMS IC project in building self-awareness on family planning and the effect of abortion, while 31 percent(%) of the total respondents disagreed on that which is equivalent to 27 frequencies. Mamboleo, N(2012) indicated that, 47%( percent) of the youth who were very much affected by unwanted pregnancies, were still at school and claimed to have been moved by financial factor of inability to take care the family.
Abortion has been a nightmare to secondary school girls. It was reported that, in Uganda, 60% of patients who died as the result of abortion complications were girls under 20 years of age of which, the majority are secondary schools students (FAWE, 2000), similar study was done indicating that, Female youth between 15-18 years were reported to have high chances for having unwanted pregnancies, and abortion by 80% proportionally compared to counterparts aged 19-24 years. Mamboleo (2012). According to Hanna’s Findings, it was revealed that, 5% of adolescents according to the study were unaware about the causes of Abortion, mostly associated abortion with Fistula and cancer as effect of abortion, hence concluded that, there was still insufficient knowledge about effects of abortion .Peter (2013).
The findings may be interpreted that, girls education programs are very effective based on the significant agreement of the respondents the findings correlate with UNESCO (2006) that girls’ education ranks the most powerful tools for reducing girl’s vulnerability. Zacharia (2014). The girls’ education programs go parallel with minimizing the chances for spreading HIV/AIDS, by empowering women economically, and family planning and facilitate in disseminating the information about disease to the public.
4.4.7. Violence Against Women
Violence against women and girl child hinders young girls and affects them both physically and psychologically. These malpractices affect their rights and accessing education as well as achieving their life dreams. Consequently, the respondents were asked to rank the degree of agreement or disagreement on the extent in which the DREAMS IC project was able to equip them with necessary knowledge and skills about violence against women concepts and their implications to their lives as individuals, family, or community.

The summary of the findings show that, 62.7 percent (%) agreed that, the DREAMS IC project was able to equip them with skills pertaining physical and sexual violence against women, while 41.3 disagreed. According to Tanzania Demographic Health Survey (2015-2016), among girls aged between 15-19 years, 22 percent (%) have experienced physical violence, and 11 percent (%) experienced sexual violence. likewise, 25 percent (%) of the children experienced gender violence at the 18 years of their age, (Violence against Children in Tanzania, findings from National Survey 2009, CDC and UNICEF, 2011), however there still a challenge on how to change people’s mindset.
“Even though the policy and the legal framework for combating violence against women and Children are clear, the major challenge remains that of changing the mindset of people to allow more effective enforcement of the law. There is need to enhance the understanding of the human Rights of women and children”(United Republic of Tanzania (URT) Country Report on the Implementation of the Beijing Platform for Action and the Outcome of the Twenty-Third Special Session of the General Assembly - Beijing +10). Therefore, the findings may be interpreted that, on the current initiatives put in place by the government and other Non-governmental Organization, in bringing awareness to girls by establishing and running several girls education programs, girls’ education programs are more effective in ensuring that, girls get to know their rights and understand the concepts of violence and how to overcome and changing the mindsets of the individuals.
4.4.8 Female Genital Mutilation and their Effects
On the aspect of Female Genital Mutilation, the respondents similarly to previous questions were asked to rank the level of agreement and disagreement. The findings indicated that, 58.7 percent (%) which is equivalent to 44 frequencies agreed that, the project was able to build awareness of girls in issues of circumcisions and their effects while 41.3 percent (%) of the respondents, which equivalent to 31 frequencies, disagreed that the project was able to build awareness of girls in issues concerning Female Genital Mutilation.

Numerous studies have been done to find out the negative impact of FGM. FGM causes a lot of problems to women, including loss of blood resulting to death, deterioration of health conditions, psychological effects and other related side effects. According to National Survey 2009,CDC and UNICEF,2011) demonstrated the prevalence of the gender violence against children, which prevails for about 25 percent(%), where girls is about 74 percent(%) while boys is 72 percent(%).
Since the studies indicates that, 58.7 percent (%)of the respondents had demonstrated their position by agreeing that the project had brought awareness on the issue of Female Genital Mutilation, while 41.3 percent (%) of the respondents, indicated that, the FGM awareness is not much emphasized.  The findings may be interpreted that, girls education programs are very effective in trying to bring awareness on issues of FGM  and their effect, however, 41.3 Percent(%) is a significant percentage which cannot be ignored, hence the findings suggests that that, more initiatives maybe employed to completely eradicate the issue of FGM and remain the history. The findings may be generalized that girls’ education programs are very effective in building individual awareness among girls.
4.4.9 Self Esteem

