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ABSTRACT TC "ABSTRACT" \f C \l "1" 
This study aimed at assessing the factors contributing to poor academic performance among Zaramo Muslim in Mkuranga district, Tanzania. The research objectives were: The first was to assess the contribution of parenting styles in academic performance in secular system of education for Zaramo Muslim secondary school children. The second was to assess the influence of community interest in favoring secular education and its academic performance for Zaramo Muslim secondary school children. The third was to assess the impact of time management toward academic performance in secular system of education among Zaramo Muslim in secondary school children. The setting of the study was at Mkuranga district council in Pwani region. The study was qualitative in nature using phenomenological research design. The researcher was used 27 participants who used to collect data through observation, interviews and documentary review. The parenting style investigated have impact on academic performance among Zaramo Muslim students. Whereby, Authoritative and authoritarian parenting styles associated with good academic performance. Also permissive and uninvolved parenting styles when applied associated with bad academic performance. Moreover, low interested students and parents as well as poor time management associated with poor academic performance. The researcher recommended authoritarian parenting style to be used by Zaramo Muslims. Again, an integrated education system would be applied by the Tanzania government so as to ensure good performance among Zaramo Muslims.
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CHAPTER ONE TC "CHAPTER ONE" \f C \l "1" 
 INTRODUCTION
This chapter contains the background information of the study. The information based on globally, nationally and in Mkuranga district. Particularly, students from Kisima secondary school as well as Vianzi secondary schools were considered much when discussing the matter at district wise.
 Also this chapter contained with the statement of the problem. The problem that was searched for the solution was clearly stated here. Again objectives of the study as well as research questions were also presented. The chapter also contained with scope of the study as well as limitation of the study.
1.1 Background of the Study. TC "1.1 Background of the Study." \f C \l "2" 
 Academic performance influenced by several things like parenting style. People in the world differ in their cultures that cause differences in parenting styles and leadership styles. Bad choices of parenting styles, poor time management and students’ interest said to be the cause factors for poor academic performance in different areas in the world (Rothstein, 2000 and Mwageni, 2015). 
 According to Loh (2018) reported that, the differences in learning among students influenced by their cultural differences. The culture of the family was reported to be very important for school outcomes but the school culture reported to have little effects in academic performance of students (Brooks-Gunn and Duncan, 1997). 
In facts, the world by its wideness was reported to possess different kinds of cultural practices by different people (Elberly, 2014). For most cases loss of strong interest in learning said to be among the factors that cause poor academic performance (Elberly, 2014). Other factors that because poor academic performance were reported to be parenting styles and poor time management (Vroom, 1964).
  In Asia for example most parents possessed democratic parenting style which is similar with authoritative parenting style, practiced much to their children (Besharat et al., 2011; Borack et al., 2006). This style seems to help them in achieving well in their academic matters compared to other styles of parenting in different areas (Besharat et al., 2011; Borack et al., 2006). 
 In other way, other style of parenting like authoritarian, uninvolved and permissive parenting style reported to contribute poorly in an academic performance especially in East Asian students (Elsevier, 2018). Again, in sub-Sahara Africa about 62.8% of students got poor performance in education (UNESCO, 2005). The problems of failure reported to be more serious in Mathematics subject than other subjects (Odiambo, 2009). 
Also, in Ghana the issue of poor academic performance experienced for long time (Etsay, 2005). This said to be caused by several reasons whereby some reported to be caused by students themselves and other factors that associated with their families (Rahmmeh, 2017). Also the interest of the learners themselves was another factor for poor academic performance (Rahmneh, 2012). 
 Moreover, gender differences, types of the schools, socio-economic status were reported to be the major factors for academic failure of school children in different areas (Kunje et al., 2009). Poverty was added factor which causes poor academic performance in many areas (Knapp, 1995).

 In south Africa, poor academic performance reported to be caused by: Frequent change in curriculum, lack of enough and content knowledge for teachers, poverty, the problem of medium of instructions, lack of motivation and lack of parental involvement (Kibet et al., 2018; Makgato and Mji,2006; Amukowa, 2016; Mwaba,2011).     
 Apart from that, the situation was worse in Mali (Miller-Grandvour and Yoder, 2002). The community schools were experienced to produce students who fail to perform well in their academic area. Thus all over the country, students established to be scored low marks since long time (Miller-Grandvour and Yoder, 2002). 
Moreover, in East Africa, for example in Uganda, about 85% of secondary school leavers were scored below standard in the year (2003) national form four examination results (Vaspoor, 2006). Likewise, in Kenya, poor academic performance was reported to be caused by lack of poor supervision, absenteeism and lateness of students (Gok, 2008). 

That situation was seemed to be similar in Tanzania. In Sumbawanga region for example, an academic performance reported to be very big problem. The level of academic performance regional wise drops year after year (David, 2014). Also it was reported that, the level of performance of students was not good in different areas in Tanzania (MOEST, 2012). 
Similar case in Mkuranga Tanzania especially Vianzi administrative ward the performance of students was very poor (see NECTA 2018). Table 1.1, 1.2 and 1.3 shows how student academic performance was bad for two secondary schools which found in Vianzi administrative ward in Mkuranga district.

The table 1.1 shows the academic performance of Kisima secondary school for six years (from 2013-2018). This result is for form four final examinations. The data were revealed that there was great problem since no single division one was scored for all mentioned years. But there was only single division two and two division three. The rest of the students were scored between division four and zero. Although the situation was changed during academic year 2018 as revealed by the data in table 1.1, but the problem still exists. 
Moreover, the study presented form two pre National examination results for the examination conducted during September, 2019 cycle in Kisima secondary school. The results were summarized in the table 1.2.

 The same problem was showed by the form two pre National examinations whereby majority of students was failed except for the few students as shown in the table 1.2. Although the performance of Kiswahili subject and English subject is fairly good but still the problem was big in other subjects.
 Another secondary school which taken as point of reference was Vianzi. The school results for form four examinations seem to be very poor. In 2016, 40% of the sat students were scored zero. Also in 201 and in 2018, 31% and 30% of the all sat students were scored zero respectively (See table 1.3).

Generally, the data from the table 1.1, 1.2 and 1.3 were showed that, the academic performance of Mkuranga secondary schools were not good. Majority of students were scored below pass marks that required to join in advanced level of education. Therefore, the study like this needed to identify the problem and to suggest ways to solve the problems. The problem stated clearly here bellow in 1.2.
1.2 Statement of the Problem. TC "1.2 Statement of the Problem." \f C \l "2" 
 Differences between families background caused differences in learning abilities (Bullock, 2000). Parental involvement, parenting styles, interest and poor time management reported to contribute either positively or negatively in an academic performance of students (Ujudi, 2018; Birah and Aniko, 2018).  
 The academic performance of students in Mkuranga district was not good (see NECTA, 2018). Taking example of Kisima secondary school and Vianzi secondary school their academic performance was very poor (see NECTA 2018). This problem was serious for Zaramo-Muslim community due to several reasons (Ujudi, 2018: Birah and Aniko, 2018).  

 In some areas, interest of the community said to influence academic performance (Udoh, 2005). This leads to either poor or good academic performance for the school children. Failures of students reported to cause several evils in their life (Manzi, 2007). The parenting styles (Rea, 2005; Chen; Dong; and Zhong 1997) and time management were said to influence academic performance of students too (Ray, 2000; Ruddner, 1999 and Collom, 2005).
Therefore, poor parenting style, interest and time management associated with poor academic performance for various communities in the world. The gap was seemed to arise in Zaramo community culture since no identified study of these objectives conducted in this society.
 Thus, an assessment on parenting style, community interest and time management is important study so as to identify true enemies for the poor academic performance problem among Zaramo Muslims.
 This was because failures among Muslim students in Zaramo community become common phenomenon. Although failures are the world problem thereby people struggle differently worldwide (Nonis and Wright, 2003). For example, parents engaged in motivation activities to settle the problem of failure in an academic for their children (Ross and Gray, 2006), as well as school managements took the same struggle (Prince; Harte and Cole, 1991). But they do so after identifying their true enemies in their areas.
 Therefore, by considering the academic performance of Zaramo school children as stated, it was seemed that the problem was big that needed on assessing on the factors contributing to poor academic performance among students of Zaramo Muslim so as to rectify the problem.
1.3 The purpose of the study. TC "1.3 The purpose of the study." \f C \l "2" 
The purpose of this study was assessed on the factors contributing to poor academic performance among Zaramo Muslim of Mkuranga district in Tanzania. This purpose was divided into three as specific objectives as in 1.4 below
1.4 Specific Objectives. TC "1.4 Specific Objectives." \f C \l "2" 
i. To assess the contribution of parenting styles on academic performance in secular system of education for Zaramo Muslim secondary school children.
ii. To assess the influence of community interest in favoring secular education and its academic performance for Zaramo Muslim secondary school children.

iii. To assess the impact of time management toward academic performance in secular education system for Zaramo Muslim secondary school children.
These specific objectives were used as guider for data collection. Later, three research questions were formulated from the specific objectives as follows:
1.5 Research Questions. TC "Research Questions." \f C \l "2" 
(i) What are the relationship between different parenting styles and academic performance in secular system of education for secondary school Zaramo children?
(ii) What are the influences of community interest in favoring secular education       and its academic performance for Zaramo Muslim school children?

(iii) How time management affects academic performance of school children?
1.6 Significance of the study. TC "1.6 Significance of the Study." \f C \l "2" 
 The study would be useful to different groups. The first group would be the government of Tanzania. It would help the ministry of education science and technology to allocate teachers based on educational needs. Because some schools need religious teachers’ others need secular school teachers based on integrated model.
Again, it helps the government of Tanzania to rise morale of the learners by knowing to design the curriculum according societal needs. This also would apply the same to the district educational officers. 
The second beneficiary group will be the school leaders. By knowing suitable parenting style will help to choose suitable leadership style for the target community. This is because school heads are the second parents of the children while they are at school.
The third group will be the teachers in general. This group will benefit by understanding and knowing appropriate teaching methodology in the given society by considering their culture. Also since teachers are the second parents, the study would help them to choose appropriate parenting style during their parenthood. 
 Also, the teachers would be able to fix the proper school daily time table by considering the cultural needs of their students and the community at large. For example, giving children time for worship and participating in religious studying during school time. 
The fourth beneficiary group will be religious leaders, parents and students themselves. This group will benefit by understanding and knowing how to cooperate with schools in secular education matters. This is by allocating Madrasah time table that cannot disturb timetable for secular education if integrated model not accepted. 

