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ABSTRACT
The purpose of the study was to assess the role of Export Processing Zones (EPZ) industrial parks development on the economic development of Tanzania, citing Dar es Salaam as a focal point of the study. The study was guided by research-specific objectives namely assessing the way Domestic and Foreign Direct investment affect impact of EPZ industrial parks in the study area, the way foreign currency inflows from established EPZ industrial parks affect economic development in the study area, and the way employment creation from established EPZ industrial parks affect economic lives of people in the study area. The study adopted an explanatory research design, and a sample of 150 EPZ industrial park companies were selected as respondents to this study. Research study adopted an explanatory research design which helped explain the relationship between EPZ industrial park KPIs and the performance of key sectors of the economy in the respective study area. Simple random sampling procedures were used to select targeted respondents. The study found that EPZ industrial parks program in Tanzania play a significant role in the economic development of people and observed a positive relationship between Domestic and Foreign Direct Investment and the performance of key sectors of the economy. Also, the study confirms a positive relationship between capital investment, foreign currency inflows, employment level and the performance of key sectors of the economy. Moreover, corporate social responsibilities and linkages with local entrepreneurships have been identified to be essential elements impacted by the EPZ program, especially in rural areas where such social and entrepreneurship engagements impact livelihood of the poor. The study concluded and recommended that, since EPZ industrial park program have been identified to play a significant role in the economy, there is a need for the Government to expand their services and reach more people in different regions of Tanzania through a scheme of setting aside land for Special Economic Zones, and putting in place necessary infrastructures, where such EPZ industrial parks can be established.

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CHAPTER ONE
INTRODUCTION
1.1
Chapter Overview
The present chapter describes the background information of the study, problem statement, research objectives, research questions, the significance of the study, as well as scope of the study.
1.2
Background to the Study
An export processing zone, (EPZ), as an area set up to enhance commercial and industrial exports by encouraging economic growth through investment from foreign entities. Incentives such as tax exemptions and a barrier-free environment are the main attractions of an EPZ. The main goals and benefits of an EPZ are growth from foreign exchange earnings through nontraditional exports, creation of jobs to assist in income generation and development of skilled labor, the attraction of direct foreign investment, and fostering of transfer of technology, (Thomas, 2019).

Dennis (2017) defines Export processing zones (EPZ) as spatially delimited areas in which manufacturers produce goods that are largely aimed for export markets. Dennis (2017, pg 1) found that EPZs specially focus on manufactured goods that are largely aimed for export markets. EPZ and assembly-based SEZ objectives are to create new jobs, boost growth in trade, exports, and foreign exchange earnings, facilitate economic diversification and industrialization, and provide access to foreign technology and management expertise. They provide a functional advantage to investors seeking to capitalize on the economies of scale that a geographic concentration of production and manufacturing may bring to a trade region. They compete primarily on the basis of fiscal and tax incentives, differential labor regulation mechanisms such as reducing or altogether banning trade union activity, relaxed environmental regulations, and/or proximity to major markets.
Theories that that was used as guidance to this study included that of Herbert Grubel, who developed a theory which can be used to analyse the net welfare effects of an EPZ.  His theoretical  approach  takes as point  of  departure the elements  of selected deregulation contained in the establishment  of EPZs and  the  selected  elimination  of tariffs  and  import  controls,  Grubel, (1982: 48-55). Another theory was that of the New Growth Theory on EPZs advocated by Johansson, (1994). She emphasized the transitory nature of EPZs, the importance of spillovers from FDI into the local economy, and the centrality of backward linkages.
Since an EPZ has been defined as industrial park or industrial estates, the title of the study: “Export Processing Zone (EPZ) Industrial Parks Development Impact on Economic Development of Tanzania” simply refers impact of EPZ program to the economy of Tanzania and aligns with the definition of the term EPZ.
Tanzania established Export Processing Zones programs since 2002 after the enactment of EPZ Act, Cap 373 and came into action in the year 2003 with the aim of promoting export oriented investment, to bring new industries and employment, to create international competitiveness for export led economic growth and also as a departure from import substitution towards an export-oriented economy, but still the EPZ sector has not reached its full potential. In Tanzania, EPZA is the authority which is under the Ministry of Investment, Industry and Trade as a legal entity charged with designating suitable areas for the location of export processing centers countrywide. The Authority also oversees the provision of a special business environment and incentive packages that promote and foster export-oriented activities in the manufacturing, processing, assembling and service sectors of the economy. The benefits of establishing an EPZ is to provides various incentive packages for prospective investors, including the exemption of corporate tax and withholding taxes on rent, dividends and interest over a ten-year period and many others.
The need for Industrial Parks development in Tanzania was reinforced in 2005 when the Government adopted Asian economic development model and the Mini Tiger plan 2020 as a tool for the implementation of Tanzania Development Vision 2025. The main focus of the plan is to create employment by attracting foreign direct investment and promoting exports by developing   Special Economic Zones, in which industrial parks is one of the component. In 2006, the first Government owned Special Economic Zone (SEZ), cum Industrial Park was built at Mabibo External in Dar es Salaam. The Industrial Park (IP) was named after the 3rd Tanzanian President Benjamini Mkapa, and therefore called Benjamini William Mkapa Special Economic Zone. The BWM SEZ has demonstrated to be a successful proof of the concept for the establishment of SEZ cum EPZ Industrial Parks in Tanzania with diverse industrial activities. Various other EPZ Industrial Parks are in various stages of development in different regions such as Coastal, Dar es salaam, Tanga, Kigoma, Manyara, Geita and Mara, with only two fully operational Industrial Parks in Dar es Salaam and Mtwara to-date. The slack development of such Industrial Parks has been caused by lack of relevant guidelines on how to plan, develop and manage the same by the Government and as a consequence, the Government is losing a lot in terms of foreign exchange that would have been obtained by establishing industrial parks for export market including employment to young Tanzanians.

Statement of the Research Problem
Many developing countries and some regions in developed countries experience low investment in manufacturing sectors, especially in those with more value added. EPZs are an attempt to achieve more manufacturing exports, industrial sector upgrading and employment creation in manufacturing (Lakshman, 2017). 

Madani (2013), suggests that EPZ primary goals are to provide foreign exchange earnings by promoting nontraditional exports, to provide jobs and create income, and to attract foreign direct investment and attendant technology transfer and knowledge spillover. Domestic, international, or joint venture firms operating in export processing zones typically benefit from reduced red tape, flexible labor laws, generous long-term tax holidays and concessions, above-average communications services and infrastructure (and often subsidized utilities and rental rates), and unlimited duty-free imports of raw and intermediate inputs and capital goods needed for production. In this review of experience, Madani concludes that export processing zones have limited applications; the better policy choice is to liberalize a country's entire economy. Under certain conditions - including appropriate setup and good management - export processing zones can play a dynamic role in a country's development, but only as a transitional step in an integrated movement toward general liberalization of the economy (with revisions as national economic conditions change). EPZs can enhance competitiveness through a 'role reversal': switching from a narrow focus on cost advantages and lower standards to become champions of sustainable business. EPZs can find new grounds for competitiveness through meeting the growing expectations on MNEs and their suppliers to exercise good social and environmental practices. "Next generation" EPZs can gain a competitive advantage by not only providing conventional commercial benefits (such as modern infrastructure and expedited permitting), but by also providing cost-effective support for good environmental and social practices for firms operating within their boundaries, (UNITAD, 2015). Although some EPZs are making the transition to more of a sustainable development orientation (demonstrating proof of concept), an UNCTAD survey of 100 EPZs' public information undertaken as part of this report suggests that most EPZs are not promoting prominent environmental and social features. Given changes to conventional means of attracting investment into EPZs, this lack of engagement with corporate sustainability could become a missed opportunity for both sustainable development and for EPZ investment promotion. 
With the increasing demand for value addition of raw materials obtained in Tanzania, especially for export, the role of EPZ industrial park program on the performance of key sectors of the economy in Tanzania is not well studied; this is because many studies in Tanzania are based on promoting environmental and social features of such EPZ, (UNCTAD, 2015); trade performance of such EPZ industrial parks, (Siroen, 2016); gender equality on EPZ employment, (Adu Guymfi et el., 2020); and public perception on the performance of such EPZ, (Borega 2019). Therefore, the study attempted to fill the existing gap and add to knowledge by exploring the role of EPZ industrial park program on economic development of Tanzania, citing Dar es Salaam as a focal point of the study.

Research Objectives
1.4.1
General Research Objective

The general objective of this study is to assess the role of Export Processing Zones (EPZ) industrial parks on the economic development of Tanzania, citing Dar es Salaam as focal study area.
1.4.2
Specific Research Objective

The study is specifically going to address the following;

To assess the way Domestic and Foreign direct investment impacts economic development through EPZ industrial park program;
To assess the way in which foreign currency inflows through EPZ industrial park program impacts the economy of the country;
To assess the way in which job creation  and income generation through EPZ industrial park program impacts the livelihood of people in the study area; and
To assess the way EPZ industrial park program impacts the key sector of the economy.