Similarly, study also looked at the extent in which the respondents agreed or disagreed on the contribution of the project in building self-esteem among girls as the way of making them aware and values themselves. The results showed that, 100 percent (%) of the respondents agreed that, the DREAMS IC project has been able to make them aware on self-valuing and respect, this is equivalent to 75 frequency, in this para, and no respondents demonstrated the sense of disagreement. According to UNDP, (March,2018), violence extremism may be resulted from frustrated individuals, marginalized individuals either socially, economically or politically, the incidences have been experienced from the coastal part of Tanzania and the increase in recruitment, and studies indicate that, women had been left behind in different spheres of life, hence they are prone to be dragged into extremism. Therefore, it is important to make the marginalized group to value themselves, in terms of life, decisions and other areas that concern their affairs. Girls’ self-esteem has been so low enough to make them believe that, they are incapable of doing anything, and deciding about their fate.

General interpretation of these findings is that, girl’s education programs are very essential building individual awareness.
4.4.10. Gender Awareness and Challenges

The respondents were asked to assess the degree in which they agreed or disagreed on the extent in which the DREAMS IC project was able to make them aware on gender issues and the challenges. The results of the findings indicate that, 58.7 percent (%) which is equal to 44 frequency had strongly agreed that, DREAMS IC Project assisted to become more aware on gender issues and the gender related challenges, and 36 percent (%) which is similar to 27 frequency had agreed. 2.7 percent (%), which is equivalent to 2 frequency disagree, while 2.7 percent (%) which is equal to 2 frequency are neutral.  
These findings align with World Bank, which reported that, there is an increasing need for raising gender awareness through strengthening girls and boys clubs so as to raise their knowledge about gender, sexuality, HIV and AIDS especially in Secondary schools. It should be understood that, bringing about gender equality being a serious issue, the fight will continue ensuring gender equality is achieved. In realizing this, the Government of Tanzania had pioneered the National Development Vision 2025 (URT) Country Report on the Implementation of the Beijing Platform for Action and the Outcome of the Twenty-Third Special Session of the General Assembly - Beijing +10) which primarily intended to attain gender equality and empowering women is socio-economic, political relations and culture refocused on gender as Crosscutting in all sectors. On the same note according to Mtewele, G (2012) studies revealed that, customs and practices promote early marriages, girls’ pregnancies and girls dropping out of school. Generally, the findings can be interpreted that, girls’ awareness is growing satisfactorily.
4.4.11 Conclusion

The overall interpretation of the findings according to Research objective one, which intended to describe the extent in which the DREAMS IC project was able to build self-awareness, in average, about 82.9%(percent) of the respondents in all seven schools agreed that the project was able to help them build self-awareness, while 18.01%(Percent) of the respondents did not agree. The findings suggest that, girls education programs are excellent platform in building self-awareness
4.5 Effectiveness of the DREAMS IC Girls’ Education Project

In line with objective two, the researcher wanted to assess the effectiveness of girls’ education programs, by looking at the extent in which the project was able to meet the needs of the beneficiaries. Hence, the respondents were asked to rank 1-5 in likert scale demonstrating the level of satisfactions. According to the findings, 97.3 percent of the respondents, which is comparable to 73 frequencies, indicated that, they were satisfied with the project and the project was able to meet their needs, while, 2.7 percent of the respondents were neutral, which is 2 frequencies proportionally. 
The findings agrees with the findings by Action Aid International, 2012 which tried to investigate the degree in which girls in and out of clubs by reasons they think girls’ clubs have helped them, the results of their findings indicated that; Action Aid International, 2012 which tried to find the differences between girls in clubs and those not in the clubs. Similarly, the Results indicated that, there is a great awareness for girls involved in clubs and those out the clubs.

On the aspect of learning about gender and girls’ right, 83% of girls in clubs are more aware than 25% out of clubs; Confidence, girls’ in clubs have 71% more confident compared to 7% out of clubs; Material things, 37% of girls’ in clubs are more aware than 9% of girls; 38% of girls in clubs are more aware on friendships compared to 3% out of clubs, this indicates that, girls in clubs get assisted easily and become aware on number of issues that concern their affairs are more satisfied. 
The findings tally with the field results where, the DREAMS IC project is operated through the established FEMA clubs, According to the findings, the DREAMS IC impacts has been vindicated among the beneficiaries. Some students had been transformed mentally and renewed psychologically. Some students’ talents were identified and promoted to the extent that made them realize their potentials; this enabled them to study with a purpose. Therefore, in line with objective two, the DREAMS IC project was effective, therefore, the findings may be interpreted that, girls education programmes are very effective.
4.5.1 Conclusion