Also, secular schools to collaborate with Madrasah schools so as to ensure that both education systems will be favored equally and fairly. This is for the time of transformation to integration system of education.
1.7 Scope of the Study. TC "1.7 Scope of the Study." \f C \l "2" 
The study assessed on the factors contributing to poor academic performance by considering with the three specific objectives. Those three research objectives were the only chosen variables from many variables. There are so many others left such as: The role of environment and leadership style in academic performance. These variables were not included for various reasons as follows:
The insufficient fund and lack of enough time were the major reasons. These the two hinder ability of conducting complicated study than this one. Another reason was that; the participants were very few for the same reason. Also few participants for reducing the time needed for collecting data. This helps to go within study time deadline.
The last reason was that; the study was conducted in Mkuranga district council leaving other areas where Zaramo people live. This is just like some parts of Dar es salaam, Bagamoyo and other districts in Dar es salaam and Pwani region. This also was due to insufficient funds and shortage of time resources to meet huge of Zaramo areas. 
1.8 Limitations of the Study. TC "1.8. Limitations of the Study." \f C \l "2" 
The study faced several challenges such as: Time might be not enough since it was consuming only four months from July, 2019 to January, 2020. This time was divided as follows: A month for data collection. The remaining months were for data analysis and report writing and presentation. That time was not enough because ethnographic research design needs deep studying and enough time. Enough time needed to socialize with the participants whereby three to six months used for socialization before data collection (Karen, 2012).
The insufficient fund was another challenge. That was because it leads the researcher to cover small area that is only Mkuranga district council. This resulted in leaving other district in Pwani region. Also, insufficient fund caused to miss some important instruments like camera for taking important photos and sound recorder as well as other necessary instruments. For that case some important photos was missed in this study.
1.9 Definition of the key terms TC "Definition of the key terms" \f C \l "2" 
Different key terms were defined under this section. The definition based on various scholars as well as the writer of this dissertation based on the context as follows:

1.9.1 Parenting style TC "Parenting style" \f C \l "3" 
According to Oxford advanced learners’ dictionary, the parenting means the process of caring for your children. Therefore, in this study parenting style should understand to mean the way parents choose to care their children. Parents can either follow authoritative, authoritarian, permissive and or uninvolved parenting style as presented by Baumrind, (1991).
1.9.2 Community interest TC "Community interest" \f C \l "3" 
 According to Corp (2004), interest is attention with a sense of concern. Interest is the will power, unshakable determination irrepressible commitment over increasing confidence and resolute action in directing one’s goal until its achievement (Kpolovie, 2012). Therefore, in this dissertation interest should mean the will power of doing something.
1.9.3 Time management TC "Time management" \f C \l "3" 
 According to Fattah (1991) Time management is life style which shows how individual structure their daily activities by considering available time and energy required to accomplish those activities. Is the way of managing, organizing and balancing various activities in your life (Kottler and Chen, 2011) Therefore, in this work time management means, the plan on how much time spending in different daily activities of students. These activities range from school to home activities.

1.9.4 Integration of school system TC "Integration of school system" \f C \l "3"  
 According to oxford dictionary, to integrate means to combine two or more things so that they work together. In this study integration should mean that to combine fully secular schools and religious schools under one supervision and control. That means the government to run and control both system of education.
1.9.5 Madrasa TC "Madrasa" \f C \l "3"  
These are Muslim schools that provide Islamic knowledge. In other words these schools deal with religious teachings. The curriculum of these schools include subjects like Quran, Islamic law, tradition of prophet Muhamad (S.A.W), Arabic language and other subjects that relate to Islam. Madrasa education separates totally from secularism. 
1.9.6 Secular schools TC "Secular schools" \f C \l "3" 
These are schools that provide secular education. It is non-religious consideration. The curriculum includes subjects like Mathematics, English, Kiswahili, Physics, Biology, Chemistry and other subjects related to secularism. Secular schools separated from religious knowledge in some way.
1.10 Organization of the study. TC "Organisation of the study." \f C \l "2" 
This study organized in five chapters in such a way that it became easy for the reader to read. Chapter one contained background to the study in which the researcher gave in short the trends of the problem globally, regionally and locally.
The chapter also contained with the statement of the problem whereby the researcher explains the problem that lead to conduct this study. Again three research objectives that wanted to know the relationship between four types of parenting style and academic performance, the influence of community interest in favoring secular education system and its academic performance for school children and the influence of time management toward academic performance were presented in short.    
Lastly, the significance of the study was presented. Within this the researcher was showed the importance of this study. Moreover, scope of the study, limitation of the study and summary of the chapter were presented within chapter one.
Chapter two was divided in to two parts. Those are theoretical review and empirical review part. In theoretical review the attachment theory, socio cultural theory and the expectancy value theory were presented. The researcher tried to relate these theories with the research objectives and answering research questions.
Empirically, the researcher was tried to review different study as per objectives. The researcher was passed through four style of parenting as suggested by Baumrind, (1991). This was the largest part of discussion. Together with conceptual frame work, the theoretical and the empirical review were used to identify knowledge gap.
The chapter three was showed different techniques used in this study. Research design, approach, the study area, sample size and data collection techniques were showed here. Also, validity and reliability of research instruments, data analysis technique as well as ethical consideration were also presented. Chapter four was very important chapter. It was presented findings, analysis and the discussion for the findings. Within this chapter all the research questions were answered as per research objectives. At last, the conclusions for the findings were made.
Last chapter was for summary of the study and recommendations as per objectives. After saying in short what have said in the previous chapters of the study, the researcher was used to recommend two types of recommendations. Those are recommendation for action to be taken by research beneficiaries and recommendation for further research. The references and the list of appendices followed.
1.11 Summary of the chapter TC "Summary of the chapter" \f C \l "2" 
 In this chapter, the background of the research was discussed thereby the concept of academic performance was discussed in detail. This is to show how the problem was serious in different countries in the world. Also statement of the problem was stated later. 
Again, the examination on relationship between parenting styles and academic performance, the investigation of the influence of community interest in favoring secular education toward academic performance and the analysis on the influence of time management toward academic performance was presented by the researcher as the research objectives.
Moreover, the researcher presented the research questions, significance of the study, scope, limitations and the definitions of the key terms. For sure several studies were needed to be conducted in different areas that suggest how to rectify the stated problem. Studies at different areas are needed because the needs of the societies differ from society to society. Again the cultural needs differ from one society to another.
                                                      CHAPTER TWO