Research Questions
1.5.1
General Research Question
To what extent does the EPZ industrial park program has impacted the Economy of Tanzania?
1.5.2
Specific Research Questions
The study is going to examine the following key questions;

In what ways do Domestic and Foreign direct investment impacts economic development through EPZ industrial park program?
In what ways does foreign currency inflows through EPZ industrial park program impacts the economy of the country? 
In what ways does employment level through EPZ industrial park program impacts the livelihood of people in the study area? 

In what ways does EPZ industrial park program impacts the key sectors of the economy?

1.6
Relevance of the Research
This study is of great significance to planners and policymakers in formulating investment policies that can be used and govern export oriented industries under Export Processing Zone program. Also, this study's finding can help planners in the sense that they can be capable of putting their plan effectively after realizing what exactly push the performance of industries that make value addition to our raw materials for export market. Those who engage in EPZ industrial park program can benefit from these findings as they are capable of executing; top leaders and employees in the investment sector as the findings sheds more light on the role of EPZ industrial park program on the economic development, the findings will shade best practices and on what key areas to concentrate most to perform well.  An understanding of the role of EPZ industrial park program on economic performance can enable the investors to make medium and long-term plans for their activities while addressing challenges around them. Moreover, this study can be helpful to academicians and researchers who wish to expand their knowledge on the subject matter.
1.7
Scope of the study
The scope of this study is limited to assessing the role of EPZ industrial park program in economic performance of country. The study focuses on EPZ industrial park companies available in the Tanzania, as administered by the Export Processing Zones Authority (EPZA) based in Dar es Salaam. More than 264 individual companies have engaged in export oriented production using the local raw materials through EPZ industrial park program in Tanzania, and the activity provides both part and full-time jobs for the people. In some cases, it is the only source of income available to the people (Madani, 2013). Moreover, given the fact that export oriented (EPZ) Industrial Park are established where key raw materials such as Agro related products (cashew nuts, pulses, sesame, sunflower, pam oil, avocado, Horticulture, etc); minerals (Graphite, Gold, lead, coal); Forestry products; Livestock products; etc are adequately available, the sample of 150 companies covers the following regional areas: Arusha (9); Coast (45); Dar es Salaam (43); Geita (1); Iringa (2); Kigoma (5); Kilimanjaro (4); Lindi (5); Manyara (1); Mbeya (2); Morogoro (13); Mtwara (6); Mwanza (1); Njombe (1); Ruvuma (1); Shinyanga (3); Singida (1); Tabora (1); and Tanga (6).

Organization of the Study 

The study is organized into five chapters. Chapter one is organized to cover the introduction and background of the study, statement of the problem, research objectives, research questions, significance of the study, limitations of the study, as well as the scope of the study. Chapter two puts forward a review of other literature as devoted by different authors and researchers; thus, the chapter is divided into subheadings such as; the definition of key concepts, theoretical perspectives of the study, empirical literature review, the conceptual framework as well as research gap. Chapter three attempts to describe various research methodologies used in this study. Such methodology includes the research design, sampling design, means of data collection, validity and reliability of data to be collected, and the way data have been analyzed. Chapter four of this study attempted to present the findings and discussion. In this case, the discussion of the study has been organized and discussed based on the three specified research objectives. A clear discussion has been made to put forward the issue being discovered, especially on the role of EPZ industrial park program on the economic performance of Tanzania in particular. Finally, in chapter five, the study's summary and recommendation on the issue discovered by the study have been put forward. Also, the chapter has indicated areas for further research.
1 CHAPTER TWO
LITERATURE REVIEW
2.1
Chapter Overview
This chapter reviews various works of literature to understand various concepts, theories, studies, and views of other scholars relating to EPZ industrial park role in economic performance. It constitutes the definition of critical terms; theoretical literature review, empirical literature review, theoretical arguments, conceptual framework, and the research gap.
2.2
Concepts and Definitions
An export processing zone, or EPZ, as an area set up to enhance commercial and industrial exports by encouraging economic growth through investment from foreign entities. Incentives such as tax exemptions and a barrier-free environment are the main attractions of an EPZ. The main goals and benefits of an EPZ are growth from foreign exchange earnings through nontraditional exports, creation of jobs to assist in income generation and develop labor skillsets, the attraction of direct foreign investment, and fostering of transfer of technology, (Thomas, 2019).

Dennis (2017), defines Export processing zones (EPZ) as spatially delimited areas in which manufacturers produce goods that are largely aimed for export markets. The global trade and investment context from which assembly-based EPZs emerged has changed significantly in recent years, yet the number of zones continues to expand. EPZs act as territorial frontlines of economic growth and liberalization, and continue to be associated with labor rights violations, environmental degradation, land confiscation, and gendered violence. The forms of accumulation they enable stimulate processes of spatial and economic reorganization that extend beyond the zones, making these sites paradigmatic for studies of globalization.

Wofford (2013), defines EPZs as special industrial parks providing duty relief to export oriented firms operating in the zones. They are enclaves within a country where foreign and domestic goods may enter duty free in order to be stored, distributed, combined with other foreign and/or domestic products, or used in manufacturing operations.

Engman, at el., (2012) defines Export processing zones (EPZs) as spatially delimited areas in which manufacturers produce goods that are largely aimed for export markets. EPZs generally offer export-oriented investors a host of advantages in relation to the domestic investment environment. Trade transaction costs are normally reduced by allowing for a combination of duty-free imports of raw materials, intermediate goods, and capital goods as well as streamlined and onsite customs services. Fiscal incentives like corporate tax holidays and various subsidies, for example for training of new staff, are often provided for a limited time period to reduce start-up costs and accelerate the payback period. In addition, most EPZs offer a simplified administrative environment, enhanced infrastructure, access to land and factory shells, and reliable utility services. By overcoming national investment climate barriers within a limited area, the government seeks to avoid the adjustment and political costs of implementing the reforms at the national level. The objectives of EPZ policy are to create new jobs, boost growth in exports and foreign exchange earnings, facilitate economic diversification and industrialization, and provide access to foreign technology and management expertise.

2.3
Domestic and Foreign Direct Investment under EPZ
EPZs are such industrial parks where export-oriented businesses in that park enjoy duty relief. This zone is situated in a country in such a position where domestic and international organizations can operate their business without any duty. Duty free products can be entered into this zone and can also be stored, distributed, processed, or manufactured within this zone. When there is a market demand for cheaper goods, an EPZ is constructed to meet this demand. There are several objectives for constructing an EPZ in a country. The prime objective is to attract foreign capital investment and mobilize investment for different purposes, such as rapid industrialization, creating an opportunity for employment in a country, technology exchange, and foreign exchange (Fakir et al., 2013; Hill & Johns, 1985; Huq, 2015).

Zhang, (2021); Olson et al., (2014) argue that the export processing zone hypothesis is related to the export-led growth (ELG) hypothesis which emulates that production for export can play an effective role for the betterment of economic smoothness. Economic integration which is measured by trade and FDI inflows is examined by Nguyen et al. (2018) using GMM approach. Their results show that improvements of institutions can positively influence the FDI inflows and trade. Institutional qualities enhance the economic growth and attract the foreign direct investment in developing countries (Layla et al., 2020; Lee et al., 2020; Nguyen, Schinckus, et al., 2020; Okunade, 2022).
According to Prasanna, (2010), FDI inflows are playing an optimized role in the host country's export accomplishments.  Iwamoto and Nabeshima, (2012) examine the impact of inward FDI and FDI reserves on export evasion and export diversification in the host economy. They applied the Generalized Method of Moments (GMM) model to the time range 1980–2007 over 175 countries. They discovered that five years of lag in inward FDI is positively related to export diversification and evasion. Reserve positively influenced export evasion.
2.3.1
Foreign Currency Inflows through EPZ Industrial Parks 
Export processing zones (EPZs) are industrial estates that are fenced in for producing manufactured goods for export. In short, they are trade enclaves that import raw materials, process them, and then export to the world market. The development of EPZs is justified by a number of motivations: to generate employment, to produce foreign exchange earnings, to promote exports, to provide a catalyst effect on local firms about how to export to the world market, to use trade enclaves to diffuse knowledge, know-how and management skills to local firms, and to stimulate industrial development in the host country, (Wu, 2009).