With respect to Research Objective two, which primarily intended to assess the extent in which the DREAMS IC, girl’s education project was effective. In terms of its ability to achieve its objectives to the intended project beneficiaries. In average, according to the findings, which generally reveals that, 93%(percent) of the total respondents in all the visited seven schools were satisfied and the project was able to achieve its objectives through engaging the beneficiaries directly in project improvement, while 7%(percent of the respondents demonstrated lack satisfactions. The findings indicates that, girl’s education programs are very effective platform for girls’ empowerments.
4.6 Findings in Correspondence to Investigation on the Existing Monitoring Information System of the Girls’ Education Project 
According to eMJee Consult (2015-2016)’s report on Mid-term review indicates that, Femina HIP’s uses different tools to conduct M&E and manage its projects, the DREAMS IC is inclusive. Such tools used in M&E including: Research and surveys, Case studies, and Stories of change (See appendix 4(Sample stories). Therefore, the respondents were asked if the “DREAMS IC” project offered them an opportunity to share their ideas so as to improve project performance by simply responding YE/NO and if they DREAMS IC incorporate them in project implementations.
Self-assessment using participatory approach helps to provide self-reflection on project activities and acquire some insights on what went well and what did not go well. This can be easily done by engaging the beneficiaries directly. Rolf Sartorius insisted on taking time to listen to people’s opinions when conducting and evaluation to make the project stronger. It very essential to respect beneficiaries’ opinions to strengthen the project implementations.
Results of the field findings indicate that, 100 percent(%) of the total respondents, which is equivalent to 75 frequencies responded YES, that the project did provide them with an opportunity to share their opinions in order to improve project performance, while no any respondent who responded NO. In addition to that, the respondents were asked if they saw their opinions being incorporated in the project so as to realize their project benefits. The results of the findings indicated that, 100 percent (%), which is equal to 75 Frequency, responded YES, that, the Project did incorporate their opinions in the projects, while none of the respondents responded

Generally, the findings can be interpreted that the DREAMS IC project has its own Monitoring information system, which is rooted from FEMINAHIP. According to UNHABITAT Monitoring Information System (MIS) is directly linked to management by objectives and to the monitoring of key performance indicators. One of the most contributions of MIS is to process information for effective decision making.  MIS helps to collect the reliable data on daily basis so as to improve project performance so FEMINAHIP has its own M&E and the responsible department titled M&E 
4.7 Conclusion

In correspondence with research objective number three which sought to investigate the existing Monitoring information systems by the DREAMS IC or the presence of MIS in helping to track project performance the field results indicated that the DREAMS IC has its own independent Monitoring information system, the information is collected through research and survey, stories, as an indication for collecting information for monitoring purposes. This suggests that, the DREAMS IC project has its MIS originated from FEMINA HIP.
CHAPTER FIVE

SUMMARY, CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS
5.1. Chapter Overview
Generally, the findings summarized here under are based on the overall results and the discussions done as per research objectives. Girls education programs have been proven to be the perfect weapon to fight against violence against women, sexual assault, early pregnancies, early marriage, lack of inspirations which results to inability for the girls to be enrolled and graduate, abortion, raising awareness on gender equality, reproductive health awareness, helping women to determine their fate, and have the ability to make independent decision making and hence poverty eradication. 
This section provides the overview on how effective girls’ education is according to findings. Therefore, chapter summarizes the research report and covers snap shots of the study. It comprises the summary of the findings conclusion, , recommendations for actions and for improving future project implementations so as to yields the anticipated project results, also  and areas that further studies need to concentrate on so as to make girls education programs more effective across the country and in the entire globe.