 LITERATURE REVIEW TC "CHAPTER TWO" \f C \l "1" 
2.1 Introduction. TC "2.1 Introduction." \f C \l "2" 
This chapter contained the literature review based on the research objectives and questions as presented in chapter one. This part was divided into two parts those were: Theoretical literature review and empirical review part. Thereby all specific objectives were discussed here in detail. The review tried to passes through several variables on which the researcher believed to affect academic performance of students. Those are parenting styles, community interest and poor time management.
Also the attachment theory, socio cultural theory and expectance-value theory of motivation were included in this phase. The empirical review was delivered from different studies done by several scholars related to this study. The conceptual frame work also was presented. The frame work was expressed the relationship among the parenting styles, the community interest and time management towards favoring secular education and its academic performance. 
The review aimed at helping the researcher to know various findings and the methodologies which employed by other writers to reach the results in their studies. This step helped the researcher to relate their findings with the findings of this study. Also it helped to identify the knowledge gap to be filled by this study. In details each part was presented in 2.2 and 2.3 as follows:
2.2 Theoretical Review. TC "2.2 Theoretical Review." \f C \l "2" 
Under this section three theory were discussed and considered. These theories were attachment theory, socio cultural theory and expectancy-value theory of achievement (motivation theory). In details, the three theories described in 2.2.1, 2.2.2 and 2.2.3 here under as follows:
2.2.1 Attachment theory. TC "2.2.1 Attachment theory." \f C \l "3" 
 The attachment theory was developed by John Bowby and Ling (2004). The theory deals with relationship between children and parents and how they attach in a certain program. According to them, children need to be cared by their parents so as to be attached in a certain thing effectively. Avoidance behavior is said to be resulted and respond of children due to lack of good care from their parents during childhood. Also is due to parents to be far and unresponsive to their children ( Bowb y and Ling, 2004).
Again, the theory explained individual differences in infant-care giver relationship (Ainsworth, et al., 1978). The attachment style of parenting said to be important factor in interpersonal relationships that account for individual differences (Rom and Mikulincer, 2003). The attachment behavior also affects an individual’s cognition and behavior (Mikulincer and Shaver, 2003). Attachment style is significantly associated with the quality of people, close relationships and daily social interactions (Cassidy, 1994; Freeney, 1999; Galinhal et al., 2012; Pietromonaco and Barnet, 1997; Rom and Alfasi, 2014).
In leadership, father as a leader proposed that, leader-follower relationship can be conceptualized in term of attachment behavior (Propper and Mayselless, 2003; Davidovitz et al; 2007). Attachment parenting style more associated with socio-emotional leadership style which characterized by good relationship. According to them avoidance behaviors associated with instrumental leadership style. It characterized by focus on rewards and recognition (Doverspike et al., 1997). 
Avoidance behavior for the leaders have deficit in both emotional-orientation and task orientation as well as interfere with task performance (Mikulincer and Shaver, 2007).  Therefore, in academic matters poor leadership style choices causes poor students school attachment (school attendance). For that case therefore, resulted in poor academic performance. 
Therefore, attachment theory would help to answer research question one that need to know the relationship between parenting style and academic performance of students. The theory also will address research question two on community interest which affect in an academic performance of students. The parents with close supervision and engaged in children school activities shows how far that parent interested in education matters.
2.1.2 Socio cultural theory. TC "2.1.2 Socio cultural theory." \f C \l "3" 
Socio cultural theory was developed by Vygotsky, (1978). This theory describes learning as social process and the origination of human intelligence in society or culture (Vygotsky, (1978). Motivation (interest) for learning and cognition of an individual shaped by the cultural aspects and social aspects (Vygotsky, 1978).    
Hence, the interest and the context (parenting style) said to be very important for students’ performance (Marsh and Cheng, 2008; Urdan, et al., 2004). The central theme of socio cultural theory was that, social interaction was the determinants of cognition development.
According to Vygotsky (1978), learning occurs through two levels: The first level was known as inter psychological. This occur when child learn through interaction with others. The second level was intra psychological thereby child learns through individual mental structure. 
But cognitive development reported by Vygotsky (1978) to be limited by zone of proximal development (ZPD). Proximal zone of development is an area that allows cognition development from the innate ability (Vygotsky, 1978). But also, cognitive development is requiring social interaction to fully development (Briner, 1999). 
Again time management, the community, social influence, the family and its expectation (Interest) of the parents and their children, cultural beliefs and values are said to shape learning of individual (Vygotsky, 1981). Children cognitive development is occurred through guided participation in social activities with companions (parents, friends and teachers) who guide in different activities (Roggoff, 1990). 
Therefore, the socio cultural theory support the importance of choosing appropriate parenting styles, proper time management and the community interest in academic matters for the students, teachers and parents. This is to ensure good academic performance. The appropriate parenting style should be chosen in appropriate societal culture. This was because learning takes place differently depending on the culture of a certain society. 
For that case Socio cultural theory would help to answer all three research questions. Those questions were asked to know the contribution of parenting style in academic performance, the influence of community interest and the effect of time management in academic performance.
2.1.3 Expectancy-value theory of achievement (motivation theory). TC "2.1.3 Expectancy-value theory of achievement (motivation theory)." \f C \l "3" 
Earlier, expectancy theory of motivation was developed by Victor Room in (1964) which stated that people consciously choose a particular course of action based upon perceptions, beliefs and attitude as their consequences of their desire to enhance pleasure and avoid pain (Vroom, 1964). An individual acted in a certain way based on the expectation that act will be followed by a given outcome to the individual (Vroom, 1964). 
Vroom (1964) wrote his theory by using the following formula: Valence x Expectancy x instrumentality = motivation (interest). Whereby, Valence is the amount of desire for a goal. expectancy is the strength of the beliefs toward the work and the instrumentality is the beliefs that the reward will be received (Vroom, 1964).
In (1998), the theory was modified by Wigfield and Schiefele followed by many other writers. They attempt to explain that peoples’ choice of task achievement, persistence on the task and need of task performing is due to expectancy and value made on the task. The theory argues that individual choice, persistence and performance can be explained by their beliefs and the value of the thing to be done (Atikinson, 1957 and Eccles et al., 1983; Wigfield, 1994; Wigfield and Eccles, 1992). They say, expectancies and values are assumed to influence directly achievement choices, performance, effort and persistence. 
Expectations and values are assumed to be influenced by task-specific, beliefs on ability, difficult of the task and individual goals and perceptions (Eccles et al,1983,1998 and Wigfield and Eccles, 1992). Beliefs about one’s ability play prominent role motivation and the belief about an action will lead to a given outcome (Pajares, 1996). Attributions made ability and have important motivational (interest) consequences (Covington, 1992).
Specific measure of beliefs relates more closely to behavior (Bandura, 1997). Children beliefs system is shaped by the combination of the experiences provided for them and through the feedback they got from their parents (Eccles, 1993).  By value means, relative important of various achievement domains like academic areas (Eccles, 1993). Value also means beliefs about reasons why learners might engage in a task/activity (Banzer, 2017). The greater the value to the achievement domain by the parents, the higher the academic achievement (Eccles, 1993). On the other hand, expectancies are the beliefs about learners’ abilities to perform a task (Banzer, 2017). 
Therefore, the theory was addressed the research objective two. This objective corresponding with research question that need understanding on the influence of interest in favoring secular education towards academic performance in secular system of education.
2.3 Empirical Reviews. TC "2.3 Empirical Reviews." \f C \l "2" 
Under this section all three objectives included in discussion. The relationship between four types of parenting styles and academic performance, the influence of community interest in favoring secular education and the impacts of time management toward academic performance were considered. In details the researcher described in 2.3.1, 2.3.2 and 2.3.3 bellow as follows:
2.3.1 The relationship between four types of parenting style and academic      performance. TC "2.3.1 The relationship between four types of parenting style and academic      performance." \f C \l "3" 
Parents reported to be important agents in shaping behavior and achievements of the children (Noa, 2015). Students who provided with better care from their parents perform well (Noa, 2015). The differences in life styles among parents are determined by parents’ attitudes, behaviors, beliefs, and family background (Bibi et al., 2013). There are various types of parenting style used by parents in different areas which influenced by differences in cultures (Dwairy et al., 2006). 
 Diana Baumrind (1971), identifying four types of parenting styles by considering two aspects. These aspects were control and warmth. Parental control means closely or loosely parents manage their children. By warmth we mean the degree to which parents accepting and responding to their children’s behavior. Therefore, from these two aspects we get four types of parenting styles (Baumrind, 1971,1991). These styles are Authoritative parenting, authoritarian parenting, permissive parenting and uninvolved parenting style (Baumrind, 1991).
According to Baumrind (1971), authoritative parenting style is the style whereby parents are more warmth and little control in their children’s actions. The parents encourage independent to their children and engage in discussion with them for various matters. The parents become final say. Parents are providing with rules and guidance without over beating their children and focusing on their interest (Santrock, 2007). 
In leadership this type of parenting is similar with transformational leaders whereby, leader becomes role-model and tend to gain trust and confidence among their followers (Bass, 1985). This type of leadership emphasizes on empowerment, building confidence, inspirational motivation, intellectual stimulation and individual consideration (Burns, 1978 and Eagly et al., 2003). 
Again, according to Baumrind (1991), authoritarian parenting style is when the parents are little warmth and highly controlling. Parents are strictly disciplinarians and they use a restrictive punitive style. The parents used this style always insist their children what have to follow and to do (Baumrind, 1991). The parents who used authoritarian style normally use phrase like “You will do this because I said and because I’m a parents and you are not” No discussion with their children. 
 In authoritarian parenting style the parents tell their children exactly what to do (Santrock, 2007). The children of this style become dependent/ rebellious to their parents. According to Baumrind, (1991) those who become rebellious might display aggressive behavior and those who become submissive tend to remain dependent on their parents. 
In leadership this parenting style relate with transactional leaders whereby, the reward cost orientation is established as a way of making strong leadership (Avolio, 1999). The leaders address the learners’ interest and develop exchange relationship with them (Avolio, 1999). The leader focus on command and control, monitor and manage the employee, (Bono and Judge, 2004).
Also, Baumrind, (1991) elaborated about permissive parenting style. She said that the parents of this type of parenting style was very warmth and had no control (un-demanding) to their children’s actions. The parents become passive in their parenting, therefore they accept wishes of their adolescents to demonstrate love. The parents show indulgent behavior allowing the wish of their children to do whatever they want (Santrock, 2007). 
Parents who adopt this parenting style to their children become care less and lack seriousness in their actions. Also they demonstrate egocentric tendencies which can interfere with proper development of peer relationship (Baumrind, 1991).
Finally, Baumrind (1991), presented another type of parenting called uninvolved parenting style. This style is when the parents are not warm and they are little considerate in children actions. Also parents minimize time to interact with their children. This type of parenting style is said to be caused by frustrated or simply give up. Children show impulsive behavior due to the issues of self-regulation (Baumrind, 1971).
The stated above parenting styles have different impact for different environment in the world and culture. In the context of U.S.A and other western countries for starting, the Authoritative style seems to produce positive effect than other styles (Rea, 2005 and Koon, 2014). In Asia the Authoritarian show positively in academic performance (Chen; Dong and Zhon, 1997). 
In Iran the research results showed that, Authoritarian parenting style associated with poor families and produce poor academic performance (Guvenc, 1994). This is the same applied with the study conducted in East Asia thereby Authoritative parenting style associate with higher academic performance (Assad., et al., 2007). It reported that, well child controlling, the well academic achievement for students (Harderves, 1998). 
In Philippines, Eastern Samara state university was conducted a study done by Apilado, (2015) This study examine “the relationship between parental strictness, life style and academic performance. She finally found that, parents’ strictness was caused unhealthy life and hence, results in poor performance in academic matters.  
In East Africa, different studies done. For example, in Uganda the research results were showed that, democratic (authoritative) parenting style has positive contribution in academic achievement for school children (Bihiro and Aniko, 2018). Hedari et al., (2017) reported that as parenting style become poor, the academic performance also become poor. 
Many studies showed that parenting style determined by culture, religion, economic status, social status and beliefs (Rejesk and Bertoni, 2012). Parenting style shaped by childhood and family education (Foy et al., 2011). Parenting styles can be changed when change in beliefs (Gregg, 2012). This is possible through life styles modification and or guidance and counseling (Gregg, (2012).
Also, in East Africa, Kampala Uganda, Biira and Aniko (2018), wrote on “perception of learners on parenting system and its influence on academic performance”. They were concluded that, democratic parenting style was contributed positively compared to other styles. But laissez faire (uninvolved and permissive styles) was reported to contribute negatively in an academic performance (Biira and Aniko, 2018).
Moreover, a study conducted in Unguja-Tanzania done by Ujudi, (2018), showed that, parents who participate very little in controlling their children were associated with poor academic performance for many school children.
Therefore, those studies above were showed that, the differences in parenting style caused by many factors like economic status and cultural factors (Bibi et al., 2013 and Dwairy 2006). Also some studies were showed that the suitability of a certain type of parenting style depends on kind of culture over that area. For example the Authoritative parenting style reported to suit in U.S.A rich-society and in developed world (Koon2014). 
In other hand, the Authoritarian suit the Asian poor-children and in most developing countries (Chen; Dong and Zhon, 1997). Also un-involved and permissive style (Laissez faire) reported to be enemy in academic achievement of school children in most areas (Biira and Aniko, 2018).
2.3.2 The influence of community interest in favoring secular education system and its academic performance for school children. TC "2.3.2 The influence of community interest in favoring secular education system and its academic performance for school children." \f C \l "3" 
Interest is attention with a sense of concern (Corp, 2004). The interest also means individual internal orientation when he or she express the choice of something (Chang, 1996). Interest related with personality, motivation, cognition, development, emotion, behavior, hobbies, reasoning and information processing (Silvia, 2006). Interest increase attention, hardworking and good meta-cognitive strategies (Silvia, 2006).
Interest build cognitive ability that enable learning of a person (Paul, 2013). Interest enable people to pay attention to only a certain thing and not to some others (Paul, 2014). Interest is the will power and unshakable determination. Also interest is irrepressible commitment over increasing confidence and resolute action in directing one’s goal until its achievement (Kpolovie, 2010, 2012). Interest is building by frequent doing things (Kpolovie, 2012). 
The studies were showed that, teachers should organize materials in simple understandable way for capturing learners’ interest (Silvia, 2006; Paul, 2013; 2014). Complex things said to be interesting provided that learners feel able to comprehend them and master the challenges (Silvia, 2006; Paulo 2013; 2014). Catching learners’ interest is about seizing the attention by providing highly stimulating information (Kpolovie, 2010). 
Also holding the interest is about finding deeper meaning and purpose in the exercise of interest (Kpolovie, 2010). Complex and comprehensible information tend to arose learners’ interest because it increases curiosity (Kpolovie, (2007). According to Kpolovie (2010), curiosity is the ability of a person organized active explorative and manipulative behavior in the response to the occurrence of a novel (information), (Kpolovie, 2010).
Curiosity arises when attention become focused on a gap in one’s knowledge ((Kpolovie, 2010). Curios individual is intrinsically motivated to obtain the missing information (Novel) to reduce or eliminate the gap (Kpolovie, 2010a).
According to Krapp, Schiefele and Winteler, (2009); Krapp, (1999); Bloom, (1976), Kausinen and Leskinen, (1988), academic success determined by many factors like: Cognitive and ability factors, motivational factors and interest (preferences) for particular subject areas. 
Moreover, other factors for academic achievement were reported to be students’ characteristics like intelligence, home environment, socioeconomic status and school context (Krapp, Schiefele and Winteler, (2009); Krapp, (1999); Bloom, (1976), Kausinen and Leskinen, (1988).
It was reported that a Chinese people was used authoritative parenting style so as to build interest, (Lepper and Hodell, 1989).  The interest as discussed above is determinant factor for choice of whether to favoring secular education or religious education system. 
By secular education we mean that, some type of education that has no correlation with religiosity (Ahmad and Naim, 2003). It is separation between public life and civil government activities (Ahmad and Naim, 2003). That separation between religion and state emerged after the conflict between church and the state in Europe (Cott, 1948). This separation we call secularism. The secularism needs independence of this life which can be tested (interpreted) by reason at work and experience.  It does not look another life (life after death), (Smith, 1963). As individual increase level of religious education as he or she reduces the need of secular and the vice versa is true (Casur and Mocan, 2014).
In other hand, religion as a component of family background may transmit values that positively or negatively affect secular education (Muller, 1980). Islamic values help to produce hard working, discipline, responsibility, self-confidence which influence positively the secular education (Luhrer, 2005). Islam is cultural development and the human capabilities, behavior, knowledge, attitudes and action of the Muslims (Mughal, 2011). 
It reported that, commitment, honest, transformative, looking the time of value are the basic characteristics for culture of Islam (Purnama, 2014; Haffinuddin and Hendri, 2003; Antonio, 2012). Religious beliefs and Islamic culture impacts academic performance in secular system of education, (Imam, et al., 2013, Purnama, 2014; Haffinuddin and Hendri, 2003; Antonio, 2012). 
Since educational system designed to meet the need of the society, Muslims suffer to adhere to an educational system which is designed by the west (Ali, 2016). Muslim thought that by following Western education, they themselves blindly loss their culture (Maududi, 2000). The way people they think and act basing on the way they see things (Covey, 2013). Quality and favoring of something depend on perception (Ali, 2016).
Islamic culture represents the traditions and customs which include the day to day practices of the people following the authentic teaching of Islam (Phillips, 2012). All teachings of Islam based on Quran and narration of prophet (S.A.W) which emphasize both education systems (secular and religious studies), (2012). 
Although Islam and secularism oppose each other there are some common issues (Atanas1993). To ensure good performance in secular education should taught in integrated with Islamic education to make whole person, (Fan, 2004). Therefore, students should study and put effort nearly equal to both Islamic education and secular education (Motovu, 2013).
2.3.3 The influence of time management toward academic performance. TC "2.3.3 The influence of time management toward academic performance." \f C \l "3" 
Time management is the life style which show how individuals structure their activities by considering available time and energy required to do those activities (Fattah, 1991). Time management is the way of managing, organizing and balancing various activities in your life so as to earn your desire (Kottler and Chen, 2011). 
It said that success in their different education activities enabled by well time management (Obijiaku, 2015). Depending on different areas, the time arranged differently from working time, leisure time, interaction with your family time and sleeping time (Chen, 2011). Well time management plan helps to reduce stress (Chen 2011). Time in academic area can be divided into two types: Time required enable learning and actual time used in learning, (Anderson, 1984). 
Learning reported to occurs differently for the people with the same amount of time. Some show full learning, moderate or others not learn at all (Anderson, 1984; Good and Dembo, 1973). Learning achievements depends on availability of time at hand (Anderson, 1984). 
Also the study was showed that time can be divided into: Allocated time, engaged time and academic learning time. Allocation time is the time for receiving instructions (Fisher et al., 1980). The behavior of teacher and students for some extent it shaped by the way activities structured (Carroll, 1963). 
When students are taking both, secular education and religious education they need proper time planning. It seems that improper time management in different activities associates with poor academic performance (Obijiku, 2015). People needed to prioritize things to do because not enough time to do all of them at the same time (Tracy, 2002). Also the human capacity is said to be like a RAM in computer in the sense that ability of doing work has limitation due to numbers of tasks that required to be done (Allen, 2003). 
But some studies showed that, students who spend more time in extra activities perform well than non-participants (Ray, 2000; Ruddner, 1999 and Collom, 2005). Basing the study done, the Madrassah participation can be advantageous or problematic depending on the arrangement of time schedule (Ray, 2000; Ruddner, 1999 and Collom, 2005). Hence, using more time in Madrassah is one of the causes for poor academic performance among many formal school students because of improper time management (Ray, 2000; Ruddner, 1999 and Collom, 2005).
The theoretical review which was considered three theories as discussed above and empirical reviews were summarized under the conceptual frame work section as illustrated in figure 2.1 bellow as follows:

The conceptual frame work was told us about the relationship between independent variables and dependent variable. It was showed that, poor parenting styles, low community interest and improper time management were the cause factors for low favoring secular education system and poor academic performance for Zaramo Muslims school children community. 
The parenting styles divided into four types as follows: Authoritative parenting style, authoritarian parenting style, permissive parenting style and uninvolved parenting style. These styles together with improper time management and low interest were guessed by the researcher to cause poor students’ academic performance of Zaramo school children.
The appropriate parenting style depends on the environments which differ from one society to another. It is the assumption of the researcher that, students who attend Madrasa and participating in various religious activities perform badly in secular academic area if they did not know how to manage their time. They need time for formal school, time for madrasa, time for leisure and time for sleeping. These time need to be allocated well among religious participating time, secular school participating time, home activities time and resting time. 
It reported that students who participate in religious activities (madrasa schools) used to perform well in secular academic areas (Ray, 2000; Ruddner, 1999 and Collom, 2005). Therefore, good way of solving this problem may be to introduce integrated education system. This also was showed in the research finding which done by (Fan, 2004).
Again, the researcher assumed that poor academic performance for Zaramo community was due to most of the parents they were poor in parenthood. Parents due to economic hardship, have no time to care their children appropriately. Also the assumption was that, low community interest was also causes low favoring in secular education due to missing role model in the secular academic. Again there were folk beliefs like believing that consuming time to deal with secular education is miss use of time because it is less important.
Because Zaramo Muslims believe that, they needed only to be prepared for life after death and giving less important in this life and world as well. Thus they call secular education as education for the benefit of this life (life in the Earth only (in Swahili language ‘elimu Dunia’.). For that case, most Zaramo Muslims interested much in religious education than secular education. 
Folk beliefs were among the factors that destroy Muslim culture in finding education (Maududi, 2000). Therefore, those three cultural factors were suggested to be the cause factors for poor academic performance. 
2.4 Identified Knowledge gap TC "2.4 Identified Knowledge gap" \f C \l "2" 
For the little search which was done by the researcher through passing different studies like the study by: Iqbal, (1944); Cott, (1948); Smith, (1963); Vygotsky, (1978); Muller, (1980); Roggoff, (1990); Baumrind, (1971,1991) ; Sharif, (1990);  Atanas, (1993); Guvenc, (1994); Cheng, Dong and Zhon, (1997); Harderves, (1998); Briner, (1999); Maudud, (2000);Talal, (2003);Ahmad and Nai; Haffinuddin and Hendri, (2003);  Bowby, Ling(2004)  and Koon (2014). 
These researchers did several studies on the influence of parenting style, community interest and time management in different countries in the world. Their studies show different results depending on culture and environment of the research area. For example, in U.S.A. while Authoritative parenting style contributed positive in academic performance, Authoritarian contributed negatively in that area (Rea, 2005 and Koon, 2014). 
But in some parts of Asia and Africa, authoritarian parenting style repotted to contribute positive rather than Authoritative parenting style (Chen; Dong and Zhon, 1997). These differences depend on environment and culture of the given area as well as economic status of the given community.
Many other studies were passed by the researcher such as the study of: Urdan, Walker, Presick- Kilborn, Arnold and Sainsbory and Walker, (2004); Luhrer and Rea, (2005); Dwairy, (2006); Santrock and Assad et al., (2007); Marsh and Cheng, (2008); Antonio and Phillips, 2012; Covey and Motovu;Bibi et al., (2013); Casur; Koon  and Mocan, (2014) ; Apilado and Noa, (2015); Singer and Ali, (2016); Purnama,(2014, 2017); Ujudi, Aniko, and Biira, (2018) to mention the few all over the world.
But the findings for the similar study objectives were differ from community to community. But no or little study conducted in Zaramo community. Therefore, the gap was rose that need study like this so as to fill the gap.
Therefore, this study seemed to be very important for filling this gap on assessing on the contribution of parenting style, community interest and time management in academic performance among Zaramo Muslims of Mkuranga, Tanzania.
2.5 Summary of the chapter TC "2.5 Summary of the chapter" \f C \l "2" 
The chapter was consisted of the following; Theoretical and empirical reviews. Also attachment theory, socio-cultural theory and the expectancy-value theory of achievement (motivation theory) were included in theoretical review part. Bowby and Ling (2004) in their attachment theory explained about the importance of school children care givers. Vygotsky, (1978). In his socio-cultural theory explained about the way learning took place. Again Vroom (1964) explained about how people become interested and motivated in something.
The chapter also concerned with relating with various studies by various people with three research objectives as empirical review part. The conceptual frame work was also provided in this phase whereby, poor parenting style, low interest in secular education and poor time management were showed as the major cultural factors for poor academic performance and low degree of prioritizing secular education. The research then was showed the gap to be filled by his study after passing several studies done by other writers. 
CHAPTER THREE
RESEARCH METHODOLOGY TC "CHAPTER THREE" \f C \l "1" 
3.1 Introduction to the Chapter. TC "3.1 Introduction to the Chapter." \f C \l "2" 
The chapter contained research design, approach, population, sample and sample size. Also it contains the instruments that were used in collecting data, data analysis techniques and the research ethics. The research methodology chapter is just like an engine of the study since it shows the plan and the structure of the whole study. This is because research methodology is the theory of how an inquiry should proceed.

Also research methodology contained with procedures, assumptions and principles (Shwardt et al., 2007). The methodology explained and showed on how to choose suitable means of data collection (Schwardt et al., 2007). The chapter described in detail from 3.2 below:
3.2 Research Approach. TC "3.3 Research Approach." \f C \l "2" 
Research approach is the general leading direction or guideline that used during data collection (Encon, 1998). The study used qualitative approach so as to ensure qualities of the results. This was possible because qualitative approach did not concern on numbers. That means how much data in hand but it concerns with how available data in hand are worth and true. 