Export processing zones (EPZs) have become widespread with the liberalisation of international trade and investment. They are key players in the deepening of the global value chain (GVC) and hence increase foreign currency inflows, (Siroën, 2016). EPZs are created under specific circumstances–developing countries have abundant labor resources, while capital becomes mobile in the global economy. The combination of labor and capital in EPZs provides a chance for developing countries to absorb foreign direct investment (FDI) and be linked to the global economy with the minimum impact on the domestic economy, as the goods produced in EPZs are exported.
2.3.2
Job Creation and Income Generation through EPZ Industrial Park Program

EPZs are "industrial zones with special incentives to attract foreign investment in which imported materials undergo some degree of processing before being exported again”. The EPZs are undoubtedly huge employment generators. Since 1981, EPZs in Costa Rica have created almost 49,000 jobs, mostly in the garment and electronics sector, which have the added benefit of diversifying the country's exports away from traditional sectors such as bananas and coffee. Nearly 30 per cent of all the manufacturing employment in Costa Rica is now generated by enterprises operating in EPZs. The country's unemployment level is down to 5 per cent., (ILO report, 1998). EPZs are an attempt to achieve more manufacturing exports, industrial sector upgrading and employment creation in manufacturing. The impacts of EPZs on labour outcomes depend on the sector composition of the EPZ, (Lakshman, 2017).
2.3.3
EPZ Industrial Park Impacts the Key Sectors of the Economy 

EPZs are created under specific circumstances–developing countries have abundant labor resources, while capital becomes mobile in the global economy. The combination of labor and capital in EPZs provides a chance for developing countries to absorb foreign direct investment (FDI) and be linked to the global economy with the minimum impact on the domestic economy, as the goods produced in EPZs are exported, (Wu, 2009).
EPZ is frequently expected to serve as the mainspring behind the country’s evolution toward an entrepreneurial climate. Externally, the creation of an EPZ is seen as a “marketing instrument” to signal to international investors an inherent economic policy shift in the host country that would increase its attractiveness as a production location. To the extent that the desired effects of the gradual external exposure of the host economy materialize, the integration of the country as a whole into the global economy is facilitated, (IMF, 1990).
The Economic impact of EPZ through DDI; FDI; Foreign currency inflows, job creation and linkages with local entrepreneurs can be illustrated in the diagram below.

2.4.1
Supporting Theories  TC "2.3.1 Theory and Empirical Evidence" \f C \l "1" 
The supporting theories argue that, Export Processing Zones (EPZs), variously styled as free port zones, duty-free zones and free economic zones, are not a new phenomenon. The Rotterdam and Hamburg free port zones, for instance, date back to the latter half of the nineteenth century. Currently there are more than four hundred free port zones of differing description in various parts of the world, including the USA and the UK. Although they are a comparatively recent phenomenon in developing countries, they have steadily increased in number from seven at the end of 1970 to more than one hundred by the end of 1984. This chapter reviews the theory relating to EPZs and the available evidence on their benefits and costs to developing countries, (Balasubramanyam, 1998).
2.4.2
Herbert Grubel Theory on Effects of EPZ TC "2.3.2 Herbert Grubel Theory on Effects of EPZ" \f C \l "1" 
Herbert Grubel has developed a theory which can be used to analyse the net welfare effects of an EPZ. His theoretical approach takes as point of departure the elements of selected deregulation contained in the establishment of EPZs and the selected elimination of tariffs and import controls (1982: 48-55). The intention in this section is more limited, namely to sketch the economic rationale of EPZs within the framework of the outward-looking industrial development strategy. The implications of using the EPZ as regional development instrument are deduced from the conditions, as far as location is concerned, for the establishment of a successful EPZ. The goal of an outward-looking development strategy is not to create a bias in favour of export production at the cost of producing for the domestic market.

The objective is to create a situation of neutrality between producing for respectively the export and domestic markets. This neutral status is defined 'as the set of arrangements that will enable exporters to compete with foreign competitors in world markets on an equal footing in regard to undistorted markets and policies'(Rhee, 1985:8). In economies where tariff and quantity restrictions on imports have been implemented to stimulate import substituting production, one of the 'arrangements' required to eliminate the disadvantages facing exporters is to guarantee them free access to imports used in export production. Without this free access the distortion of the forces of comparative advantages, due to the distortions in the relative prices of inputs and outputs that accompany the imposition of protective measures, remains effective. (Balassa, 1971: 72 and Wall, 1976: 479).

2.4.3
The New Growth Theory on EPZs TC "2.3.3 The New Growth Theory on EPZs" \f C \l "1" 
Johansson (1994) one of the proponents of the new growth theory, applied the theory to the analysis of EPZs in developing countries. She emphasized the transitory nature of EPZs, the importance of spillovers from FDI into the local economy, and the centrality of backward linkages. She found three interrelated reasons as to how and why EPZs can contribute to the industrial development of a developing country: First, domestic firms lack needed technical, marketing and managerial know-how, and FDI within the zones fills this gap. Second, domestic firms seldom have access to international distribution channels and need support from international or joint venture companies. Finally, entry channels into international markets would be difficult without access to established foreign firms with wide international business dealings. (p. 390).
Extending this idea further, Baissac, (2004) observed: New Growth and Neo-Institutionalism sought to reaffirm that social and political institutions had a key role to play in the market above their influence on the allocation and cost of labor and capital. The theories proposed that economies were not simply machines that spontaneously created or destroyed wealth, but were social constructions informed by knowledge. (p.4).
One implication of these arguments is that government has a role in promoting technological learning and development, possibly through the use of EPZs. As Johansson, (1994) found, domestic firms lack needed technical, marketing and managerial know-how and FDI within the zones fills this gap, the study thus assessed the impact of FDI in the economy, among others.
2.5
Empirical Analysis of Relevant Studies TC "2.4 Empirical Analysis of Relevant Studies" \f C \l "1" 
Export processing zones (EPZs) have become widespread with the liberalisation of international trade and investment. They are key players in the deepening of the global value chain (GVC). However, little is known about their contribution to world trade due to a lack of information on their location and status. This paper sets out to improve knowledge in this area by analysing the trade performance of EPZ countries at macro-level with a focus on EPZ externalities and distortive costs. We have built an original database of EPZs in which we define them as processing zones benefiting from import tariff incentives. We show that EPZs increase trade only by easing the negative impact of protection. As importers of components and raw materials, they raise the rest of the world's exports. This confirms the contribution of EPZs to the GVC. This result is robust to a change in the model specification, errors and bias due to data collection issues and sample composition, Siroën (2016).
A study on comparative study of export processing zones in the wake of sustainable development goals: Cases of Botswana, Kenya, Tanzania and Zimbabwe was undertaken to assess the extent to which export processing zones in Botswana, Kenya, Tanzania, and Zimbabwe integrate the Sustainable Development Goals in their implementation and operations. We focused on four Sustainable Development Goals—gender equality, decent work, industry, and climate action. We interviewed four zone authorities, one in each country. A total of 12 firms in the agro-processing, textiles and garments, construction, and real estate sectors were also interviewed. All four zone authorities demonstrate a measure of environmental inclusiveness in their zone programmes. We found that firms in Kenya and Zimbabwe have a higher number of male than female employees, while zones in Tanzania employ more women. We propose that to promote sustainable development in these zones, policy action should concentrate on attracting firms that (are willing and able to) align with the particular Sustainable Development Goal that zone programmes are intended to achieve, (Adu-Gyamfi, et al., 2020).
When there is a market demand for cheaper goods, an EPZ is constructed to meet this demand. There are several objectives for constructing an EPZ in a country. The prime objective is to attract foreign capital investment and mobilize investment for different purposes, such as rapid industrialization, creating an opportunity for employment in a country, technology exchange, and foreign exchange (Fakir et al., 2013; Hill & Johns, 1985; Huq, 2015). The export processing zone hypothesis is related to the export-led growth (ELG) hypothesis which emulates that production for export can play an effective role for the betterment of economic smoothness (Zhang, 2021; Olson et al., 2014). Three economic schools present different assessments of the impact of these zones. The neo-classical analysis suggests that EPZs have a negative welfare effect on the country; the creation of zones will increase inefficiency by distorting production away from its comparative advantage (Hamada, 1974). However, Devereux and Chen (1995) argue that EPZs are likely to be welfare-improving under a much wider variety of circumstances than previously believed. Two schools of thought question the neo-classical assumptions and conclusion. Warr dismisses the neo-classical analysis, arguing that, “This literature has drawn upon the classical Hecksher-Ohlin model of production. Insofar as the model treats capital as being internationally immobile, it fails to capture the international mobility of capital goods - which is central to the functioning of EPZs. The main conclusion of most of this literature - that EPZs necessarily reduce the welfare of the countries is thus largely irrelevant for EPZs as they actually operate” (1989:66).
The study above promotes the cost-benefit approach to assess the impact of the zones. The third school, the new growth theory, argues that the neo-classical approach does not take into account the zone’s spillovers on to the host nations. In light of the human capital enhancement, demonstration and catalyst effects of the zones, it advocates amending the originally negative neo-classical assessment of the EPZs (Johansson, 1994).