5.2 Summary of the Study 
The study intended to objectively assess the effectiveness of donor funded projects in girls’ education programs in Tanzania in the case of TEMEKE, specifically concentrating in seven(7) selected schools, being guided by three specific objectives which are; to describe the extent in which the DREAMS IC girls’ education project was able to build self-awareness; to assess the effectiveness  of   the girls education programs education project  and ; To investigate the existing Monitoring information system used in tracking project performance. Samples were selected from Tandika, Keko, Buza, Mbagala, Chang’ombe, Relini, and Kibasila Secondary schools. 
The participants of selected to provide sufficient information about the research questions hence the participants were randomly sampled. 75 participants were selected randomly in seven different schools, specifically for participants who received the interventions were selected for the study. Meanwhile, the study used questionnaires as the essential method to implement due to the nature of the respondents, but also to give respondents more freedom and maintain the Privacy of the respondents. With this act, 75 questionnaires were distributed and administered.
Therefore: The overview of the results is organized in accordance with the designed research objectives, with which the survey questionnaire was drafted from. The findings aligns and provides the overall research by supporting the idea that, girls education programs are very effective platform for raising awareness and girls empowerment
5.3 Conclusion
This study primarily intended to assess the effectiveness of donor funded projects in girls’ education programs in Tanzania, by focusing on the DREAMS IC which was commissioned and operated by the FEMINAHIP girls Power. In connection to that, the study was guided by specific research objectives, which were to describe the extent in which the DREAMS IC girls’ education project was able to build self-awareness to the beneficiaries, assessing the effectiveness of   the DREAMS IC education project by conceptualizing the extent in which the project was able to meet the need of the beneficiaries and make them satisfied with the project impact, finally,  investigating the existing Monitoring information system used in tracking project performance.
Considering that,  there are inadequate literatures written on the aspect of monitoring and evaluation, specifically assessing the effectiveness of girl’s education programs,  that are either partially or fully funded by donors, the present study has uncovered  that, girls education programs are credible ways of  harmonising gender balance, empowering girls and reducing gender gap, hence poverty alleviation  in Tanzania.  The current study has also indicated that, girls education programs are considerably effectiveness, credible and eminent means of building self-awareness, accomplishing the exact needs of the beneficiaries, and one of the prominent and enormous poverty alleviation strategies. 
Most importantly, the study suggests that, girls’ education programs should ensure that, there is a Monitoring information system to ensure effective project implementations, and deliverability of the project hence effectuating and realizing of the project impacts to both primary and secondary beneficiaries of the projects. Successful project implementation of the DREAMS IC project was partly due to participatory M&E approach deployed by FEMINAHIP girl power; this suggests that, for any to be effective, it has to have a well-established M&E system in order to render the project impacts.

Therefore, Girls’ education program is very essential for the prosperity of any nations. Once individuals are recognized and appreciated in terms of their effective contributions to the social, economic, political transformations. When individuals are given equal chances for participating in the development, will principally   results into development. According to numerous studies done, girls contributions to development is enormous, hence, by promoting girls education including empowering them and raising their awareness on different aspects that for a long time had been inhibiting their self-development, retarding family progress and hence limiting the speed on economic growth.
5.4. Recommendations

Due to the fact that, the Project focused on girls by raising their awareness on the issues of  gender awareness and challenges, Self-determination, Reproductive Health, Adolescence, Protections against Sexual Transmitted Diseases, Family planning and the effect of abortion, Violence against women, Female circumcision and Self-esteem, the study provides several recommendations for future programs improvement.
5.4.1 Recommendation to Policy Makers 
Policy makers should consider creating friendly policies that ensure proper and effective project implementation. Also, they should confidently ensure that, each project permitted to operate, has a stable, reliable and transparent monitoring and evaluation information system that will promote proper functioning of the projects. Meanwhile, Ministry of education science and Technology should encourage each school to establish school clubs that will simplify the established girls’ education programs to operate smoothly and sustainably and be at the fore front in championing girls’ education projects and attract both local and international sponsors to invest in girls’ education programs. 
According to different studies made, which reveal a close link between lack of education and poverty (Chamber, 1983, Vanlierrop and et al 1991), and the studies also indicate that, women’s resources are 20 times more than men, I would like to call upon different agencies, both local and international, government and non-governmental organizations to continue investing in girls education, and girls programs to help raise awareness and empower women which will in turn help to eradicate poverty in the country and sub-Saharan Africa and the entire world.
5.4.1 Recommendation to FEMINA HIP 

Femina should make sure that, it involves boys in issues that affect girls and raise their awareness on such issues so as to eradicate completely malpractices. Boys are the ones whose different studies have indicated to be the cause of all sort of malpractices, therefore, involving them, is very essential. Furthermore, Girls’ education programs should also be extended to the rural areas where most of the malpractices on gender are often done. 
5.4. 2 Recommendations for Further Research Studies
Since the study was carried out in Dare salaam, concentrating in one district, which is TEMEKE, It would be a big challenge to identify the exact problem by only concentrating in one district, and therefore, further studies should broaden the scope of studies by involving large number of respondents in order to get the accurate data and understand the magnitude of the problem, particularly involving the rural areas where, most of the cultural malpractices are done.

Further studies should focus to find the best way of making girls education programs inclusive, by involving boys in different girls’ programs. This is partly because, for such a long time men have been predominantly favoured by the culture, and superficially are the ones who are claimed to be the doer and accused of violence against women, abusing girls and others, therefore, by excluding them in girls education programs, we are not curing the disease instead, we are creating hostility among gender partly because men are not aware on issues affecting girls. Therefore, once boys are involved, it will make them part of the problem solvers in collaboration with the girls.