The qualitative approach by using ethnographic design ensures the truth and validity of data. This approach helped the researcher in investigating meaning from the natural context (Kothari, 2004). Also data were obtained by applying qualitative approach said to be more powerful than the data from quantitative approach (Mjwanga, 2018). 
Moreover, qualitative approach deals with what the participants said, measured and consider their experience in their natural environment (Mipigano, 2018).  Not only that but also the qualitative approach appeared to have an ability to allow open ended questions and less structured questions. For that case was allowed any addition or subtraction of anything whenever necessary (Denzin and Lincoln, 1994). 
Therefore, the approach suited this kind of study since it helped gating suitable data that used to answer all the tree research questions of the study. Since the study was too much complicated and cost full when conducted in all environments in which Zaramo tribe live. The researcher therefore explains the following study areas as in 3.4 bellow: 
3.3 Research Design. TC "3.2 Research Design." \f C \l "2" 
Research design is the researcher`s way of answering questions or testing hypothesis (polit et al., 2001; Mack Millan and Schurcher, 2000). It is a plan that shows how, when and where data were collected and analyzed (Parahoo, 1997).  Is a plan for study which provided with overall frame for collecting data ( Leedy, 1997). According to Durheim (2004) defined research design as, the strategic framework for action that serves as a bridge between research questions and the execution or implementation of the research strategy. 
The ethnographical design was used for this study whereby the researcher used three months to study the participants. The word Ethnography is the combinations of two Greek words: Ethno which means a nation or tribe or people and the word graph means to write (Erickson, 1984). Thus, ethnography is to write about a Nation, tribe or a certain people’s activities (Erickson, 1984). Ethnographic design aims at deeply understanding human activities, behavior and values through observation over long period of time (Byrne, 2001 and Zaharlick, 1999). 
Often the ethnographic design used in social science which focuses in specific life styles. Hence it was suitable in analyzing parenting style, time management and interest of the group, (Neuman, 2007). Ideally this design was for explaining perspective and native approaches of native people (Malinwski, 2005). 
Although ethnographic design reported to originate and used by anthropologists who exploring meaning conveyed from heads of people through their culture, now days used in different field. Normally the observation tool used observing social arrangement and speech in action (Junker, 1960 and Sanjek, 2000). 
For sure, ethnographic design does not have a fixed and a tested technique rather it uses several methods that changes according to context. It means that, ethnographic design has no fixed rules (Yanik, 2017).  
According to Cork; Atkson and Harmmersly (2007), ethnographic design has no fixed rules and methods but it can be applied under three steps. The first step is initial step or contacting or accessing step. This is how you are entering into the area of study such us village, how to introduce yourself, your life planning and other pre-activities.  The second step is activation stage whereby the researcher interacts with the villagers. 
Again the researcher tries to adapt with the village culture so as to be part of them (Cork; Atkson and Harmmersly 2007).  The last step is acceptance time. This is when the villagers accept him/her as a member of village. Also this is the time of interviewing people and observing them for data collection (Cork; Atkson and Harmmersly 2007).
The ethnographic design was selected since it deals with the phenomenon that takes place in natural settings (Juke 1990; Gills and Johson, 1971). In ethnographic design, the researcher studies the culture by being there and become part of the society and situation studied (Evered and Lois, 1991). 
Also, the selection of this design for this study was due to its ability to analyze the culture of specific community (that means Zaramo Muslim community), (Gay and Airasian, 2002). This design was just like blue print for the data collection, measurement and data analysis (Kothari, 2009). 
The design was applied and used easily by the researcher because he was already part of the Mkuranga society before the time of conduct this study. This situation helped him enough to socialize with the participants to meet ethnographic design requirements of using long time for socialization with the participants (Byrne, 2001 and Zaharlick, 1999). During data collection the researcher was used to visit each participant’s homes to meet with them for data collection.
Therefore, the ethnographic design helped the researcher to explore the contribution of parenting style in academic performance. Also the design helped to explore the impact of community interest in an academic performance.
Moreover, it helped to explore the impact of time management used between Madrasah schools and secular schools that was acted as restraints in academic performance in Mkuranga schools’ children.
3.4 The Study Area. TC "3.4 The Study Area." \f C \l "2" 
The study area was in Mkuranga district council. This district is among of six districts which make up Pwani region. Those are Mkuranga, Bagamoyo, Kibaha, Rufiji Chalinze and Kisarawe. Mkuranga district bordered with Temeke and Kigamboni in Northen part, Rufiji in southern part, Kisarawe district in western part and Kigamoni district in Estern part. Mkuranga has several administrative wards 
Like: Vianzi, Mwandege, Mkamba, Tambani, Vikindu, Mbezi, Shungubweni, Kisiju, Magawa, Kitomondo, Lukanga, Nyamato, Kimanzichana,Panzuo, Bupu ,Mwalusembe ,Njianne,Mkuranga, Kisegese and Kiparanganda (Levery, 2010).
Vianzi administrative ward has a population of 10264 people on which male were 5070 people and female were 5194 people (Levery, 2010). Vianzi has 5 villages. Those are Marogoro, Mfurumwambao, Malela, Yavayava and Vianzi itself (Levery, 2010).
Vianzi administrative ward bordered with Temeke in Northern part, Shungubweni administrative ward in Southern part, Kigamboni in Eastern part and Vikindu in western part. Kisima secondary school is also found in Malela which is about 17km from Kilwa road East direction. Malela village has a population of about 5748 people on which male was 2850 people and female was 2898 people (M.VEO, 2018). These people come from 5 sub villages. Those are Malela, Chang’ombe, Magogo, Lukonde and Kizino.  Malela village had a total house (kaya) of 1437 (M.VEO, 2018).
The selection of this area of the study was due to the following: Mkuranga is among the district whereby Zaramo Muslims live.  Due to the nature of the study and the use of ethnographic design on which the researcher was preferred as suitable design, Vianzi particularly Kisima secondary was chosen. This was because the researcher lives over that area hence, socialized enough to conduct this study.
3.5 Population of the Study TC "3.5 Population of the Study" \f C \l "2" 
The population is all people, objects or items which show the characteristics that will suit for your study before sampling (Kombo and Tromp 2006). The target population for this study was all administrative wards found in Mkuranga, all secondary schools in Mkuranga particularly in Vianzi administrative ward. All students from secondary schools founded in Mkuranga. Specifically, all 332 students in Kisima secondary were also targeted.
The mentioned administrative wards, people and the secondary schools were chosen because they possessed required characteristics since majority of dwellers from those wards were Muslims of Zaramo tribe whereby their children schooling in Kisima secondary (Wikipedia as accessed on 2017).
Again, the researcher living in Malela village since 2013 for that case he socialized with the participants enough to do ethnographic research. This is because ethnographic design need researcher to be part of that society or to socialize in more than three months (Evered and Lois, 1991). Kisima secondary school also chosen because majority of Zaramo schools’ children schooling their children there.
Also Kisima students were chosen because majority of them show required characteristics. These characteristics they did poorly or fairly good in their studies. Also they came from Zaramo Muslim community. Hence they were relevant for this study.  Therefore, they helped the researcher to investigate the required topic.  

3.6 Sample size and Sampling Procedures. TC "3.6 Sample size and Sampling Procedures." \f C \l "2"  

Under this sub section sampling technique stated clearly. Also sample size for the study was elaborated and stated. The researcher used to state this in 3.6.1 and 3.6.2 here under.

3.6.1 Sampling techniques TC "3.6.1 Sampling techniques" \f C \l "3" 
There are different types of samples used in ethnography. One of them is like purposive sampling. The purposive sampling defined as a judgmental sampling. It involves the conscious selection of a certain subjects or elements to include in the study (Croockes and Davis, 1998). Another type of sample is recommended sample. This sample recommended by those participants that was already chosen. These participants sometimes known as snowball participants 
To explain more, Grbich (1999); Krejcie and Morgan (1970), present table for sampling of participants from the population. Their table suggests that, during sampling take all the population as your sample if their number is ≤ 10 and take10% if the population is greater than 10 participants. But the researcher saw that, the table was suited more in quantitative research approach than qualitative one. For that case was not used in his study. 

On the other hand, Karen O’ Reilly (2012) stated that, in qualitative study the number of participants depends on situation but should be small that can be managed easily. No specific rules to get qualitative sample. But sample size depends on target population diversity. For in-depth interview sample is below 50 and for focused group sample is below 12 (O’Reilly, 2012). This is to avoid high costs and time. Also, it simplifies in management area (O’Reilly, 2012).

Moreover, small size avoids accumulation of themes of the same meaning (Mays and Pope, 2000). The sample in ethnographical design can also emerge before the study and during the study depends on the need. Therefore, the sample for ethnographic research becomes difficult to specify fixed number of participants before the study (Murph et al., 1998). 
But it is recommended that, it is important to identify principles to be used to get samples (Ibid).  According to Coyne (1997); (Miles and Hyperman ,1994) as well as Murphy et al., (1998) gives the following types of sample (participants). The accidental participants that can be obtain due to easy availability and the purposive sample or selective sample. The selective sample obtained due to their characteristics to suit the planned study.
Hence the purposive as well as snowball sampling techniques used in this study. The students were chosen because of either they were strong or weak in academic performance. Also they were chosen because they came from Zaramo Muslims school children in Kisima secondary school living in Mkuranga districts. Again, students’ parents were chosen because their children were chosen too. 
 Moreover, the selection of the sample basing the procedures presented by Holloway (1997); Mays and Pope, (2008) that, the bigness of the sample has no important in qualitative study. Another procedure is presented by Karen (2012) that, the sample in qualitative research should be small enough and should consider population density. 
Also the selection of this sample based with the idea of Morph et al., (1998). Their idea was that, the sample will emerge at any time, before and during the study. But what is important is to establish sampling procedures.
All in all, the selection of that sampling technique was because of the nature of the ethnographic study. It needs the researcher studying the phenomenon in deep and in natural context. Hence small sample was reasonable (Atikson and Hammersely, 1998). Also flexibility of the sample allows addition or reduction of sample for generating appropriate data (Miles and Huberman, 1994).
Therefore, purposive technique in selecting the sample size would be useful for this study. This because it helped to get needed participants by considering their characteristics and qualities required for ethnographic design.
3.6.2 Sample Size. TC "3.6.2 Sample Size." \f C \l "3"  
Sampling defined as a process of selecting group of people, events or behaviors with which to conduct a study, (Burns and Grove 2003). Sample size depends on number of participants in sub culture or group under investigation. Sample size was total sub culture/ group under which the researchers use in the study (Morse, 1987). 
According to Halloway (1997) who reported that, the big the number of sample in ethnographic research design does not guarantee the quality of the study. Again no guidelines in determining number of participants before research. This is because sample size can vary depends on needs. Also sample size depends on number of participants in sub culture or group under investigation. Sample size was total sub culture or group under which the researchers use in the study (Morse, 1987). 
Therefore, by considering the study done by Elms, (2007) whereby he was used only 10 students as respondents to describe “role of religiosity in academic performance.”
Also by considering with idea of O’Reilly (2012) that, for in-depth interview, we use less than 50 participants and for focused group sample is often below 12 participants. 
Hence, the sample size for this study was 27 participants. The divisions of participants were as follows: Twelve students and their twelve parents and three Kisima secondary school teachers on which two class teachers and one academic master. Hence it was made the total sample size of 27 people.
The selection of that 27 participants based on the criteria that, 6 students should have obtained from strongly Muslims religious participants and fairly good or bad in academic performance. The other 6 students should be weakly participating in religious activities and should be fairly good or bad in an academic area in secular education system. This is to enable the researcher to see academic performance variation from those groups.
Again teachers’ participants were the class teachers. These would help to provide data on the students’ attendance. Also the academic master used to provide any academic information needed.
Moreover, the selection of these participants were applied because 12 students with strongly or weakly in religious activities. The degree of religious participation was measured simply by looking trends of religious participation in various activities. They were helped the researcher to provide data which would be used in examining the interest of the students in either religious study or secular education and their academic performance. 
Also the students helped to provide data to know how they manage their time by allocating different daily activities in their daily time table. The parents’ participants used to provide data on examining parenthood and favoring areas between academic matters in secular system and religious studies as well as their academic performance.
Moreover, academic master used as participants so as to provide data on students’ performance as their continue assessment. Other two teachers (class teachers) used to provide data on students’ school attendance through documentary review so as to examine the students’ interest in secular school system. 

3.7 Data Collection Techniques. TC "3.8 Data Collection Techniques." \f C \l "2" 
Several recommended techniques used during data collection. The instruments like interviews, observation and documentary reviews were used.  The researcher used the individual group technique. The researcher did not use group of participants. This is to avoid participants to respond the same as fellow participants. 

Academic performance review was reviewed from both students and either teacher or their parents. This is to ensure correctness of the data. The interview conducted separately. One session for students and the other session were for the parents. This helped to avoid shy and fear of providing data among the participants.