Foreign exchange earnings are one of the main benefits expected from an export processing zone. Such a criterion is an incomplete measure of the success or failure of a zone or a firm active within it. Nonetheless, it is argued that EPZs provide foreign exchange earnings that allow low income economies to slacken the foreign exchange constraints regarding their import needs for the rest of the economy and provides the government with development funds, however, that foreign exchange earnings gains may have been overstated. First, in the case of foreign owned EPZ firms, foreign exchange benefits accrue to the country under specific circumstances. According to Warr (1989) this process only occurs when the foreign owned firms exchange their foreign earnings into domestic currency at the official rate (through the central bank) to pay labor wages and other expenses incurred in the host country. Unless the country adheres to a floating exchange rate system the government’s rates do not usually represent the true shadow price of the foreign exchange. The shadow price of the foreign exchange is higher than the official exchange rate. As such, the government of the country taxes the EPZ firms. 
Early work on EPZ impacts showed substantial growth in gross exports, leading experts to support the zones enthusiastically. In some countries increases in gross export and earning of EPZs have been phenomenal. For instance, in Mauritius, EPZ exports earnings grew from 3 percent of total export earnings in 1971 to 52.6 percent in 1986 and 68.7 percent in 1994. However, the statistics on net exports have not been as promising. For instance, Amirahmadi and Wu, (1995) argue that among the Asian hosts of EPZs net export growth performance has neither been consistent nor impressive. Many of these countries have generated large amounts of gross exports. However, while Indonesia, South Korea and Taiwan managed a high ratio of net to gross exports - 49 to 63 percent in the mid-1980s - Malaysia, the Philippines and Sri-Lanka did not. 

Jenkins et. al. (1998) report that, the Central American zones share of domestic raw materials and supplies in total production averaged 6.0 percent in Costa Rica and Guatemala during 1994-96. While creation and development of backward linkages with the domestic industry is an important long term goal for many countries in which EPZs are active, a low net export ratio is not a negative outcome. The goals set by policy makers for the zone may determine the importance of the net export ratio. For instance, the volume of trade and level of activity of the firms may be large enough to provide other benefits – such a large employment and technological spillover effects –partially making up for weak backward linkages. 

Warr, (1989) points out that the global strategy of international corporations investing in the zone may be to seek the cheapest reliable international supplier instead of a comparable domestic source. This is because they may want to “preserve the international mobility of their processing operations” and forging a long term economic relationship with country suppliers would defy this strategy. Also, according to Weiping Wu, foreign firms tend to have a higher propensity to import than domestic firms. This tendency would increase if the foreign firm has expatriate management. Unfamiliarity with the country market and input quality would make it more likely to purchase inputs from known sources abroad. This, together with the fact that most zone productions involve low value added, does not leave room for a large net export balance. Even if the foreign exchange earning potentials of the zones were not overstated, they could be reached through a less isolationist approach than an economic enclave. The foreign direct investment effect goes beyond that of receiving needed infusion of capital (financial as well as machinery) from developed countries. Johansson, (1994) frames these contributions in terms of positive.  Successful FDIs in a zone represent a showcase for domestic firms and potential entrepreneurs to learn from and copy. 
Rhee, et. al., (1990) refer to them as the “catalysts” for they initiate and nurse nontraditional export-oriented production into maturity by combining their technical, marketing and managerial know-how and their access to world markets with the domestic endowments. Both the literature and eyewitness accounts confirm the foreign catalyst impact on the domestic entrepreneurial pool. Two prime cases are Mauritius and Dominican Republic. However, it is difficult to capture the catalyst effect. In a detailed study of eleven export catalysts in low-income countries, Rhee and Belot, (1990) suggest that this “catalytic” and demonstrative aspect of EPZs renders them quite valuable to developing countries. They (Belot, 1990) trace out the dynamic learning and application of foreign knowledge that took place, creating successful business ventures. 6 out of the 11 success stories were sparked by the cooperation of foreign and domestic catalysts. The foreign involvement was not limited to partaking of knowledge however. There was also an investment of capital and technology. The advent of the age of information technology and the revival of the regional integration agreements (RIA) may lead to the demonstration effect losing some of its relevance. If these developments provide alternative sources for the “knowledge package” the EPZs are said to bring to the host countries, the gains from the latter would be correspondingly less essential.

A great success story in this regard is the experience of the Indonesian zones, where the dominant garment industry uses domestic cloth and other raw intermediate inputs for its production. Amirahmadi and Wei, (1995) put the domestic share of total raw materials used in the zones at 15 percent. The Philippines has a comparable ratio to that of Indonesia. Kwang-Ku, (1990) describes a similar phenomenon he calls “out-processing” at the Korean Masan EPZ. Out-processing “is when a zone’s resident firm entrusts a part of the whole manufacturing process outside the zone to permit carrying out manufacturing processes which create pollution or are very simple, or to provide the ability to process rush orders which could not be achieved in existing facilities; or to reduce costs (pg. 30).”  This phenomenon has increased in magnitude over the years. While in 1976, there were 94 out processing firms employing some 4518 workers outside the zone (or 15 percent of zone employment), by 1988 56 out of the 73 zone firms had engaged 525 domestic firms for outsourcing processes. These 525 employed 16,686 workers, equivalent to half of the entire Masan zone work force. This very successful backward linkage permitted increased employment and exports as well as transfer of technology. The author also notes that salaries are in general lower than in zone firms and that there is less employment security because of the sub-contracting nature of the job (Warr, 1987).

There has been no doubt, a great deal of knowledge spill-over effect from the creation of EPZs in developing countries. Anecdotal support abounds about how a previously unskilled labor force has become semi-skilled and skilled production workers through training and learning by doing on the job. Rhee’s 1990 survey of Dominican Republic zones provides more concrete evidence. He reports a very steep labor productivity learning curve for the first three years of a firm’s operation, followed by a noticeable flattening out of the curve. By extension, these improved skills and productivity increase the workers’ income earning capacity. Given the high labor turn-over rate in the EPZs, domestic firms get the opportunity to benefits from this training and skills by hiring workers previously employed in the zone firms. Some employees also receive training at the managerial or supervisory level, thus enriching the entrepreneurial capital of the country. Also, the presence of EPZs allows domestic entrepreneurs and workers to benefit from observing and copying the traits that make the zone firms successful exporters. These traits may include managerial and production organizational skills, negotiations and marketing skills in dealing with foreign contractors, general business know-how and foreign contacts. In fact, many view the positive human capital gains and catalyst effect such valuable EPZ spillovers as to argue for a reassessment of the pessimistic neo-classical view of EPZ impacts (Johansson, 1994). This enthusiastic support of EPZs needs to be amended with two caveats. To start with, the skills that production workers acquire through training and learning by doing are not very sophisticated and may not advance their career opportunities once they move to the domestic economy. 

According to the Singa, (2007), the number of countries using EPZs increased to 130 in 2006, up from 116 in 2002 and 25 in 1975. These 130 countries operated 3500 EPZs, employing 66 million people. China has been by far the major country of expansion of EPZ activity. China is now estimated to have 40 million people working in EPZs or EPZ-like operations, an increase of 10 million since 2002. But China is not alone in its expansion of EPZ activity. Outside of China, employment in EPZs doubled between 2002 and 2006, from 13 to 26 million. By 2006, all of the regions of the world with the exception of South America had a fairly large presence of EPZs in terms of employment.

The active use of EPZs in East Asia, Central America and the Caribbean has been widely known and studied since they were created in the 1970s and 1980s. In a study of export diversification in EPZs in sub-Saharan Africa during the 1990s, Cling et al. (2005) found Madagascar to have made the most progress, increasing the number of different products with over US$1 million in exports from 38 to 70.  According to the authors of the study, diversification was important in making Madagascar’s Zone Franche “the only successful EPZ in an African LDC.” EPZ production in many countries continues to be in textiles and clothing.  However, this is not necessarily an indication of a lack of dynamism, industrial upgrading often occurs within a sector, with firms moving from assembly to more full package production, in which higher value added aspects of production are included in the process. Within the EPZ-based apparel sector a number of countries moved into or towards full package production. The export and employment performance of EPZs are in some cases quite impressive. In addition, EPZs are expected to attract FDI, generate profits for domestic business and to generate foreign exchange earnings and some tax revenue. There is a growing body of research on the net effect of all these factors (Jayanthakumaran, 2003). 

EPZs tend to import most or all of their material inputs, so it is important to net out imports in the calculation of EPZ contribution to foreign exchange reserves accumulation. There is not adequate data on EPZ imports to make an exact calculation of EPZ contribution to the national stock of foreign exchange reserves. A broader issue, which links the static and the dynamic consequences of EPZs, is the relation between EPZs and the generation of foreign exchange reserves.  
Tanzania is particularly interested in using EPZs as an instrument for export development, in light of the apparently successful experience of other countries and especially the latter’s success in utilizing EPZs to take advantage of AGOA. Indeed, the development of inclusive and sustainable Industrial Parks is instrumental in the implementation of TDV 2025. EPZs are at a nascent state in Tanzania. They were established by the EPZ Act of April 2002 following the enactment of the Export Processing Zones Act, 2002 of which was operationalized in mid-2003. The scheme promotes export-oriented investments within designated zones aimed to create international competitiveness for export-led economic growth. The program offers a range of attractive fiscal, physical and procedural and incentives to ensure lower cost operations, faster set up and smooth operations. The program’s objectives are to attract and promote investment for export-led industrialization; to expand foreign exchange earnings; to create jobs and skills development; to promote transfer of new technology; foster linkages of the local economy with the international markets; and to promote processing of local raw materials for export.