This technique helped much the participants to provide all information freely. Also the technique was suitable for shy participants to whom they fear to respond the interview question openly. Therefore, the researcher was got enough data.
3.8 Data collection instruments. TC "3.7 Data collection instruments." \f C \l "2" 
The selection of research tools depends on the purpose of the study, research questions and the approach to be used (Patton, 1987). Right selection of data collection instruments helped to understand and to collect right data in simple way (Kothari, 2005).
According to Gill and Johnson, (1971) state that, an ethnographic design uses the following instruments for data collections: In depth interviews, observation method, collecting narratives and documentary reviews. In an ethnographic study, the participant observation method is more suitable than an interview (Sanjik, 2000). An observation normally followed by interview so as to get big picture (Sanjik, 2000). The data collected by contextual notes taking during interview session or observation (Sanjik, 2000).
Also, Hammersely (1992) stated that, the primary suitable instruments for ethnographic design are observations and interviews. All ethnographers use observation through field notes supported by interviews and literature sources to build up big picture on culture or sub culture in a society (Atikson et al., 2001; Mason, 2002). Observation in natural setting is very important for exploring phenomena under study (Kothari, 2004). 
Thus, the study used three instruments. Those were: un-obstructive observation, documentary reviews and in-depth interviews. This was due to reasons that the researcher was got deep understanding of the studied culture.
3.8.1 Non-participants observation. TC "3.7.1 Non-participants observation." \f C \l "3" 
Observation categorizes into participants’ observation and non-participants’ observation. Non-participants’ observation is the type of observation whereby no one knows if you are observing something. Participants observation is when the researcher participates directly in all society activities. This is when participants know that you are observing them (Gimbi, 2010).  
In this study non-participant observation instrument used to observe parents’ parenting style. The researcher will visit participants’ homes and other areas where they do different daily activities and where the participants were living. Children-parents’ participation in decision making, some common phrases used between parents and students were listened and observed to identify types of parenting style. The degree of warmth and or controlling was also observed. 
Also non-participants’ observation used to observe how students allocate their time in different daily activities from religious (madrasah) activities, school activities and home activities. Also some type of parenting style in relation with academic performance of student was observed too. 
The selection of none participants’ observation was to avoid cheating or getting wrong data. The data obtained helped in answering research question on identifying type of parenting style used by Zaramo Muslim to their children and its relationship with academic performance.
 3.8.2 In-depth interviews. TC "3.7.2 In-depth interviews." \f C \l "3"  
Interview can be either structured, semi structure or unstructured to explore the information (Cempion, et al., 1994; Pawlas, 1945; Murphy, 1980, and Kothari, 2004). According to Varkevisser et al., (2003) interview allows high degree of flexibility. Interview can be individually or in group by using tape recording or by compilation methods after the interview (Gimbi, 2010). 
Interview is oral questioning techniques (Boa, 2014) and it is flexible (Verkevisser et al., 2003). Interview goes with open ended questions and or closed end questions. Open ended questions enable high chance of discovering of something, (Gillham, 2005); reflect exactly what respondents say (Neuman, 1999).  But open ended question is difficult to make data analysis during discussion (Alderson and Scott 1996). Thus, it is better to include both open ended and closed end question in the interviews or questionnaires (Zohrabi, 2013). 
Therefore, structured and semi structured interviews used in this study. This was because, that instrument allows addition of new questions during the interview. Also the instrument was allowed deep understanding of the phenomena of study. Interview was conducted to the students and their parents to investigate the influence of interest in favoring secular education toward academic performance. Also interview used to the students to investigate how they allocate time in their different activities.  
3.8.3 Documentary reviews. TC "3.7.3 Documentary reviews." \f C \l "3" 
The data also collected by using documentary reviews. Regarding this instrument, class attendance and students’ files reviewed by the researcher to collect data on the students’ school attendance and academic performance. This was to assess their interest in school. Those whose school attendance were good showed that their interest in schooling were high. The researcher asked class teachers to give class attendance book to work with them. 
Also, the school academic master asked to provide files to examine students’ academic performance. Thereby, the researcher passed through all files on the target students looking on their academic performance as well as students’ class attendance.
3.9 Trustworthiness
Trustworthiness in qualitative research is to ensure truth and transparency as well as usefulness of the data (Cope, 2014). It is the degree of the data to ensure quality of the study (Pilot and Beck, 2014). According to Lincolin and Guba, (1985) trustworthiness sees in the area of credibility, dependability, transferability and conformability. Credibility refer to how well data presented and suitable for the study for the better results (Polit and Beck, 2012). 
This is possible carefulness in all stages of the study. Therefore, the suitable research question, sampling and data instrument were selected. Again, the data was presented in different tables to ensure credibility.  For the case of dependability, the data collected should gain ability to be used for the coming time with similar results (Moretti et al., 2011). 
Therefore, carefulness was taken during the selection of participants. This was possible by setting good criteria of sampling techniques. By so doing it enable the transferability of the results to other context (Moretti et al 2011). Moreover, the conformability will be possible ensuring that correct interpretations of data are made (Pyett, 2003). Therefore, the researcher of this study rechecked his interpretation more than three times to ensure correct interpretation. 
 TC "3.9 Validity and Reliability of Research Instruments." \f C \l "3" 
3.10 Data analysis procedure TC "3.10 Data analysis procedure" \f C \l "2" 
Data analysis is the processes of bringing orders, structures and identifying meaning (Marshal and Rossmn, 1999). The data analysis techniques depend on the nature of the problem (Anderson and Arsernault, 1998). The qualitative methods whereby concepts, terms and symbols are used, have the following analyzing steps: Codes the data from different sources, adding some comments and reflection (memos), identify similar items, themes or pattern, elaborate the materials, linking elaborated themes into theories chosen (Miles and Huberman 1994). 
The qualitative data follow different process from participant’s views and opinion of situations corresponding patterns, themes, categories and regular similarities (Cohen et al (2007). The researchers generalize statements from the data (Marshell and Rosssman 1991).  Then work with the meaning generalized from the collected data and themes (Mujis 2001).  Data processing is coding, classifying, explicit the pattern and comparing the findings with chosen theories (Scott and Usher 2011).
Therefore, in this study the analysis of data followed all process of analyzing qualitative data. The data were classified and organized into themes, put “in terms of tables and figures as Lukaba, (2015) suggested. The researcher was tried to pass through all the themes. Then he tried to interpret according to context. After all, critical analysis was made by considering the context and the findings were presented. Finally, the researcher was recommending for each research questions and objectives.

3.11 Ethical Considerations TC "3.11 Ethical Considerations" \f C \l "2" 
To ensure fulfillment in research ethics consideration is very important (Millan and Schumacher, (2010); Wallen et al., (2011) and Opie, (2014). The participants should be protected, their confidentiality, privacy and their wellbeing of participants (Millan and Schumacher (2010). The permission from appropriate areas and organization should be asked before anything. (Millan and Schumarcher, (2010). Also the permission should be asked to the parents or guardians for the participants below the age of 18 years (Ngema, 2016). 
Therefore, the researcher for this study ensured that the participants were safe from any kind of harm for their participation. All data they provided to the researcher were kept secret. They were asked their permission from themselves and their leaders before participating. They were given freedom of choice whether to participate or not. Also their privacy for the information provided was considered. 
Again the researcher was ensured that, their participation does not interfere with their regular activities at school or workplace or any place associate to them. Therefore, the researcher was met with the students and parents during off working time but to meet with the conditions of ethnographic research design, almost all participants were not be informed during observation although their leaders were informed. This was to avoid false participating in different activities for the pressure of observant and interviewed. 

3.12 Summary of the chapter TC "3.12 Summary of the chapter" \f C \l "2"   
The methodology chapter of research was comprised of several things as shown by the researcher here below: It was consisted by the research design to show the researcher how dealt with answering questions. Also it contained with research approach whereby qualitative approach showed to be used. The study area also considered in this chapter. The researcher showed that, Vianzi administrative ward in Mkuranga to be study area. About 27 people were used as participants. The interview, documentary review as well as observation were used as instruments for data collection by observing research ethics. 

CHAPTER FOUR
PRESENTATION OF THE FINDINGS, ANALYSIS AND DISCUSSION TC "CHAPTER FOUR" \f C \l "1" 
4.1 Introduction. TC "4.1 Introduction." \f C \l "2" 
Data were presented by using several tools that recommended to be used when presenting qualitative research data. These tools were tables and figures. The data was classified into small groups which wrote in thematic ways before being presented. The analysis of data and discussions were also performed.  The comments as per objectives were added and elaborated. The results related with the research theories as presented in literature review. Also the findings of this study were compared with the findings from other studies that seemed to be similar with this study. Finally, summary of the whole chapter was presented.
4.2 Demographic Characteristics of Respondents  TC "4.2 Demographic of the Respondents" \f C \l "2" 
Student participants were twelve in number. All were male in sex from form two students. Their ages were below fifteen years and no one was married. But for parent participants and teachers’ participants demographic report was as summarized in table 4.2.1 as follows:

The respondents were divided into three groups: Those were teachers, students and parents. Students were also divided into further sub groups: Those were groups of fairly good in academic performance and group of poor in academic performance in secular system of education.
The data above revealed that 50% of the parent participants were aged above 45 years while remaining participants were young parents. 70% of the parents’ education level was a primary school and 30% of them were ordinary level. But some respondents especially two parents did not participate during interviews for various reasons. Therefore, the data was collected from 10 parents and all other groups of participants who were actively participated.
4.3 Parenting styles and their effects on academic performance for Zaramo Muslims school children. TC "4.3 Parenting styles and their effects on academic performance for Zaramo Muslims school children." \f C \l "2" 
The respondents for this research objective and question were both the parents and students. Total of five sub questions were asked. Under this the degree of warmth and or control was observed. For that case the researcher travelled to meet homes of each parents’ participants. The interviews were also provided to them through questionnaires and some were oral interviews. Moreover, the documentary reviews were also applied to explore the attendance of students. This was for associating with some types of parenting style and academic performance. This association was made by comparing characteristics studied and those recommended by some scholars. Data presented through tables that showed all the four types of parenting styles existed in Zaromo society as in table 4.3.1 as follows:

The findings showed that, Zaramo Muslims society had different parenting styles. Those were authoritative parenting style, authoritarian parenting style, permissive parenting style and the un-involved parenting style. These parenting styles were suitable for different society from different cultures and economic background as follows:
The first parenting style was authoritative parenting style as it was established its presence through observing the degree of warmth or control. Again, the interviews were used for parents. Some participants when asked on what to do when their children miss school without reason: They respond as follows:
“I will seat with them for discussion giving advice on the important of school. This will make them aware on the school and will love it’’

This response showed that the family belong to the authoritative parenting style. Also the data showed that, this parenting style was practiced by both families the families with good economic status and the families with poor economic status. Again, the data revealed that, usually the authoritative parenting style was associated with the families whose parents were schooling for at least secondary level and with good in economic status. But those families with good economic status produce positive results when apply authoritative parenting style compared to the family with poor economic status. 
This finding also founded by Koon, (2014) and Guvenc, (1994). They conducted study in Western-rich societies and they found that, authoritarian parenting style produce positively for rich families. But Authoritarian contributed negatively in academic performance in many rich families.
In other word the families with poor economic status, when practicing authoritative parenting style, the academic performance of their school children experienced to be poor.  Unlikely the academic performance of the rich families was good when practicing authoritative parenting style. But this result went against with the results for the study done by Assad et al., (2007) in East Africa. He found that authoritative parenting style associate with high academic performance.
Basing on the results by Assad et al., (2007) the researcher of this study concluded that, the cultural differences and environment variation was not major cause factors for poor academic performance. But the major factor for poor academic performance was differences in economic levels that lead to stresses. These stresses were caused by poor parenting styles choices which lead to poor academic performance. 
Also, because school children from rich families have ability to get all basic needs and items necessary for school. According to Bowby and Ling (2004) in their attachment theory was reported that, good academic performance and cognitive ability development associated with the degree of student-parents attachment in school (Mikulincer and Shaver (2003).
Therefore, good economic status helped student-parents to settle their mind necessary for practicing authoritative parenting style. These findings suggested that, cultural differences were not the factor for poor academic performance. But the factor for poor academic performance was poverty. Poverty seemed to determine kinds of parenting style. For that case it seems that school children of rich families’ act and behave properly because of their satisfaction in their basic needs they require. Thus this situation caused them staying with no stress and they able to follow their children school’s activities. 