This study has reviewed various pieces of literature devoted to the same topic as this study. Based on the reviewed literature, the study attempted to address the gap captured in the literature. Based on that, a researcher wants to study the role of EPZ industrial parks development in economic development of Tanzania, and this came after realizing that there is a gap left without being covered as nothing has been done about economy impact of EPZ industrial park program, particularly in Tanzania. For instance, in all cited literature in this work, such as by  Cirera et al., (2017); UNCTAD, (2015) Switzerland; Siroën (2016); Adu-Gyamfi, et al., (2020) in their studies, they have tried to speak on the issue in relation to: EPZs employment in developing countries; impact of environmental and social features under EPZs; increase of trade (inflows of foreign currency) in EPZs; and gender employment, where Tanzania was found to employ more women in EPZ industrial park zones.

2 CHAPTER THREE
RESEARCH METHODOLOGY
3.1
Overview TC "3.1 Overview" \f C \l "1" 
The present chapter describes in detail the procedures and methods of data collection used during the data collection period in the respective study area. It provides a detailed account of various research methodologies used in the whole data collection process in the study area where the research study was conducted. The chapter is divided into sub-sections such as the population of the study, sample size determination, data gathering sources, research design, data collection instruments, data collection process, reliability, validity, data analysis techniques, and ethical considerations have been revealed.
2.1 3.2
Research Paradigm TC "3.2 Research Paradigm" \f C \l "1" 
Research Paradigm refers to the collection of beliefs shared by scientists, a set of agreements about how problems are to be understood, how we view the world, and about conducting research (Rahi, 2017). These paradigms contain the crucial set of assumptions and ideas that guide the inquiries for research. The philosophy is positivism. Positivism philosophy entails the focus of the study on objectivity (Saunders, Lewis & Thornhill, 2007). Positivism and interpretivist are dominant in business research. Positivists advocate for quantitative research methods, while interpretivists are for qualitative research methods (Richard, 2012). 
The study focused on the positivism philosophy since causal relationships have been undertaken, signifying the quantitative approach. The Positivist paradigm is a philosophical position that advocates the application of methods of natural sciences to the studies of social reality (Bryman & Bell, 2015). The positivist paradigm believes that actual knowledge can be obtained through observation and experiment; it is also called the scientific method, post-positivism, and quantitative research. The research problem of this study, “EPZ industrial; park development impact on economic development of Tanzania,” have influenced the choice of the respective paradigm such that the investigation does not focus on the interpretations of respondents on the research topic but on the economic performance offered to them. Such a research approach substantiates knowledge as being objective and represented by facts. In this case, they evolve from variables used to analyze the performance depicted from theories. 
This research technique is termed deduction, whereby theories form the basis for research exploration as variables analyzed are attained from them. This research conforms to such a deduction approach and hence subscribes to positivism in solving the study's research problem. Positivism philosophy entails the focus of the study on objectivity (Saunders, Lewis & Thornhill, 2007). The study focused on the positivism philosophy since a causal relationship was undertaken to signify the quantitative approach used in the study.
3.3
Research Design TC "3.3 Research Design" \f C \l "1" 
Kothari, (2004) defined research design as the science and art of planning appropriately for conducting studies to get the most reliable and valid findings. According to Mackenzie and Knipe, (2006), research design explains what techniques are applied to gather data, sampling strategies, tools that will be used, time, cost, and constraints to be allocated. Research design describes the basis of research. In this case, the subsections spotlight the scope of the study, the population investigated, the time dimensions, and the variables analyzed. Regardless of that, this research study adopted an explanatory research design. The explanatory design helps the researcher investigate the relationship between key EPZ industrial park KPIs (investment level, foreign currency earnings and employment generation) and the performance of key sectors of the economy (economic development); this design has considered time limitations. According to Thomas (2010), the explanatory research design is vital in explaining or predicting the existing relationship between variables. Thus, the design helped explain the relationship between EPZ industrial park KPIs and the performance of key sectors of the economy in the respective study area. The descriptive statistics method was used to analyze the quantitative data. The method has several weaknesses, including that it can be of limited use when samples and population are small, demands a fair number of calculations and explanations, and offers little information about the courses and effects. Regardless of the weakness, the researcher prefers to use descriptive analysis because it is easier. Descriptive statistics' strengths include that it is much easier to work with, interpret and discuss the raw data. It also helps to examine a data set's tendencies, spread, normality, and reliability. It can also be rendered both graphically and numerically, also includes valuable techniques for summarizing data in visual form (Akhtar and Islamia, 2016). 
3.4
Target Population
This refers to the study population where the sample size is generated outside of it  TC "3.4 Target Population" \f C \l "1"  (Kothari, 2004). The targeted population for this study was the population engaging in EPZ industrial park operations in Arusha (12 companies); Coast (75 companies); Dar es Salaam (70 companies); Geita (1 company); Iringa (6 companies); Kigoma (6 companies); Kilimanjaro (7 companies); Lindi (9 companies); Manyara (1 company); Mbeya (2 companies); Morogoro (20 companies); Mtwara (6 companies); Mwanza (4 company); Njombe (5 company); Ruvuma (1 company); Shinyanga (6 companies); Singida (1 company); Tabora (1 company); and Tanga (8 companies), totalling to 241 companies. Given the fact that export oriented (EPZ) Industrial Park are established where key raw materials such as Agro related products (cashew nuts, pulses, sesame, sunflower, pam oil, avocado, Horticulture, etc); minerals (Graphite, Gold, lead, coal); Forestry products; Livestock products; etc are adequately available, the surveyed population covers the indicated geographical regions. 
3.5
Sampling Design and Sample Size TC "3.5 Sampling Design and Sample Size" \f C \l "1" 
Saunders et al (2003) define sampling design as those techniques employed in selecting the population under the study. Two contrasting philosophies direct the selection of sampling techniques in both qualitative and quantitative research. According to Kumar, Seringhaus, and Bicry, (2004), in quantitative research, the attempt at sample selection is reflected by bias and representation of the population, while in qualitative research number of factors are considered, such as knowledge of a person, ease of access of potential respondents, and event or situation of interest.
3.5.1
Unit of Analysis TC "3.5.1 Unit of Analysis" \f C \l "1" 
The unit of analysis refers significant entity that the researcher is aiming to study. Units of analysis may comprise individuals, groups, social organizations, and artifacts and may involve geographical, construction, or social unit (Kothari, 2004). A sample unit is a distinct and non-overlapping entity, such as a quadrat or transect, individual plants, or branches within a plant. Characteristics of the sample unit significantly affect sample accuracy and precision and, therefore, sampling costs. Therefore, the Unit analysis for this study was 150 EPZ industrial park licensed entities regulated by the Export Processing Zones Authority (EPZA).
During the selection of sample units using the random sampling technique, the researcher was very keen on choosing the appropriate respondent in the sense that, there was no repetition in choosing respondents, especially those EPZ industrial park entities who undertake multiple activities in different sectors of the economy. For instance, once the researcher realizes that some of the EPZ industrial entity had a branch elsewhere doing a similar trading, only one person was chosen to fill out the questionnaire. He/she represents the company and her branches. Moreover, all randomly selected respondents comprised individuals who own or work in the individual EPZ industrial companies. 
3.5.2
Sample Size TC "3.5.2 Sample Size" \f C \l "1" 
Sample size determination is choosing the number of representatives to include in a statistical sample. Obtaining a sample size is very important because it is a feature of any study that aims to make inferences about a population from a given sample. Regardless, the sample size for this study was obtained using the Slovene Formula.
In obtaining the sample size, the researcher used the Slovene formula so as topic respondents from the individual populations; thus, the population of about 241 licensed EPZ industrial park entities regulated by Export Processing Zones Authority (EPZA).

Therefore, the sample size for this study was 150 EPZ industrial park licensed entities regulated by the Export Processing Zones Authority (EPZA).
3.5.3
Sampling Procedure TC "3.5.3 Sampling Procedure" \f C \l "1" 
This study involved probability/random sampling techniques in selecting respondents. The techniques were used to select appropriate respondents from the selected study area. Probability/random sampling techniques were used to select the appropriate respondents in the study area. With probability/random sampling, the nth respondent, thus EPZ industrial park entity, has a probability of being selected to be included in the study. Simple random sampling procedures were used to select targeted respondents. This type of sampling is also known as chance sampling, where each people in the population has an equal chance of inclusion in the sample, and each one of the possible samples, in the case of a finite universe, has the same probability of being selected (Kothari, 2004). 
The simple random sampling technique ensures that results from the sample should approximate what would have been obtained if the entire population had been measured (Shadish et al., 2002). The random sample allows all the units in the population to have an equal chance of being selected. Moore and McCabe (2006) put forward that, unlike other surveying techniques, simple random sampling is an unbiased approach to garnering responses from a large group, as random sampling eliminates bias by giving all individuals an equal chance to be chosen.
3.6
Location of the Study Area TC "3.6 Location of the Study Area" \f C \l "1" 
This study was conducted at the Export Processing Zones Authority (EPZA), based in Dar es Salaam, which licenses such EPZ Industrial Park investments across the country. The location was chosen as it is the head office, where all these entities reports on routine basis, hence easy for communication with respondents who are located away from Dar es Salaam.
3.7  Methods of Data Collection TC "3.7  Methods of Data Collection" \f C \l "1" 
Data collection methods to be involved in this study was Primary. Primary data are data that the researcher or investigator collects himself or herself from the universe of the field; it refers to first-hand data, usually very accurate in terms of reliability. 
3.8
Data Collection Instruments TC "3.8 Data Collection Instruments" \f C \l "1" 
3.8.1
Questionnaire TC "3.8.1 Questionnaire" \f C \l "1" 
A questionnaire is a research instrument consisting of a series of questions and other prompts to gather information from respondents (Kothari, 2009). Questionnaires were employed to collect data from 150 respondents from licensed EPZ industrial park on selected regions. The use of questionnaires saved several purposes, such as making respondents (EPZ Industrial park entities) more flexible in expressing their views and opinion on the study. Also, because it was easy to administer to many samples, respondents felt free to explain their opinion to avoid interviewer bias and get ample time to answer the questions. 