The second is authoritarian parenting style that associated with poor families and low education level parents. This parenting style investigated through interviews and observation means. The degree of warmth or control observed. Some participants were said, they will do the following bellow for their children who miss the school without good reasons: The parents were responded as follows:
“I will force my child to go to school by beating them. Also I will report him or her to his or her teachers and or take him or her to the police station.”

These kinds of response showed that the style of parenting practiced by these families were authoritarian. The data revealed that authoritarian parenting style normally was practiced by Poor parents. This type of parenting associated with good school attendance hence good in academic performance. This is because poor families have many stress which affects with their studying abilities that need this type of parenting. Students with poor families lack studying basic needs and necessary school items. For that case students lack motivation in school that need close supervision (high degree of control).
This also was supported by Bowby and Ling, (2004) in their attachment theory. They were reported that the degree of parent attached to their children is the degree of academic performance for their school children.
The third parenting style reported was permissive parenting style. The researcher investigated this type of parenting style through observation on the degree of warmth or control. Also it investigated through interviews. Taking consideration on the question what they supposed to do as parent when their children miss the school without good reasons. Some of the parents were responded as follows:

‘’I will listen to my child to know why he did not attend the school.
             “Then I will support what he or she wants to do”

This kind of respond was showed that, the parents permit their children to do whatever they want. This kind of parenting known as permissive parenting style. The style suits families with good economic status. For these families, it associates with good school attendance and therefore produced high academic performance. This is possible when school children are well developed mentally. 
For the poor families amongst Zaramo community the permissive parenting style was associated with aged parent with low level of education in secular education and poor economic status. In those families this parenting style associated with poor academic performance. Therefore, permissive parenting style seems to suit special group of school children especially students with high intelligent quotient (Gifted students).
This supported by Biira and Aniko, (2018) to whom they conducted study and founded that most of the school children score low marks when their parents practiced permissive parenting style except for the few families.

The fourth is uninvolved parenting style. In this study the researcher was observed the degree of warmth and or control. He also was interviewed respondents and some of the responded as follows on the question that wants to know what they did if their children miss the school: Parents were responded:

“I will leave him or her. The world will teach them”
This kind of respond showed that the families were practiced uninvolved parenting style. The data above was revealed that, the un-involved parenting style was associated with poor families with aged parents. Again it was associated with families with single parents and low level of education families. In those families parents they know nothing or they do not want to participate on what to do to help their school children in academic areas.

The data implied that, poor people had no time to relax with their families. Also those families lack abilities to handle their children due to over stress as a result of economic hardship. Aged parents and single parents have little or no control to their children. Again the parents with low level of education, have little or no understanding on the school systems. Therefore, they had little to say or comments on education.
Moreover, the data suggested that the uninvolved parenting style was also produce negative results even for rich families. This is because the parents do not involve in their children affairs and school activities. For this case they lack necessary guidelines and important support in their academic areas and in getting basic needs.

These findings that show different types of parenting style also was supported by Mikulincer and Shaver (2003), who was researched and founded that, uninvolved parenting style affect individual’s cognition and behavior. Also Cassidy, 1994; Freeney, 1999; Galinhal et al., 2012 who supported that parent involvement in students’ activities and care givers are amongst the cause factor for academic performance for school children.
Therefore, the study findings were showed the importance of finding suitable types of parenting style. This choice depends on many factors. One of the factor for choosing economic status of the family. Most of the poor families were reported by researcher to be suited by authoritarian parenting style. Another factor was cultural differences. Tanzanian and African and particularly Zaramo culture was reported by researcher to be suited by authoritative parenting style.
4.4 The influences of community interest in favoring secular education and its academic performance amongst Zaramo Muslims schools’ children. TC "4.4 The influences of community interest in favoring secular education and its academic performance amongst Zaramo Muslims schools’ children." \f C \l "2" 
About four sub questions were asked to all participants. Those are parents and students’ participants. Two different types of questionnaires were used. This was to investigate the influence of interest in an academic performance. The classified data presented in the following table:

The findings revealed that, high interested children and parents in secular education associated with good academic performance for school children. Also children and parents with low interest in secular education associated with poor economic status and highly interested in religiosity studies. Majority of parents responded as follows for the question that need to know what types of education fevered much between religious studies and secular education for their school children and why?
“...I prefer religious education because it will help to bring people to the paradise. Also is the source of all other knowledge”
This kind of response associated with low interest in secular education. The community with low interest in secular system of education associated with low academic performance. This finding corresponding with the finding by Paul, (2013) that interest build cognition ability of the learner and hence enhance academic performance. This is because interests reported by Kpolovie, (2010, 2012) to be internal desire of doing things. But Low interested parents and students in secular system of education produced positively in their children academic performance if the authoritarian parenting style were used.
Moreover, the data were revealed that, if the parents and their children possess low interest in secular education but good in economic status, resulted in good academic performance. But also this became possible if the authoritative parenting style was used. But also, low interested students resulted in good academic performance if the students were more interested in religiosity as well as authoritarian parenting style was used. This is because as reported by Purnama, (2014); Hafinuddin and Hendri, (2003) and Antonio (2012) that basic characteristic for Muslims are commitment and honest. These characteristics enable Muslims to perform well in different activities.
 By considering the theory of motivation by Vroom (1964):  Wigfield and Schiefele (1998) was suggested that Zaramo Muslims society majority of them possessed low interest in secular system of education because they have few / lack people of the same tribe to be as their role models. The data were shown that, majority of Zaramo parents, students and their elders neither they attend in higher level of secular education nor higher level in religious school. But most of them attend low level of Madrasa school and become Muslims leaders or Madrasa teachers. Thus they understand very little about the human responsibilities here on the earth and there in the earth (after death). 
Basing with the data showed in Table 4.4.1 it showed that, Zaramo Muslims community realized that, to be Madrasa teacher and other work associate with Muslims is easier than to go to secular school and getting good job. This resulted off schooling in secular system. This is because they see many people getting a lot of money by being a traditional doctor. They become doctors after having very little education associated with Islam (especially writing and reading Arabic materials. These materials associated with traditional doctors and not Islamic knowledge). 
While very little people amongst the Zaramo Muslims have good job or life as a results of attending formal schools many of people employed themselves as traditional doctors after attending madrasa. For this case most parents and their children interested much in Islamic study than secular education. Consider the attendance of students that show willingness of students studying formal schools as in table 4.4.2 below

The data reveled that, majority of students’ attendance was not good.  Further analysis showed that those students with very poor attendance, they also associated with low interest in school. Majority of them they were so actively in attending Madrasa activities and other Islamic activities. Majority of low attendance students in school associated with high interested in religious activities or poor economic status. 
This finding also supported by Silvia, (2006) who reported that, interest increase attention, desire and cognitive abilities. Also Vroom, (1964) who reported that, the engagement in a task and its achievement depends on the how interested in that task. Vygotsky, (1978) proposed that, the interest and context are the core factors for students’ performance. This is true that if school children had little interest in school, the school attendance become too low as illustrated in table 4.4.2 above.
4.5 The effects of poor time management in academic performance of school children. TC "4.5 The effects of poor time management in academic performance of school children." \f C \l "2" 
To work with this research objective and question, total of three sub questions were asked to student participants. Some parents when asked about what they think are the problems affects academic performance of their children while they are at school and at home, they responded as follows:
“....My child lack enough time to deal with both school subjects and religious subjects”

This respond showed that, this community especially school children lack knowledge on how to manage their time. This is because of academic loads as a result of religious subjects and secular subjects. The table 4.5.1 below summarized this finding as follows:

The data revealed that, poor time management was one of the cause factors for poor academic performance. Zaramo Muslims school children attend in both secular schools and religious schools. This attendance investigated to increases an academic load. This needs proper time table so as to earn good academic performance in secular system of education as well as in religious subjects.
Similar findings with these were also supported by (Obijiku, 2015) who found that, good time management helps in successes in education activities. Again, the data revealed that, families with improper time management commonly done by the families with poor economic status and low education level. Madrasa attendance children without proper time management were associated with poor academic performance.
In contrast some studies revealed that, as people engage in many activities they got good performance (Ray, 2000; Rudner, 1999 and Collom, 2005). This showed that academic load was not major causality for poor academic performance. But improper time management was a major factor for poor academic performance. Again engaging in many activities helps the brain to be sharp because of frequent thinking. This enables good academic performance for school children.
Not only that but also the data revealed that, if the economic status of the family is poor, the parents and students time management also become poor. But if the authoritarian parenting style practiced by such kind of family, producing good academic performance. But also the data revealed that for most cases the academic performance determine by proper time management. Again, Low academic performance obtained for the community with, good economic status even though they use authoritative parenting style. This style reported by researcher to suit rich families. Poor performance because they are improper in time management as proposed by Ray, (2000); Ruddner, (1999) and Collom, (2005)
Therefore, from the above analysis of data it was revealed that, time management was very important factors for producing good academic performance regardless any type of parenting style used and family social or economic status. Although economic status seems to be dominant factor for good or bad academic performance but still the major important cultural factors for poor academic performance was improper time management.
This analysis of the findings, further more can be related with socio-cultural theory which developed by Vygotsky (1978): Roggoff, (1990), thereby learning reported to occur well when materials and learning activities organized properly. It showed that, time used for Madrasa and other activities reduced the chance for school children to deal with secular education especially private studying time. 
Also the data showed that Zaramo Muslims community deals much with studying Quran and other related Islamic subjects. This caused them to pay little concern on secular subjects during private study like night and weekend. Moreover, most of them lack proper time table to deal with both types of education system subjects.
4.6: Summary of the chapter TC "4.6: Summary of the chapter" \f C \l "2" 
This chapter four presents findings of the study. The qualitative data were presented and analyzed differently from quantitative research. In this section data presented in tables so as to answer all research questions as presented in 4.2 above. This was after classifying them to reduce the number. The analysis and the interpretation of data were made in all the three research questions. In details this chapter will be summarized in the next chapter of summary, conclusion and recommendation below in chapter five.
CHAPTER FIVE
SUMMARY, CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS TC "CHAPTER FIVE" \f C \l "1" 
5.1 Summary of the study TC "5.1 Summary of the study" \f C \l "2" 
The study dealt with an assessment on the factors contributing to poor academic performance among students of Zaramo Muslims in Mkuranga district, Tanzania. It aimed at giving solution for poor academic performance of this community. The study was comprised of three research objectives and three questions as well.
The study took more than six months to complete. It covered small area of Mkuranga district which is Vianzi administrative ward. The study was faced by several limitations.  The major limitations were insufficient funds and shortage of available time in hand for the study but it was completed. Its completion was reported by the researcher to suit the government of Tanzania, school leaders, teachers, religious leaders, students and their parents. This was because it leads them in choosing appropriate parenting style, the way to manage their time and to build high degree of secular school interest.
Three theories of attachment, socio cultural and motivation theories were used as aid in research questions’ answering. But theories as well as empirical review showed a big gap to fill since there was no research conducted in Mkuranga with similar objectives like in this study.
The study was reported by the researcher to use ethnographic design in qualitative approach. Twenty- seven participants were used as sample size. Purposive sampling technique was also used. Data was collected by using observation, interview and documentary review instruments.
The major findings for poor academic performance in secular education among Zaramo Muslim students seemed to be improper time management. Other findings that cause poor academic performance were low community interest in secular education as well as poor parenting style choices for students-parents. The researcher then provided some recommendations to rectify the problem.
5.2 Summary of the findings TC "5.2 Summary of the findings" \f C \l "2" 
The major finding founded in this study was improper time management as the main factor for the poor academic performance among Zaramo Muslims community. Other factors contributing to poor academic performance were low community interest and poor parenting styles. Summary for the findings based in all the three research objectives and they represented through three research questions as follows:

5.2.1 The contribution of parenting styles and academic performance. TC "5.2.1 Relationship between parenting styles and academic performance." \f C \l "3" 
The study founded out that Zaramo Muslim community had four types of parenting styles. Those were authoritative parenting, authoritarian parenting, permissive parenting and uninvolved parenting style. These types of parenting styles seem to have close relationship with academic performance as described below:
The first is Authoritative parenting style. This style when practiced with the families with good economic status and good education background were reported by the researcher producing good academic performance for their school children. But for un-educated poor families produced poor academic performance when introduced authoritative parenting style. 
Furthermore, the researcher concluded that although the choice of parenting style was a factor for poor academic performance, the major reason was identified to be improper time management. This was because they lack skills to plan on how to deal with all subjects. The subjects become many due to madrasa subject and school subjects. In other way poor academic performance was due to academic loads.
The second is authoritarian parenting style. This style suited by the people with low education and poor families. The schools’ children from poor families, was reported by researcher to have high school attendance when authoritarian parenting style was applied. Its application resulted in good academic performance. This is because low economic families’ children need close supervision and control. This phenomenon was helped to perform well in different school activities. Thus authoritarian reported by the researcher families with economic hardship.
The third is Permissive parenting style. This is just like authoritative parenting style. It suits families with good economic status and children with high intelligent quotient (Gifted students). When families of this kind applied permissive parenting style associated with good academic performance if properly manage their time.
The forth is Un-involved parenting style. This parenting style was practiced by parents with low economic status, single parents, aged parents and other parents with various problems, socially, economically and mentally. This style also applied by parents as a way of escaping their responsibilities. This style also reported by the researcher to be harmful even if when practiced by high economic status families. This is because very few students who can able to run their life affairs for themselves.
5.2.2 The influence of community interest in favoring secular education and its academic performance among Zaramo Muslims school children. TC "5.2.2 The influence of community interest in favoring secular education and its academic performance among Zaramo Muslims school children." \f C \l "3" 
The results were showed that low interested students and or their parents in secular education system resulted in poor academic performance. But the academic performance of school children improved for low interested students if authoritarian parenting style applied and properly time managed. Religious participation amongst school children resulted into good academic performance or poor academic performance depending on time management. Low interested community seemed to happen because of unemployment within Zaramo graduates in secular education. 
The researcher was reported that, majority of the few Zaramo graduates who pursued secondary school education were unemployed. This is the cause factor for low community interest. Apart from unemployment as a factor for low interest, the desire of paradise was reported to be the second factor. Muslim through strong Islamic faith believed that, it is most important to get Islamic education that leads in to the paradise. Thus, some Muslims believe that it is wastage of time to considerate much on the secular education. This was because secular education was contributed less in both of their lives. The life on the earth’s surface and life in the earth’s body. 
Contrasted to secular school graduates, the graduates from Islamic studies were reported to rises community interest in religious studies. This was because the graduates employed themselves easily as traditional doctors. Other graduates in Islamic studies become mosque leaders leading five daily prayers. Also some of them become madrasa teachers. These work they got easily and they able to run their daily life. 
5.2.3 The effects of poor time management in academic performance of Zaramo school children. TC "5.2.3 The effects of poor time management in academic performance of Zaramo school children." \f C \l "3" 
Improper time management founded to be the major cause for poor academic performance. Academic load due to madrasa participation and other religious activities reported by researcher to be the major factors for poor academic performance. The results were showed that, low academic performance was experienced even for rich people if improperly managed their time. The data were showed that although students were possessed high interest in secular education as well as suitable parenting style choices, but students’ academic performance were still poor. This was because they were improperly managed their time.
Poor time management caused poor studying plan. This was because big academic load contributed by madrasa and schools. In order for students to get both schools students, teachers and parents need skills on how plan for their studies accordingly.
5.3 Conclusion of the findings TC "5.3 Conclusion of the findings" \f C \l "2" 
Therefore, the researcher showed the relationship between parenting styles and academic performance. He said that, most of the poor families among Zaramo suited by authoritarian parenting style. Because of its nature that need close supervision to the children. But effectively the authoritarian parenting style needed to be mixed with other styles depending on the context.
Particularly authoritarian parenting style work properly when mixed with authoritative parenting style. This is because children need both freedom and supervision when doing things.
Moreover, community interest was another causality of poor academic performance among Zaramo Muslims. Low community interest was due to negative expectation on the contribution of secular education in their life. This further caused by unemployment among most of their graduates.
Also, community interest seemed to be very big problem for secular education. Most of the Zaramo Muslims prefer much religious education than secular education. Some families they were given equal status between the two types of education system. Muslims prefer religious education than secular education due to several reasons. One of the reasons was based on the faith. They were believed that religious education should be given high status since it leads them into paradise.
Another reason based in economic basis. They believe that putting much effort in secular education is wastage of time since it is difficult to pass for further education. Again it is wastage of time because even the few students who got chance for further education they were ended jobless. But things were different for those students who take religious studies. They spend a little time for studying ending with jobs as sheikh or madrasa teachers. Moreover, most of them employ themselves as traditional doctor even though most of them exist illegally.
Lastly improper time management was harmful for academic performance of students. Students fail to plan well their time to deal with both secular education as well as religious education. Therefore, government would see how to run both systems of education equally.
5.4 Recommendations. TC "5.4 Recommendations." \f C \l "2" 
Under this part the researcher recommends in two areas. The first was the recommendations for actions to be taken. These are views of the researcher on what to do to ensure that the stated problem as in the statement of the problem was solved. The second recommendations concern on suggested areas for further studies. These two parts described in detail here bellow:
5.4.1 Recommendation for actions. TC "5.4.1 Recommendation for actions." \f C \l "3" 
To solve the problem of improper time management, the government of Tanzania especially the ministry of education advised to integrate the two systems of education; secular education and religious education. This means that, all religious subjects bounded together in government schools and funded equally. 
The integrated model system will provide the chance for the students to get religious education together with secular education within the government schools. The government within this system should give equal important between secular education and religious education. Effectively the government should invest equally and give equal status between the two systems.
The introduction of integrated model school system will solve the problem of improper time management. This is because the academic load due to Madrasa and school participation will be well managed by experts who will be the implementers of the system. These experts will direct their students how to plan for their studies considering ability and available time.
Again, the model would rise the community interest of schooling secular education. This is because most Muslims prefer madrasa than formal schools for several reasons. Thus the system would allow students to choose either to take religious subjects or secular subjects through integrated model. Students and parents they would become more interested and more curiosity with the system since all subjects taught in madrasa also taught in schools with the same efforts. 

When applying this educational model system, religious subjects should be given chance equally in advanced level subject’s combinations. This means as they allowed choosing PCB, PCM, HKL and other combination also the government should allow the same for religious subjects like QFL for QURAN, FIQHI and LANGUAGE and other combinations in religious subjects. Teachers should be employed by the government and should give equal status like secular teachers. 
This would help to build respect among the teachers. Due to that, it helps to build interest of the parents and the students as well as the teachers. This will help to improve academic performance eliminate failure of students academically. This is because willingly they choose education system. 

Moreover, to rises the community interest as the second major problem reported by researcher to cause poor academic performance, the government of Tanzania advised to make effort to ensure that secular education become interested among Zaramo Muslims. This is possible by knowing that low community interest was caused by poor contribution of secular education among Zaramo Muslims in an employment market. Majority of Zaramo Muslims ends jobless after completing ordinary level and even upper level of education. Hence government would eliminate unemployment so as to rises interest community interest in secular education.

Therefore, the Tanzania government would find the way education to become tool of employment for any level of study. This may become possible by introducing self-reliance education in schools. For example, agriculture education and business education. This would increase the degree of interest necessary for taking secular education.
Moreover, low interest reported by researcher to be caused by high demand of paradise demanded by Zaramo Muslims whereby religious education was as main tool of getting it. Therefore, integrated education model would become the solution whereby both system of education provided within a single system.
For the case of appropriate parenting style, authoritarian parenting style should be recommended to be practiced by Zaramo Muslim community. To the school management and leaders as second students-parents, also they have to adopt leadership style by considering cultural differences. In the area with good economic status they have to adopt transformational leadership style which is similar with authoritative parenting style. 
But for the poor society like most Zaramo of Mkuranga, the suitable leadership style will be transactional leadership style which is similar with authoritarian parenting style. In this style the parents should apply close supervision to their children to ensure they go to school and study while at home. Parents and the teachers should co-operate each other in all school activities.
5.4.2 Recommendation for further research. TC "5.4.2 Recommendation for further research." \f C \l "3" 
There are so many factors that cause poor academic performance for Zaramo Muslims school children. Therefore, for further research the recommendations were to the following: 
The first was poverty and academic performance for Zaramo Muslims community. This is to examine for what extent poverty become the restraints for secular education development. This is especially for Zaramo Muslims communities in Tanzania and the rest of the world.
The second was to examine to what extent Zaramo folk beliefs and taboos contribute to the poor academic performance for this society and other similar societies in the world.
The third was to explore the contribution of environment in secular academic performance amongst Zaramo Muslims community. This is to see for what extent the environment become restraints to educational performance.
The fourth was the contribution of Islamic studies in providing employment for Zaramo Muslims community. This is to see for how much Muslims from Zaramo community depend on religious education as their source of employment and money.
The fifth was to investigate how many Muslims got secular education and employed in different companies. This is to investigate the trends of un employments for Zaramo Muslims and the causes of un employment.

The last topic for further research was impact of religiosity in an academic performance. This is to examine the religious diversities and its contribution in academic performance through interest buildings.

 5.5 Summary of the chapter. TC "5.5 Summary of the chapter." \f C \l "2" 
The chapter dealt with several things. It considered with the results of the research work. Thereby the relationship between authoritative parenting style, authoritarian parenting style, permissive parenting style and uninvolved parenting style was related with Zaramo school children’s academic performance. 
Thus the authoritative parenting style as well as permissive parenting style was seemed to be used by rich and educated families. But uninvolved and authoritarian parenting style seemed to be practiced by the poor and uneducated families. 
Also, the influences of interest and time management were discussed. Low community interest in secular system of education seemed to be caused by more needs in religious participation and unemployment. Again there are few people to be used as role model for Zaramo Muslims community who success easily in life through secular system of education. This is to compared with people who get success in their life through religious studies. Low interest and poor time management seemed to contribute negatively in academic performance. 
Again, the chapter provided some recommendations to the government and other people. Thereby, the recommendations for further research and actions were also provided. The researcher in most cases recommended an integrated model system of education as solution for poor academic performance.