3.9
Validity and Reliability TC "3.9 Validity and Reliability" \f C \l "1" 
3.9.1
Validity TC "3.9.1 Validity" \f C \l "1" 
Validity refers to the extent to which a measurement does what it is supposed to do (Kothari, 2006). People often mean that it is sound and justifiable when referring to something as ‘valid’ in daily conversations. Validity can be categorized into internal validity, external validity, and content validity. Internal validity is essentially a measure of how accurate the research is. To ensure the internal validity of accuracy, correctness, or exactness of the research, the study targeted respondents engaging in EPZ industrial park operations as licensed by EPZA. The researcher ensured that only valid questions were asked. This was done by verification of the questions with the Supervisor as to whether the same were valid (relevant or irrelevant) against the study's objectives. After that, the researcher used the Content Validity Index to test the validity of the instruments. Amin (2005) observes that this method ensures that only a valid instrument is used to collect data. If the content validity index is below 0.796, the instruments were revised accordingly before collecting data.

In addition, triangulation of data collection methods was used to enhance the validity of the data to be collected. These methods included a literature review, interviews, and the administration of structured questionnaires. Moreover, questions were clarified to respondents, enabling respondents to clearly understand questions and provide answers to the best of their knowledge.

3.9.2
Reliability: Cronbach Alpha Coefficient TC "3.9.2 Reliability: Cronbach Alpha Coefficient" \f C \l "1" 
Reliability is a measure of how consistent the results from a test are. A pre-survey was conducted to ensure the research findings' reliability, and later, questions were written in simple language to avoid respondents’ confusion. In this study, the researcher measured the reliability of the data by using Cronbach’s Alpha. Ritter, (2010) Cronbach’s alpha is the measure of internal consistency; that is how the set of items are as a group. Cronbach’s Alpha can be written as the function of the number of test items and the average correlation among items. In the Cronbach’s Alpha formula, if the number of items increases, Cronbach’s alpha increases. Also, if the average inter-correlation is low, the alpha will be low. As the average inter-correlation increases, Cronbach’s alpha increases as well. Under this study, an Alpha Coefficient of 0.8 or higher indicated that the data collected were reliable and had relatively higher internal consistency; this was acceptable internal consistency, and if the Alpha coefficient is above 0.8 then that were considered as good internal consistency, the Alpha below 0.8 Alpha coefficient was doubtful internal consistency.
3.10
Data Cleaning TC "3.10 Data Cleaning" \f C \l "1" 
Data cleansing is an operation that is performed on the existing data to remove anomalies and obtain the data collection which is an accurate and unique representation of the mini world. It involves eliminating the errors, resolving inconsistencies and transforming the data into a uniform format. With the vast amount of data collected, manual data cleansing is almost impossible as it is time-consuming and prone to errors. Data cleansing process is complex and consists of several stages which include specifying the quality rules, detecting data error and repairing the error, (Ridzuan, 2019). The researcher used both manual and computer aided technique to specify errors and correct them.
3.11 Data Analysis TC "3.11 Data Analysis" \f C \l "1" 
This study's data was analyzed using the IBM SPSS Version 29.0. A substantial part of the analysis in this study is descriptive statistics; therefore, statistical analysis tools such as frequencies and percentages have been used in the analysis. Furthermore, the analysis calculated statistical values like mean performances; the Likert rating scale/five-itemized scale. The method allows respondents to tick on the response that meets the level of agreement with the statements given on the scale. Moreover, correlation analysis, regression analysis, and “a paired sample “t-test analysis” has been performed in this study mainly to show the existing relationship between study variables. Moreover, a linear regression analysis was applied to establish the relationship between the independent and dependent variables. The following equation was used.

Whereby = the performance of key sector of the economy (measured by EPZ industrial park KPIs)

The summaries of the narrations have been used in the discussion in subsequent sections. This helped the researcher to classify the information obtained from the study and pave the way for preparing the report and drawing the conclusion.

Ethical Consideration TC "3.12 Ethical Consideration" \f C \l "1" 
From a research perspective, ethical consideration is significant because not all people need their names to be shown or mentioned anywhere. Before administering questionnaires, participant’s participation in EPZ industrial park activities was sought from each respondent. Thus, only those willing to participate in this study were involved in answering questionnaires. Moreover, respondents were assured of the confidentiality of their views and ideas to be shared in the questionnaires. Also, due to the sensitivity of this study, words were chosen carefully when addressing issues related to the study during data collection and clarifying issues that emerged in the administration of questionnaires and interviews. In addition, research permits were sought from the University and area where the study was conducted.

4.1
Chapter Overview TC "4.1 Chapter Overview" \f C \l "1" 
The present chapter presented the findings and discussion of data gathered in the study area. The study aimed to assess the impact of EPZ industrial park development on performance of key sectors of the economy. The analysis and discussion of the finding have been presented in a logical flow of deals as guided by the study objectives. The key sections to be presented and discussed include the respondent’s characteristics (Respondent Sex/Gender, Respondents Age, Level of education, marital status, experience/time spent in the EPZ Industry) as well as the specific objectives of the study, thus, to assess the way Domestic and Foreign Direct Investment under EPZ, affect the performance of key sectors of the economy in the study area; to assess the way export turnover from EPZ industrial park entities, affect the performance of key sectors of the economy in the study area; and to assess the way employment creation and income generation affect the livelihood of people in the study area.
4.2
Respondents Rate TC "4.2 Respondents Rate" \f C \l "1"  

Response rate is referred to the total number of participants who were interviewed divided by the total number of eligible respondents; on the other hand, it is considered as the total number of completed interviews divided by the total number of participants with whom contact was made (Fincham, 2008). A detailed description and explanation of the sampling strategy that resulted in this response rate may provide a more critical assessment of the validity of the study findings than the response rate alone.
Regardless, this study intended to face 150 respondents, thus EPZ industrial park entities in the study area. So a researcher prepared a number of questionnaires to meet the study target. During filling the questionnaire, a researcher did a strict follow-up and checked if the questionnaires had been filled as required and where mistakes were observed immediately correction was done. In so doing, all the questionnaires were filled; there was a 100% respondent rate. Fincham, (2008) and Richardson, (2015) argue that response rates approximating 60% and above are acceptable in social research. This implies that most research should be the goal of researchers and, indeed, the expectation of the study. Hence this study relies on the appropriate and reasonable response rate.

4.3
Reliability of Research Instruments  TC "4.3 Reliability of Research Instruments (Questionnaires)" \f C \l "1" 
In this study, the researcher measured the reliability of the data by using Cronbach’s Alpha. Ritter, (2010). A 5-point Likert scale ranging from 1 Strongly Agree to 5 Strongly Disagree have been analysed by cronbach’s Alpha as follows:-

Item 1 – Do EPZ industries have direct contribution to the government budget and facilitate level of investment?

Item 2 – Do EPZ industries promote social services to the community?

Item 3 – Do EPZ Industrial parks form source of foreign exchange and help to enhance value added on local products?
Item 4 – Do EPZ factories impact local economy (local entrepreneurs)?
The results indicates that the inter correlation validity index is above 0.796 indicating that the data collected were reliable and had relatively higher internal consistency as summarized in the table below:-

4.4
General Respondent's Characteristics TC "4.4 General Respondent's Characteristics" \f C \l "1" 
Respondent’s characteristics in research play a significant role in expressing and giving responses about the research problem. Based on that, this section presents the general characteristics of respondents interviewed in the study area. Respondent characteristics to be discussed in this section include respondent Sex/Gender, respondent age, level of education, marital status, and experience/time spent in the EPZ industrial park activities. Sample sizes of 150 EPZ industrial park companies in under Export Processing Zones Authority were surveyed and interviewed.
4.4.1
Respondent Sex/Gender TC "4.4.1 Respondent Sex/Gender" \f C \l "1" 
Sex/Gender is one of the indicators to determine the division of responsibility within a specified area of study. According to Kiyigi, (1994), gender refers not only to women or men per sex but to the socially defined roles of each sex, as well as to the relation between Gender issues; therefore, it forms part of the development approach that puts people at the center and ensure their participation in the development process. Regardless of that, the results based on the sex/gender of respondents (EPZ industrial park entities) who were interviewed shows that the number of males (76) respondents was higher by 51% than that of female (74), which was 49% of all respondents (Figure 4.1).

4.4.2
Respondent's Age Group TC "4.4.2 Respondent's Age Group" \f C \l "1"  

A researcher has considered the respondent age group with the paramount intention of examining the level of maturity among the selected respondent. Thus, age groups above 18 years were prior and reasonable in this study. Therefore, data presented in Table 4.1 shows that 32 of the correspondents (48%) were aged between 41-50 years, 31 of the correspondents (46%) were aged between 18-30 years, and both 19 of the correspondents (28%) were aged between 31-40 years and above 50 years respectively. This implies that majority of the correspondents were of average age and had been in business for quite some time and therefore had experience on the subject matter.
4.4.3
Level of education TC "4.4.3 Level of education" \f C \l "1" 
The aspect of education was considered in this study because the absence of education is a great challenge in the world of work and an impediment to development (Nangawe, 2014). The findings on this aspect, as presented in Table 4.1, shows that 42 correspondents (28%) had Diploma qualification, 39 respondent (26%) had Degree qualification, 38 respondent (25%) had Certificate qualification and 31 responded (21%) had Master’s Degree qualification. This imply that the majority of the correspondents were educated enough to provide meaningful responses on the subject matter.
4.4.4
Marital status TC "4.4.4 Marital status" \f C \l "1" 
Results presented in Table 4.1 give detailed information on data obtained during the research in the study area concerning marital status. It shows that 184 respondents (46.2%) were single, 119 were married (29.9%), and 77 respondents (19.3%) were divorced/separated. Also, 18 respondents (4.6%) were considered widows.
4.4.5
Experience/time spent in EPZ Industrial Park Operations TC "4.4.5 Experience/time spent in EPZ Industrial Park Operations" \f C \l "1" 
Data presented in Table 4.1 indicates that 53 EPZ industrial park/respondents (35%) had an experience in the export processing zones operations for a period ranging between 1 to 2 years; 32 respondents (21%) had an experience with EPZ operations ranging from 5 to 6 years; 25 respondents (17%) had an experience with EPZ operations ranging from 7 to 9 years; 22 respondents (15%) had an experience with EPZ operations ranging from 10 and above years; whereas 18 respondents (12%) had an experience with EPZ operations ranging from 3 to 4 years. This implies that study gained a well-mixed sample of experienced staff in the field ranging from 2 years to above ten years and hence shared much experience on the field of study.

4.5
The way domestic & foreign direct investments under EPZ program affects the performance of key sectors of the economy in the study area TC "4.3 The way domestic & foreign direct investments under EPZ program affects the performance of key sectors of the economy in the study area" \f C \l "1" 
With regression analysis, the study examines how capital investment (Domestic & Foreign) affects performance of key sectors of the economy under EPZ industrial park program in the study area. As shown in Table 4.2, the coefficient R2 explains the extent to which variations in the dependent variable on performance of key sectors of the economy can be predicted by the changes in the independent variable, capital investment facilities. The coefficient R2 in the regression tells how the regression line fits the data. Therefore, the computation of the regression analysis gives the R-value of 0.034 and R2 = 0.001. This implies that 0.1% of the conforming variation in the performance of key sectors of the economy can be explained by changes in the level of domestic and foreign capital investments under EPZ industrial park program.

Based on data presented in Table 4.2, capital investments (Domestic & Foreign) on a sample of 150 EPZ industrial parks tests on the beta coefficient of the resulting model suggested constant (β), which is significantly different from 0 at the p-value, which is less than the level of significance of 0.05. The implication of this is that the coefficient β of the resulting model is significant, and the constant α=76.596 at the test of significance p-value, which is less than the significance level of 0.05. This means that the constant in the resulting model is significant. The implication is that the model fits the goodness of fit. The model performance =β (Performance of Key Sectors of the Economy) holds as suggested by the tests. This confirms that there is a positive relationship between capital investment under EPZ industrial park program and the performance of key sectors of the economy. 

This finding is in line with that of Majumder, (2016); Majumder and Rahman, (2020); and Rahman et al., (2021) assessed the effect of capital investment (foreign direct investment) on the performance of key sectors of the economy in Bangladesh. Their study found that the EPZs grabbed almost 80% of the total investment, as a result, EPZs speeded up the growth rate of the economy by establishing industrialization and arranging so many employment opportunities in Bangladesh.

Table 4.4 shows that both domestic and foreign direct investment under EPZ industrial park entities has favored the growth of entrepreneurs within key sectors of the economy. Most of the respondents with 143 representing 95.3%, agree that capital investment under EPZ industrial park scheme has favored them in the growth of their businesses and impacted economic development on the sector they are working on.

4.6 The way exports sales from EPZ industrial parks affects the performance of key sectors of the economy in the study area TC "4.4 The way exports sales from EPZ industrial parks affects the performance of key sectors of the economy in the study area" \f C \l "1" 
Exports facilitate international trade and stimulate domestic economic activity by creating employment, production, and revenues. A trade surplus contributes to economic growth in a country in that when there are more exports, it means that there is a high level of output from a country's factories and industrial facilities, as well as a greater number of people that are being employed in order to keep these factories in operation. Based on that, the study examined how exports from EPZ industrial parks affects key sectors of the economy (impact economic development). With the aid of regression analysis, the finding presented in Table 4.5 shows that the coefficient R2 explains the extent to which variations in the dependent variable ‘performance of key sectors of the economy can be predicted by the changes in the independent variable, exports from EPZ industrial park enterprise. The coefficient R2 in linear regression expresses how the regression line fits the data. So, the computation of the regression analysis gives the R-value of 0.55 and R2 = 0.003. This implies that 0.3% of the corresponding variation in the performance of key sectors of the economy can be explained by each additional export value among EPZ industrial park enterprise.

Data, as presented in Table 4.6, indicate that EPZ industrial park export inflows tests on the beta coefficient of the subsequent model suggested constant (β), which is significantly different from 0 at the p-value, which is less than the level of significance of 0.05. The implication of this is that the coefficient β of the resulting model is significant, and the constant α = 16.572 at the test of significance p-value, which is less than the significance level of 0.05. This implies that the constant in the resulting model is significant. The implication is that the model fits the goodness of fit. The model performance = β (performance of key sectors of the economy) holds as suggested by the tests. This confirms that there is a positive relationship between export sales under EPZ industrial park program and the performance of key sectors of the economy. The implication is that, an EPZ industrial park entity that export her product and receive foreign currency in return, is highly subjected to better performance in their daily activities because, which in turn will impact local entrepreneurs who provides raw materials for the EPZ industrial park as well as the key sector of production.

This finding is in line with that of Siroën, (2016), who argue that EPZs increase trade only by easing the negative impact of protection. As importers of components and raw materials, they raise the rest of the world's exports. This confirms the contribution of EPZs to the GVC.
Data, as presented in Table 4.7, indicate that 140 respondents, equivalent to 93.3%, strongly agree, and 6 respondents, equivalent to 4.0%, agree that export inflows from EPZ industrial parks affect the performance of key sectors of the economy. Nevertheless, 4 respondents, 2.7%, remained neutral, whereas no respondents, voted for disagree or strongly disagree. Based on these findings, most EPZ industrial park operators know that export inflows from EPZ industrial parks affect the performance of key sectors of the economy.

4.7 The way job creation and income generation under EPZ industrial park affect the performance of key sectors of the economy in the study area TC "4.5 The way job creation and income generation under EPZ industrial park affect the performance of key sectors of the economy in the study area" \f C \l "1" 
With the aid of regression analysis, the study examines how employment creation and income generation within EPZ industrial park affect the performance of key sectors of the economy in the study area. In line with that, data, as presented in Table 4.8, shows the regression model summary results. The results show the values of R, R2, adjusted R2, and the standard error of the estimate. The results show that the independent variables had a moderate positive correlation with the performance of key sectors of the economy (R=0.070). The model accounted for 0.5% of the variance in performance, as shown by the R2.

The study conducted a regression analysis to determine the relationship between the dependent and independent variables. From the study findings on the regression equation established, taking all factors into account (independent variables), the constant at zero the EPZ industrial park performance on key sectors of the economy (economic development)  was 76.596. 
The data findings analyzed also shows that taking all other independent variables at zero, for any change in investment on EPZ industrial park will lead to a 0.407 increase in performance of economic sector being invested in; a unit increase in average annual sales (foreign currency inflows) leads to a 0.331 increase in performance of key economic sector, a unit increase in EPZ industrial park employment ratio will lead to 0.03 increase in performance of the economic sector. This is to say that Domestic and Foreign Direct Investment in EPZ Industrial Park Program contributed most to the performance of key economic sectors in Tanzania.

Moreover, based on a 0.05 level of significance, impact on EPZ investment showed a calculated t = 0.420, which is greater than the tabulated value of t = 1.96 and a significance level of 0.675; thus the value of greater than 0.05; impact resulting from foreign earnings were found to have a calculated t =0.646 which is less than the tabulated value of t = 1.96 and a significance level of 0.520 thus the value of greater than 0.05, EPZ industrial park impact on employment were found to have a calculated t = 0.830  which is less than the tabulated value of t = 1.96 and a significance level of 0.408 thus the value of greater than 0.05 hence the most significant factor was investment impact from EPZ industrial park activities. This finding is in line with the performance theory, which states that performance is to produce valued results Bransford, (2009). 
Generally, any t-value greater than +2 or less than -2 is acceptable. The higher the t-value the greater the confidence we have in the coefficients as a predictor. Low t-values are indications of low reliability of the predictive power of that coefficient.

SUMMARY OF THE FINDING, CONCLUSION, AND RECOMMENDATIONS TC "SUMMARY OF THE FINDING, CONCLUSION, AND RECOMMENDATION" \f C \l "1" 
5.1
Summary of the Main Findings TC "5.1 Summary of the Main Findings" \f C \l "1" 
The concept of EPZ industrial park is vast in human history and dates to ancient industrialization error in 70’s. EPZ industrial parks has expanded rapidly in many developing nations, driven by increasing in population pressure to add value on available raw materials and unemployment ration among youths. In review, this study came up to assess the role of EPZ industrial park development on the performance or impact of key sectors of the economy (economic development) in Tanzania, citing entities licensed under Export Processing Zones Authority based in Dar es Salaam.

On the side of Domestic and Foreign Direct investment and its effects on the performance of key sectors of the economy under Export Processing Zone (EPZ) program, the study found that 0.1% of conforming variation in the performance of key sectors of the economy can be explained by changes in the level of domestic and foreign capital investment under EPZ program; this is to say Domestic and foreign capital investment offered by EPZ industrial park entities have significant effects in the performance of key sectors of the economy. EPZ industrial park companies said that the amount of investment injected in their specific production line helped them to improve their productivity and yield enough income (foreign earnings). The study also asked respondents pertaining to the effects of domestic and foreign capital investment. The majority of 140 respondents, equal 93.3%, strongly agree and that 4 correspondent equal to 2.7% agree that capital investment under EPZ industrial park scheme has favored them in the growth of their businesses and impacted economic development on the sector they are working on.
Moreover, on the side of impact of average annual sales from EPZ industrial entities, 
140 respondents, equivalent to 93.3%, strongly agree, and 6 respondents, equivalent to 4.0%, agree that export inflows from EPZ industrial parks affect the performance of key sectors of the economy. Nevertheless, 4 respondents, 2.7%, remained neutral, whereas no respondents, voted for disagree or strongly disagree. Based on these findings, most EPZ industrial park operators know that export inflows from EPZ industrial parks affect the performance of key sectors of the economy.
The study went further and examined how employment created from EPZ industrial park program affects key sectors of the economy in the study area. The findings show that, the majority of respondents agreed that employment under EPZ industrial park has both promoted social services in the community as well as impacted local entrepreneurs’ livelihood welfare. This is said, 138 and 143 respondents, equal to 92.0% and 95.3%, respectively agree and 7 and 4 respondents, equal to 4.7% and 2.7% respectively, strongly agree that employment under EPZ industrial park has both promoted social services in the community as well as impacted local entrepreneurs’ livelihood welfare. Also, 4 and 2 respondents, equal 2.7% and 1.3%, were neutral, and 1 respondents, equal to 0.7%, disagree with the statement, while there were no voters for strongly disagree.
The study also examined how employment creation and income generation affect the performance of entrepreneurs in key sectors of the economy. the study found that 0.5% of conforming variation in the performance of key sectors of the economy can be explained by changes in the level of employment within EPZ program;. As per analysis and findings, employment creation and income generation is essential for improved entrepreneurs’ livelihood, especially in rural areas. 
In measuring the performance of EPZ industrial park in the study area, the findings analyzed shows that taking all factors into account (independent variables), the constant at zero the EPZ industrial park performance on key sectors of the economy (economic development) was 76.596. The data findings analyzed also shows that taking all other independent variables at zero, for any change in investment on EPZ industrial park will lead to a 0.407 increase in performance of economic sector being invested in; a unit increase in average annual sales (foreign currency inflows) leads to a 0.331 increase in performance of key economic sector, a unit increase in EPZ industrial park employment ratio will lead to 0.03 increase in performance of the economic sector. This is to say that Domestic and Foreign Direct Investment in EPZ Industrial Park Program contributed most to the performance of key economic sectors in Tanzania.
Moreover, based on a 0.05 level of significance, impact on EPZ investment showed a calculated t = 0.420, which is greater than the tabulated value of t = 1.96 and a significance level of 0.675.
5.2
Conclusion TC "5.2 Conclusion" \f C \l "1" 
Based on the findings, the study concludes that EPZ industrial park program play a significant role in the performance of key sectors of the economy in the study area because the study realized that there is a positive and significant relationship between Domestic and foreign direct capital investment and the performance of key sectors of the economy under EPZ industrial park program. Also, the study confirms a significant relationship between foreign currency inflows (resulting from sales of products produced under EPZ industrial park program) and the performance of key sectors of the economy. This signifies that, as EPZ industrial park entities receive foreign currency inflows, they are highly subjected to better performance in their daily activities and this also impact local entrepreneurs. Also, employment creation and income generation are essential for improved financial performance and outreach, especially in rural areas where most such EPZ industrial park are located.

Recommendations TC "5.3 Recommendations" \f C \l "1" 
As per the study's findings, recommendations have been stated in terms of theoretical implication; policy maker and each specific objective.
5.3.1
Recommendation to policymakers TC "5.3.1 Recommendation to policymakers" \f C \l "1" 
The study discovers that the introduction of EPZ industrial park services has greater significance in the performance of key sectors of the economy in terms of provision of capital, realization of sales proceeding and provision of employment and income, so based on that, it is recommended that the Government through the relevant Authorities (EPZA & TIC) should consider introduction of Industrial Parks Regulations in order to put in place regulatory framework for planning, development, operation and management of Industrial Parks in the country, which is a means for rapid economic growth. Also the Government should consider setting aside necessary budget for putting in place necessary infrastructure on Government owned industrial parks in order to attract more investors on such zones for the purpose of achieving better in the economy.
5.3.2
Theoretical Implication TC "5.3.2 Theoretical implication" \f C \l "1" 
This study found that EPZ industrial park program performs better in their key sectors of the economy. This is to say that EPZ industrial park entities are aware of the role of capital investment, foreign earnings, and employment, which is why they enroll in this program. Also, the performance theory emphasizes the importance of organizational resources and their influence on performance and competitive advantage in the market.

Achieving growth and poverty reduction is a key target guiding the national planning framework in Tanzania, Industrial investment has, in principal, great potential in the long term for employment absorption and poverty reduction via manufacturing value-added.  The EPZ industrial park program have been identified as productive sector initiatives central to realizing the targets for growth and poverty reduction through export promotion, and employment generation. Compared to other countries, Tanzania’s industrial park program is lagging behind, mainly due to the stiff and costly infrastructural challenges it faces and bureaucratic procedures in obtaining necessary permit that includes environmental clearance by NEMC.  Hence to make Tanzania a good country for attracting investments, EPZ industrial park firms have to enjoy fiscal incentives. It is high time that the Government may consider enhancing the procedures for planning, development, operating and managing of EPZ industrial parks, including R&D on the same, coupled up with meaningful fiscal incentives, in order to include the private sector in the process to enable faster investment programs.

Limitations of the Study TC "5.4 Limitations of the study" \f C \l "1" 
The study encounters several limitations for various reasons. The limitation included.

With an explanatory research design, it is not easy to reach appropriate conclusions based on underlying research findings. This is due to the impact of a wide range of factors and variables in the social environment. Also, the design gives challenges that are unclear about what is and is not known. This means it does not always use existing information or knowledge best. It requires a researcher to be specific about what he knows already and how much more there might be left for future studies for this kind of research to be consistently helpful. 

Shortage of funds that was required in the whole process of Data collection. The researcher faced this challenge during the data collection period. In solving it, the researcher decided to borrow money to let the exercise/study be accomplished effectively.

Responses from respondents were rational, and some represented the actual study. Once this happened, a researcher took care of it during the study because the respondents were advised to be honest.

Area for Future Research TC "5.5 Area for Future Research" \f C \l "1"  
This study examined the role of EPZ industrial park program on the performance of key sectors of the economy in the study area. The study found a positive relationship between capital investment, foreign earnings and employment generated with the performance of key sectors of the economy. Therefore, there is a need to conduct more comprehensive research and assess the contribution of EPZ industrial park program to poverty reduction among entrepreneurs of the key sectors of the economy in Tanzania. With such research, it is advised to use structural equation modeling (SEM), which is a powerful, multivariate technique found increasingly in investigations to test and evaluate multivariate causal relationships. SEMs differ from other modeling approaches as they test the direct and indirect effects on pre-assumed causal relationships, hence will give better results.
