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ABSTRACT TC "ABSTRACT" \f C \l "1" 
This study was intended to assess the Community Perception on the implementation of school feeding program in Tanzanian Secondary Schools, was conducted in Dar Es Salaam City Council, Dar Es Salaam region. The study involved four Secondary Schools, in each school one head of school, ten parents, five members of SFP Committee, five teachers and 50 students were involved. Two WEOs and Three street chair persons each representing the school located at his or her areas are involved. The study applied both qualitative and quantitative approaches with interviews, questionnaire, direct observation and Documentary review as methods for data collection. The study found that the perceptions of teachers, students and parents on SFPs are heterogeneous and perceived the program as Pandora’s Box that came with good things and bad things at the same time. They pointed good things like solving short hunger problem during class ours especially afternoon sessions, motivating teaching and learning process, increase student’s creativity and body health, and making learning activities as loving art to students, increase students school attendance and academic performance and brings sense of socialization among students. The bad things perceived are like low increased conflicts between teachers and parents,   quality and quantity of the food provided to students (considered unhealthy), wastage of time, interference teaching and learning processes, bias nature of the program and increased workload to teachers. It was further discovered that the LGAs failed to execute their roles and functions relating to SFPs. In addition the study found that the developing trend of the SFPs in DCC is stunted and future direction of the program is living since the stakeholder still have hope on the program if some adjustment well done. Finally the study recommends that government should take control of the SFPs full as how done in government boarding schools.

1.1 Introduction TC "1.1 Introduction" \f C \l "1" 
The study assessed the perceptions of community on the implementation of school feeding program in secondary schools in Tanzania. This chapter includes the background of the study, statement of the problem, study objectives, research, questions, and significance of the study, scope of the study and definitions of the key terms.
1.2 Background to the Study TC "1.2 Background to the Study" \f C \l "1" 
This study assess the community perception on the implementation of school feeding program in Tanzanian Secondary School (Viwege Secondary, Uamuzi Secondary, Halisi and Ilala Secondary)

Students in Tanzania secondary schools faces various problems in the school life including short-term hunger, lack of school requirements, illness, distance from home to school, poor infrastructure like class room, chairs and tables, shortages of books and other reference materials which are often associated with their academic performances ad completion, but also jeopardize their physical health and psychological well-being in ways that can last into adulthood (Mallin, Walker, & Levin, 2013).

The most prominent obstacle that compromise their physical health, learning ability, concentration in studying, body growth, brain development and interest in learning is hunger. Students must be given not only enough but also a balanced diet in order to focus on reading, writing, and other academic tasks. In this regard, Maslow in his hierarchy of needs, Maslow, 1943 argued that after providing for one's basic physiological needs, such as food, drink, and warmth, one should then concentrate on other wants, such as the need to be safe and the need to belong to social groups, as one moves up the hierarchy. 

Also, Hooton, 2010 argues that without proper and reasonable amount of diet, children‘s concentration declines, mental ability decline and their mind is inhibited to concentrate in learning. For the better and healthier future generation the concept of food provision to schools should never denied.  Kubik, 2003 asserted that food is an important aspect of schooling. Students gain emotionally and academically when food is provided. Thus, effective school food provision leads not only to healthier children, but also to higher academic achievement. He also mentioned that hunger reduces concentration, but that well-nourished children perform better in school. In reacting on the issue in 1900 the Netherlands was the first nation to take the school feeding program to the next level by putting school meals into national law Adekunle, 2016. The United States of America enacted the National School Lunch Act in 1948, which is the legislative precursor of all child nutrition programs up to the present day (Gunderson, 2011). But according to Adekunle, 2016 explained that school feeding initiatives have been in existence since the years of 1700’s and originated as projects of donors in European countries. In beginning of the years of 2000s due to increased global economic crisis, variations in food prices, wars and political conflicts, and terrible natural catastrophes have all robbed millions of people of basic nourishment. In developing countries especially Africa and Latin America countries, during this time most of people especially children affected by hunger and schooling process jeopardized and attaining first and second Millennium Development Goal of Achieving universal primary education and eradicating extreme poverty and hunger seems like nightmare.  
UN, World Food Program, World Bank, the Partnership for Child Development (PCD) and other local agencies discovered that Infants and children are among the most susceptible demographic groups, with irreversible, short- and long-term cognitive, physical, and psychological consequences of hunger and undernourishment while they are very young. According to the World Food Program (WFP,2005), the United Nations (UN) began providing food to community schools in underdeveloped countries in 2002 as part of its commitment to alleviate hunger and save children from malnutrition disorders. As replay to the problem UN and its organs emphasized the school feeding program to the most affected areas and from there the school feeding program became more popular to developing countries especially those more affected by childhood hunger Lamis, et al, 2011. 
The World Food Programme (WFP) ran school feeding programs in 68 disadvantaged countries in 2008, including the majority of Africa (WFP, 2008). But in 2009 World Food Program and World Bank together conducted strong analysis on school feeding program existing in 14 countries which are Botswana, Cape Verde, Ivory coast, Ghana, Kenya, Mali, Namibia, Nigeria, .South Africa, India, Mexico, Brazil, Chile and Ecuador          
The World Food Program (WFP) began the Namibian School Feeding Program (NSFP) in 1991, initially serving 500 students in five schools. It was handed over to the Namibian government in 1996, with 78,000 students enrolled in 146 institutions. The Ministry of Education currently fully owns, manages, and implements it, with technical assistance from WFP. The initiative helped 330,000 pre-primary and primary students in 1,456 schools across 14 areas in 2016. Every school day, it provides one nutritious meal - enriched corn combined with soya protein, salt, and sugar.

For almost 28 years, the World Food Program delivered school meals to Kenyan children. According to Bundy et al. (2008), food was delivered to about 1,210,000 children in more than 38000 schools in vulnerable locations across 63 districts and six Nairobi slums. The primary goal of the school feeding program is to encourage enrollment and attendance at school. The target areas had low school enrollment and attendance rates due to reasons such as cultural values, deteriorating school infrastructure, poverty, and hunger. After the Kenyan government began allocating locally produced food, it also transferred management responsibilities to local communities for community schools, but the governments still receive external assistance for purchasing and providing food for the program. In 2008, the overall cost of running the program in Kenya, including both external help and community contributions, was projected to be US$ 28 per child per year. 

Parents and other community members also contribute to each supported school. The school management committee oversees the program and decides on the cost that will be charged to each student to fund the school meal program. If a parent cannot afford to pay in cash, they can contribute in-kind goods or services. In Kenya, school fees for each child range between 100 and 300 Kenya shillings (US$1.38 and US$4.17) per year for rural and urban schools, respectively. And, according to Bundy (2009), the goal improved attendance, enrollment, cognition, and educational achievement.

In Tanzania, evidence reveals that short-term hunger causes increased absenteeism, lack of concentration in class, and early dropouts. Approximately 50% to 70% of students do not eat breakfast and do not eat any meals during the school day. The long-term consequences of short-term hunger are the following major nutritional problems: stunting, low body weight, and micronutrient malnutrition, including deficiencies of who consumes insufficient amount of food necessary to meet the body's energy and nutrient requirements have diminished cognitive abilities, reduced school performance, retardation, reduced physical activities, impaired resistance to infections, and increased morbidity and mortality rate and hence adverse effects on productivity incomes and national development (Food and Nutrition Centre 2006).
School Feeding Programs have existed in Tanzania since 1956, and were strengthened further after independence by local governments, which included midday meals and health services such as screening and first aid (Mamuya, 2004). However, available information indicates that most of these activities were abandoned in the late 1970s and resumed in the 2000s with Local Government reforms (Mamuya, 2004; Finan, 2010). According to a Ministry of Education report from 2003, the major goal of SFPs in the country is to combat short-term hunger, which in turn will reduce related learning issues in children (Mamuya, 2004). In compliance with the goal, The Ministry of Education and Vocational Training in Tanzania supported school feeding programs in partnership with the World Food Programme (WFP). The government began implementing the School Feeding Program in pilot locations, where day scholars were provided porridge in the morning break and lunch in the afternoon. The experimental programs began in the year 2000 in three regions: Dodoma, Arusha, and Singida. The study done by (Malingumu, 2008) explained that, Daily operations at the school level are outsourced to school committees composed primarily of parents. The committees are in charge of building kitchens and stores, as well as covering the costs of hiring cooks and guards and collecting firewood and water in locations where access is limited. The supervision of food items is left in the hands of school heads by appointing some teachers to be the heads of food and security departments, where they will be responsible for receiving food items such as maize, beans, and money for food from parents, the government, and the World Food Program. In insisting the importance of food in schools the government of Tanzania under the ministry of education Science and Technology provided school feeding program Guideline in 2021. October 29th, 2021, the general secretary of the ministry Dr. Leonard A Akwilapo addressed that, the provision of food in schools is crosscutting issue that involves multiple stakeholders. He added that, the government is in trouble with provision of free education from pre- primary to standard four, so he invited external sponsors, local communities and parents to accept and to support to the level that they can manage. He explained more that, the era of schooling with hunger is gone and we have to adjust to modern way of schooling which consider the health of students and the future outcomes (MoE, 2021). In Dar Es Salaam the program received with great honor and its implementation started immediately. According to report provided by Dar Es Salaam City Council implementation of school feeding program as addressed in the stated guideline of the Ministry on the provision of food in schools, shown that most schools started well the program immediately but after a months the program ceased. 
According to report, not all schools implemented the SFPs, but for those implemented appreciated the impact of the SFPs in reduction of truancy and increasing school performances. The report pointed out one school which found at the Centre of the City known as Jamhuri Secondary school. The head of  school declared that after starting implementing the SFPs, he observed excellent changes like high performance in Form two examination in which no any student repeated the class in 2022 and about 80 percent got division one in form four examination 2022 (http://dcc.go.tz). Regarding the potentiality of SFPs as outlined by various researchers and Ministry of Education and science and technology but still most of Dar es Salaam schools implement the Program in ineffective manner. In Dar es salaam, the provision of food is somehow smooth to primary schools but in secondary schools its complicated (Food and Nutrition Centre, 2006). Many researches have been conducted on School Feeding Program, however, most of the studies are based on primary schools context, thus this study the researcher choses to focus on Assessing the Perceptions of Community to the Implementation of School Feeding Program in Tanzania Secondary Schools, a case study of DCC.
Statement of the Problem
A school feeding program is a crucial tool and component for student growth and academic accomplishment. School feeding programs increase nutrition and educational achievements, as well as other social values incorporated into the program (Devereux et al. (June 2018)). There are numerous studies that show that school feeding programs boost school attendance, cognition, and educational achievement, especially when combined with supplementary interventions such as deworming and vitamin fortification or supplementation (Bundy et al 2009). According to Devereux et al, (June 2018), when children are hungry, they cannot concentrate, work, or have the energy to execute the provided activities.  In Tanzania school feeding program was well provided before the introduction of Fee-Free Education Program under the policy of education and training policy of 2014. After the introduction of FFEP the School Feeding Program lost its way. On considering the importance of School Feeding Program, October 29, 2021 Tanzanian government under Ministry of Education Science and Technology provided school feeding program guidelines that guide every school to provide meals to all students. To support the guideline PO-RALG introduced the provision of food to schools as indicator for appraisal for educational officers, the head of schools and teachers by using Key Performance Indicators (K P I). Despite the Tanzanian government's efforts to insist on the provision of meals to all children, most community schools do not execute the program, and those that do are ineffective (WFP, 2017). Many research conducted on SFP in Tanzania especially to central region of the country, but most studies conducted to primary education contexts. For Dar Es Salaam City Council, few studies conducted on SFP particularly in an assessment of effectiveness of school feeding programs in primary school but nothing has been done to explore the perceptions of communities (parents, teachers, students, local government authority) towards the feeding program in Dar Es Salaam City Council’s  secondary schools.

1.7 Scope of the Study TC "1.7 Scope of the Study" \f C \l "1" 
This study focused on the assessing perceptions of community on school feeding programs in secondary school of Dar Es Salaam City Council. Only four secondary schools (Viwege, Halisi, Uamuzi and Ilala) were involved, where teachers, head of schools, students, parents, SFCs, street and ward educational stakeholders (leaders) were respondents. Both primary and secondary data well collected.
1.8 Significance of the Study TC "1.8 Significance of the Study" \f C \l "1" 
This study is be very much useful to Tanzanian government, WFP, SFCs, Educational stakeholder, FAO, Students, Teachers, Parents and policy Developers. The government is getting well informed about the feelings of the communities on the SFPs and is able now to adjust its ways on how to address the program with effective outcomes. The information acquired by this study is appropriate for the SFCs to use in their planning, budgeting, and resource allocation processes in the SFPs. WFP as main agent of Ant-Hunger of UN, by using these data will be in its position to advice the Government and use the data to address hunger problem to other developing countries with the same situation like Tanzania. FAO as main agent of Food in The World, it works much to ensure food security in the world under the shoulder of UN. FAO in the way of fighting the problem of food insecurity in developing countries will be able to use the perceptions of communities that obtained from this study to adjust its policies on how to cooperate with the communities in fighting with the problem of hunger to children and food insecurities. Through understanding community views on SFPs, it is very easy for educational stakeholders to execute SFPs in secondary schools. For the teachers, will be able to communicate properly with parents since every side will be familiar with what perceived with another hence the SFPs will be smoothly executed to all secondary schools. In other side, students will be benefited as the outcome of this study in improving the SFPs by creating bridge of ideas among stakeholders of SFPs. Policy developers never left behind from getting benefits of this study hence will get full views on what to be added or omitted on the policy as food provision in schools concerned. The findings of this study will also help researchers and students in conducting more researches on the same topic.  
1.9 Definitions of Key Terms TC "1.9 Definitions of Key Terms" \f C \l "1" 
School Feeding Programs: This is the program of providing meal at schools for the purpose of eradicating short term hunger. The World Bank defines it as a focused social safety net that delivers both educational and health advantages to the most vulnerable children, thereby raising enrollment rates, lowering absenteeism, and enhancing home food security. (WFP, 2014).

Academic performance: Refers to the child's good test scores and increased engagement in pre-school activities, as determined by examining progress reports and witnessing youngsters participate in classroom activities.

Enrolment: To register or enroll the students in the admission book as a final perfect copy of an official document for the initial admittance in grade one.

Perception: Is the way you perceive things, particularly through your senses (Oxford, 2010).

Community secondary school: A school built by the community but administered and managed by the government.

Truancy: Is illegal absence from school for a short period or a long time.

2.1 Introduction TC "2.1 Introduction" \f C \l "1" 
This section discusses various studies and perspectives on school feeding programs. It offers information about theories relating to SFPs, relevant empirical literature on the subject and identification of knowledge gaps.
2.2 Theoretical Framework TC "2.2 Theoretical Framework" \f C \l "1" 
This study's theoretical foundation is based on Abraham Maslow's theory of human motivation and theory of change as well explained by Carol H Weiss.

Hopper, E (2020) In 1943 Abraham Maslow proposed Abraham Maslow’s theory of motivation in his idea of Maslow's hierarchy of needs, he explained that humans are motivated by five main kinds of needs: physiological, safety, love, esteem, and self-actualization. Maslow believed that human needs can be structured in a hierarchy. Maslow, 1943 argued that after providing for one's basic physiological needs, such as food, drink, and warmth, one should then concentrate on other wants, such as the need to be safe and the need to belong to social groups, as one moves up the hierarchy.  This hierarchy goes from more concrete needs such as food and water to abstract concepts such as self-fulfillment. According to Maslow, (1943) when a lower need is met, the following need up the hierarchy becomes our center of attention. Maslow believed physiological demands such as food, water, air, shelter reproduction and clothing to be the most important of human requirements. For example, if someone is extremely hungry, it is difficult to concentrate on anything other than eating. 

Theory of change is the theory popularized by Carol H Weiss in 1995, although emerged since 1940s, (Varney, 2020). 

 Clark, (2021) Theory of Change is a graphical and narrative description of how and why a change process is predicted to occur in a specific situation. Theory of Change explain how to plan to make change happen or evaluate the effectiveness of actions you took. Also it gives knowledge or technique on how to link desired long-term goals with all the conditions that must be in considered to make things done. Theory of change shows out a step-by-step pathway that highlights your assumptions and expectations.
According to guide of United Nations Development Group (UNDG) (2017), A Theory of Change is an approach that explains how a given intervention, or collection of treatments, is likely to lead to a specified development change, using a causal analysis based on available information. ToC precisely defines the problem context's social, political, economic, and environmental conditions, as well as the agents and interventions that influence the trajectory of change (Varney, (2022) Theory of change can be used to ensure that the people delivering or receiving a program or intervention understand why they are there and what they hope to achieve; it also allows evidence gathered by practitioners working directly with families, as well as families themselves, to guide key program decisions, processes, and practices, increasing the likelihood of the program's success, Goldsworthy,  (2021). According to O’Flynn, (2012), argues that theory of change helps all stakeholders understand what an organization or program is attempting to alter and how it might improve the clarity, effectiveness, and focus of organizations and programs. It promotes collaboration by identifying strategic partners and facilitating open talks about change. ToC can be used to clearly describe work to others, as well as to encourage people to become more active and participating in programs. In school feeding program perceptions of stakeholders (parents, students, teachers, educational officers and local government authority) should be well understood and should be clear communications among all involved in the program. This theory is a vital gateway for obtaining accurate results when analyzing community perception of the school feeding program, which is why it was chosen.
2.3 Meaning of the study TC "2.3 Meaning of the study" \f C \l "1" 
According to the World Bank (2022), the school feeding program is a targeted social safety net that delivers educational and health advantages to underprivileged children, with the goal of increasing enrolment rates, decreasing absenteeism, and improving household nutrition. Also School feeding is defined by Wangi and Fawzi (2020) as an initiative that delivers nutritional diets to children and adolescents attending school on a regular basis. The modalities of providing foods categorized into two groups, in which children are fed while at school or take-home rations, in which families are provided food if their children attend school (Nankuke, 2022). According to the WHO (2021), children who do not have access to proper nourishment may suffer from malnutrition, which is responsible for 45% of children under the age of five deaths each year. Furthermore, SFPs have the ability to reduce short-term hunger, improve concentration, and learning capacity in children who have access to SFP (World Bank, 2021).
2.4 Empirical studies on school feeding program TC "2.4 Empirical studies on school feeding program" \f C \l "1"  

2.4.1 School feeding program worldwide TC "2.4.1 School feeding program worldwide" \f C \l "1"  

There number of studies conducted worldwide on school feeding program, covering from developed and developing countries. Most of studies concentrated highly in impacts of school feeding program on students’ academic performance, student’s enrolment, dropout, health status of the students and student’s cognitive development. Also some covered the challenge facing the program in different localities of the world and how school feeding program affected or influenced with poverty especially in developing countries.

Swami , et al, (2021), conducted a study on evaluation of school feeding program across countries by reviewing 63 studies conducted in 15 countries where two (2) countries are low income, six (6) are lower medium income, three (3) are upper middle income, and four (4) are high income with distribution of 40% of the studies are from Asia, 33% from Africa, and 13% each from Europe and America. The study used World Bank categorization to categorize the countries as high, middle, or low income (World Bank, 2020).
After review the study found that, different countries have declared their goals for running the SFP program. For example Japan focuses on enhancing children's health and nutrition awareness, overcomes socioeconomic inequities by asking them to serve one another, and instills hygiene and cleaning behaviors in them (Kirk, 2017). Italy also emphasizes learning about dietary customs, culture, health promotion, and disease prevention for children (Italian Ministry of Health, 2010). USA School feeding program focuses on betterment of health and well-being of children, boosting local agriculture and farmers with enhancing educational outcome of pupils (Ralston et al., 2008).

China's school lunch program aims to treat anemia and malnutrition in Chinese children and adolescents (Liu et al., 2016). It also attempts to improve their physical condition. 

India's school feeding program (The Mid-Day Meal Scheme), was started with the aim of ensuring that all children received elementary education, along with a focus on improving student nutrition or eradicating hunger in the classroom (Afridi, 2005). The study discovered that Malnutrition and undernutrition are the primary targets of SFP in low-income nations like Bangladesh, Kenya, and Zimbabwe (Oganga, 2013). But in few countries of low income SFP seeks to increase local communities' and smallholder farmers' by purchasing their products for use in school meals. Majority of the low income countries the SFP funded by world food program. The study findings shows that 82% of the research analyzed demonstrated a beneficial effect of the school meal program on children's health, academic performance, and nutrition, 13% reported a non-significant impact on the child's health, while 5% had a negative impact.

The study also reported various challenges that facing implementations of SFPs across the countries. Imai (2005) revealed a food-borne illness concern in Japan, such as the presence of E. coli infection food allergy in school lunch, which caused serious infection in 9845 primary and nursery school pupils. One of the major problems has also been recognized as food wastage. According to Byker et al. (2014), children in the USA throw away about 45% of the food that is offered to them. The study discovered that, lack of infrastructure, such as kitchens, dining rooms, cooking facilities, and cooks, a lack of funding and donor organizations, a lack of funding for school meals, a lack of access to clean and safe water; a lack of participation from government officials. Lack of regulatory standards and design of school menu, Lack of diversity in menu and a low level of local population awareness of SFP are just a few of the difficulties faced by SFP in low-income countries.
2.4.2 School Feeding Program in Africa TC "2.4.2 School Feeding Program in Africa" \f C \l "1"  

Acheampong, (2020) using qualitative approach conducted a study on Stakeholders Perspective of the Ghana School Feeding Program, a case of the Denkyembour District. In his study argues that School feeding interventions have been promoted as a viable strategy for increasing school enrolment, attendance, retention, stakeholder satisfaction, and eradicating issues in underdeveloped nations. The study found a considerable improvement in student enrollment and retention in Ghana. Despite being influenced by other factors, the Ghana School Feeding Program remained the most important component that increased enrolment and retention. The study indicated that the community and other important stakeholders were excluded from the program's operation. Contrary to the policy's tenets, stakeholders were essentially unaware of the selection criteria for both caterers and recipient schools and were excluded from any formal monitoring mechanisms. This alienation prevented community ownership and resource input, jeopardizing program stability and accountability. The lack of proper institutional functioning and stakeholder participation resulted in a slew of challenges that jeopardized program efficacy and stability. The study shown that Food quality and quantity were harmed as a result of the delayed reimbursement of funds and the low budgetary allocation.

Ibrahim, et al (2023), conducted a study to examine the effects of Primary School Feeding Program (SFP) to Pupils’ Enrolment, Retention and Performance in Katsina State of Nigeria, by using survey design approach. The study findings shows that, most of respondents strongly agreed that due to school feeding, absenteeism from end of session exams has decreased (52.3%), drop-out rate has decreased (51.6%), leaving school before closing time has decreased drastically (51.1%), there is an increased rate of attendance to class tests (49.8%), completion rate has increased (49.1%), and absenteeism from end of term exam has decreased (49.0%). Ibrahim, M, et al (2023), further found that, over-enrollment of students (69.0%), insufficient dining hall (67.1%), ineffective supervision of cooking environment (66.6%), insufficient food (66.1%), ineffective supervision of food preparation (62.9%), insecurity (56.9%), and insufficient access to clean water (52.1%) were all significant constraints in implementation of school Feeding program at the state. The study identified that ineffective supervision of cooking environment and ineffective supervision of food preparation resulted as food was cooked outside of the SFP participating schools, and teachers/headmasters were completely barred from acting as supervisors. Finally the study recommended that, the government should make efforts to improve and preserve the program, which has resulted in significant increases in student enrollment, retention, and academic achievement in the state. Also added that,   classrooms, dining halls, Food quality and quantity should be improved in line with enrollment and retention to accommodate the rising number of students.

The systematic study review conducted by Wall, et al (2022), on The Impact of School Meal Programs on Educational Outcomes in African School children. The study reviewed nine studies from sub-Sahara countries conducted on effects of school feeding program on students’ educational outcomes in preschools and primary schools. The studies reviewed were all done within the past ten years (2012-2022). The study findings exposed direct impact of SFPs on student’s Attendance, Enrollment, and Academic Performance. Outcomes related to attendance were included in five of the nine studies. 
Alderman, et al (2012), compared the attendance rates of pupils who got an in-school lunch and those who received a monthly take home ration the study found that the schools with SFP and take home ration groups, afternoon attendance increased for children aged 6 to 17 by 14.6% and 14.1%, respectively. Northern Burkina Faso was the site of the second research that had both a THR and an SFP intervention group ( Kazianga,  et al ,2012). According to the study, attendance increased by an average of 0.7 and 0.9 school days over the preceding month in the SFP and take home ration groups, respectively after introduction of the programs. Further evidence for the impact of school meals on attendance is provided by Desalegn et al, (2021). It was shown that pupils who did not receive daily school lunches were twice as likely to miss class. A study conducted in Kenya examined the impact of three different morning snacks on attendance (Omwami, et al, 2011). The researcher reported that all groups in this study experienced a decrease in attendance, which may have been caused by a severe drought that hit during the study period; however, kids in the intervention groups still had slightly higher attendance rates than kids who didn't get any food at school, attending an extra 2% of school days on average. Enrollment was an outcome in four of the nine studies, where by 3 study found significant increase in enrolment to the schools conducting programs but one study of (Desalegn, et al, 2021) discovered no substantial influence of school canteens on enrollment. Six of the nine studies collected academic performance outcome. In Ethiopia, students in SFP participating schools were compared against children in non-SFP participating schools based on an aggregate academic score of 10 subjects (Desalegn,  et al, 2021). Children in SFP schools scored 2.3% higher on average than pupils who did not participate in a food program.
The study conducted by Bekidusa, (2020). Kenya, a case of Mombasa County to investigate the factors influencing school feeding program on the retention of learners in public primary schools. A descriptive survey design was used by the researcher. 50 pre-primary school teachers and 10 head teachers made up the study's target group. According to the study, a sustainable feeding program lowers dropout rates and increases student retention by 56.52%. According to the study's findings, the majority of respondents firmly agreed with the assertion that a sustainable feeding program stabilizes students' regular attendance, as evidenced by a mean of 3.39. Additionally, respondents overwhelmingly concur that sustainable feeding programs lower student dropout rates, as evidenced by the mean of 3.44. Also with a mean of 3.62, the majority of respondents firmly agreed that a sustainable feeding program enhances students' academic achievement.

Nankuke, (2022), Using a qualitative descriptive research design, conducted study on challenges of running the school feeding program in UPE schools in Ssembabule district in Uganda. In order to understand their experiences with the SFPs, the study included UPE schools operating SFPs in Ssembabule District, in which one head teacher, welfare teachers, PTA chairperson, two children based on gender balance from each school, and the District Education Officer (DEO) of Ssembabule District. The study findings shows that, Negative Perceptions and attitudes of parents is great limiting factor for proper implementation of the SFPS. Many parents viewed SFPs as a burden placed on them by the school teachers, according to the participants, even though they lacked the funds to pay for school lunches. Also other factors like Poverty, Insufficient funding from parents and Price fluctuation found jeopardizing the implementation of SFPs.
2.4.3 School Feeding Program in Tanzania TC "2.4.3 School Feeding Program in Tanzania" \f C \l "1" 
The study conducted in Iringa Municipal Tanzania by Mrutu, (2022), examined the implementation of school feeding program in a context of fee-free education program to enhance early childhood learning. In order to conduct an in-depth investigation of the issue, the study used a case study design and a qualitative research approach. The policy framework, financing source, institutional capability, design, method of implementation, and community involvement of two public primary schools were all investigated. The study's findings demonstrated that existing approaches for implementing SFP in public primary schools were not in sync. Consequently, this would have an impact on the intended learning outcomes that would come from increased enrolment, attendance, and involvement in the learning process. The study discovered the reasons that jeopardizes the implementation of SFPs in context of Fee-Free Education program are Parents' misconceptions about the fee-free education program, insufficient parents' sensitization of the importance of the school feeding program for the benefit of their children, and parents' reluctance and unwillingness which is based on voluntary participation are all contributing factors. There are also insufficient institutional capacity in terms of infrastructure.

The study conducted by Rector, et al (2021) on School-Based Nutrition Programs for Adolescents in Dodoma, Tanzania. The study involved 10 public secondary schools and by using focus group discussion several regional and district-level government stakeholders, health, education, and agriculture officers were involved. Eight of the ten schools visited have some prior experience with school meals, two schools maintained a continuing school lunch program for all pupils, and three schools discontinued the lunch program in the previous two years. The remaining three schools did not deliver lunch to all children. Administrators and instructors in all schools stated that providing lunch will increase school attendance, improve attention and performance, and minimize school dropouts. Also the interviewed students were also generally supportive of having a school meal program. But the study discovered some challenges like Meals were typically prepared on-site with firewood as fuel and by a cook hired from the neighboring community. Although some schools designated a room as the kitchen, the rooms were frequently in poor condition and lacked sanitary standards. Also Cooking was done outside in the open in other schools. The study further explained that, the most difficult barrier for creating and maintaining school food programs was funding. 

The study conducted by Misinde, (2020) on the role of food program in reducing truancy in community secondary schools in Tanzania a case of Musoma district council. The study used case study design approach to collect both qualitative and quantitative data. The results of the study showed that community secondary schools' food programs are very important for preventing student truancy. Finding from all six head teachers shared a perception of the role of food as a factor in boosting students' attendance and motivation, encouraging engagement in class, reducing dropout rates for students who walk a long distance to school, and ultimately explaining the role of food provision as a factor in encouraging good academic performance. They insisted and demanded that the parents give their kids nourishment. Also most of the students claim that they only had one meal at home and that it wasn't enough. The provision of food at school encourages students' attendance, enables them to participate actively in their education, and reduces health issues like headaches and stomachaches. To support the program, food crops are grown in the school farm. In order to lower absenteeism and improve performance, the study concluded that the government, community, and other education stakeholders should place a strong emphasis on improving adequate food provision in community secondary schools.
2.5 Research Gap TC "2.5 Research Gap" \f C \l "1"   

After doing a literature analysis of various studies like the study of Misinde (2020),Rector et al (2021), Mrutu (2022), Nankuke (2022), Bekidusa (2020), Wall et al (2022). It was discovered that SFPs had a significant impact on lowering the issue of low enrolment, poor attendance, and performance rate shortly after being introduced in Tanzanian primary and secondary schools.  In contrast, the evaluated studies did not include community perceptions on the implementation of school feeding program in Tanzania specifically Dar Es salaam City Council.  Also studies on school feeding programs in Tanzania mostly carried out in the Central-Northern Region in the regions of Dodoma, Singida, Shinyanga, and Mara. There have been relatively few studies done in Dar Es Salaam, especially in Dar Es salaam City Council, and even those that have been done have only looked at primary schools, not secondary schools. Therefore, the purpose of this study was to ascertain community opinions or perceptions towards the implementation of a school feeding program in Tanzania, particularly in secondary schools in Dar Es Salaam City Council.

CHAPTER THREE TC "CHAPTER THREE" \f C \l "1" 
 RESEARCH METHODOLOGY TC "RESEARCH METHODOLOGY" \f C \l "1" 
3.1 Introduction TC "3.1 Introduction" \f C \l "1" 
According to Kothari (2009), research methodology is the study of scientific research methods. This chapter describes the procedures used in carrying out the suggested research study. Therefore, it is structured under the following arrangement: research approach, research design, sampling designs, study area, data collection methods, and data analysis methods employed in the research.
3.2 Research Approach TC "3.2 Research Approach" \f C \l "1" 
The aim of this study was to assess community perceptions on the implementation of school feeding program in Tanzanian secondary schools. The study used both qualitative and quantitative approaches. This is because it concentrated on articulating how someone thinks and his or her innate ability to comprehend a specific situation. The study used a qualitative research approach that really investigates behavior as it occurs in natural situations (Athuman J, 2022). The qualitative research approach was chosen because it is thought to be an excellent way to collect insightful information, as respondents participate in interviews and fill out questionnaires. It is also the approach chosen as looking to the concept that Different people and groups often have different perspectives and contexts and therefore there are many different meanings in the world. As reflecting in the issue of SFPs different groups have difference opinions and perception on its existence. That is the reason the researcher opted to consider this approach. 
In this study Quantitative approach somehow used in data analysis as Descriptive Statistics involved. Through frequency number of observations and some of respondents’ responses and information well-presented particularly by percentages. 
3.3 Research Design TC "3.3 Research Design" \f C \l "1" 
A research design is a blueprint for the proposed research study. It takes into account the approaches to be used in the analysis while conforming to research objectives, time, or monetary resources available (Mary, 2018). Also research design is defined as a preliminary plan for data collection procedures (Kothari, 2009). This study used case study research design for in-depth understanding of the perceptions of community on implementation of SFPs in Tanzania looking the case study of Dar Es salaam City Council secondary schools. The researcher used case study design since the design allows a researcher to analyze a research problem utilizing a variety of approaches and sources. Case study design prove a chance to a researcher to provide detailed descriptions on the studied problem (Mary, 2018). Since the researcher needed much understanding and desire to explore much on SFPs found himself opting case study design rather than opting other designs.
3.4 The area of study TC "3.4 The area of study" \f C \l "1" 
This study was conducted in four selected community secondary schools ( Viwege, Halisi, Uamuzi and Ilala secondary schools) found at Dar es Salaam city council in Dar es Salaam Region. The selection of the study area was done out of curiosity of the researcher after learning that SFP is not operating as intended despite the efforts done by government to insist its existence in Dar es Salaam city council. In Dar es salaam, the provision of food is somehow smooth to primary schools but in secondary schools its complicated (Food and Nutrition Centre, 2006). Dar es Salaam city council in 2021 reported that SFP contribute a lot in students’ academic performance and health development but the program only performing well in primary schools but not secondary schools. This is the reason as to why the study focused on the assessment of community perceptions on the implementation of SFP in the study area.
3.5 Target Population TC "3.5 Target Population" \f C \l "1" 
Kombo and Tromp (2009) explained population as collection of individual objects or items from which samples are gathered for measurement. This study involved four selected community secondary schools in Dar es Salaam City Council, Halisi, Viwege, Uamuzi, and Ilala all were served as the study's target population. The respondents include in the study were the head of each school, teachers, school feeding committee, students, the parents, street chairperson, and the ward educational officers.
3.6 Sample design TC "3.6 Sample design" \f C \l "1" 
A sample design is a specific plan for collecting a sample from a certain population. Kothari, (2004) explained sample design as the technique or procedure that the researcher would employ when selecting items for the sample. The sampling techniques involved in this study are; simple random sampling, stratified sampling, and purposive sampling. The choice of sampling techniques influenced by presence or absence of sampling frame to the studied population as well reported by Nguma, (2017). It is advised that, if the population involve sampling frame probability sampling like simple random, stratified and cluster random sampling techniques are the better choices, but if the population lack sampling frame non probability sampling techniques like purposive, convenience and snow bow sampling. For this study three sampling techniques purposive which is non probability sampling technique and simple random and stratified sampling which are probability sampling techniques were considered. Where by members of food committee, ward educational officer, street chairperson and the head of schools obtained through purposive sampling which is non probability sampling technique. The sample of students obtained by stratified random sampling in which sample from different classes included, where each class taken as strata and with the aid of simple random sampling in each strata the sample obtained, parents and teachers obtained through simple random sampling.
3.7 Sample and sample size TC "3.7 Sample and sample size" \f C \l "1" 
A sample is a small group of participants taken from the population that the researcher is interested in gathering information and drawing conclusions from (Kothari, 2004). The samples involved in this study are students, teachers, parents, school feeding program committees WEOs , street chair persons and head of schools.

 The sample size is the proportion of the population chosen to represent the entire population (Ituja, 2014). The size of the sample included were 269 respondents with the following down descriptions

3.8 Data Collection methods TC "3.8 Data Collection methods" \f C \l "1" 
Data collecting methods are the precise approach utilized to obtain information depends on the research objectives and questions to be addressed. The data for this study collected by questionnaires, interview, direct observations and Documentary review.
3.9 Interview TC "3.9 Interview" \f C \l "1" 
It is a data collection approach in which oral verbal stimuli are presented and answers are provided in the form of oral verbal responses (Sanya, 2015). According to Kothari (2004) explained that, most executive officials who are so busy with many duties filling questionnaires is big deal than having time for interview. Therefore this study used interview for Street chair persons and WEOs as means of collecting information or responses from them. The researcher opted interview as method of collecting data from them after acknowledging their duties and nature of their works. Also the researcher used interview since it provided flexibility of chance of restructuring of some of questions if necessary.
3.10 Questionnaires TC "3.10 Questionnaires" \f C \l "1" 
A questionnaire is a set of questions that is usually delivered to selected respondents to answer at their time and return to the researcher (Kothari, 2004). Scholars acknowledged these tools for their capacity to provide high response rates at a minimal cost while also allowing the researcher to clarify and answer inquiries from the respondents (Theodore, 2018).
Furthermore, through questionnaires, the researcher was able to obtain thoughts or perceptions of teachers, students, parents and head of schools towards the implementation of school feeding program.
3.11 Documentary review TC "3.11 Documentary review" \f C \l "1" 
Documentary review is a technique that collects data from official papers or documents. This method was well used to collect data from documents like visitors books at selected schools to discover the tendency of visiting of WEOs and Street chairperson observing the implementation of SFPs at schools. Also used to collect data from documents of various meeting conducted at schools discussing SFPs and making review of various studies conducted on the same issue of SFPs.
3.12 Observation TC "3.12 Observation" \f C \l "1" 
Observation is the methodical description of events, actions, and objects in the social situation chosen for studying. Observations allow the researcher to describe existing situations using all five senses (Marshall et al, 1989). Observation as method of data collection categorized into two categories which are direct and indirect observation. This study used direct observation which is a strategy that allows researchers to learn about the activities of the people being studied in their natural environment by seeing and engaging in those activities. The researcher opted to use direct observation with number of reasons including giving researchers with means to check for nonverbal expressions of feelings, detect who interacts with whom, understand how participants communicate with one another, and check for how much time is spent on particular activities (Schmuck, 1997.
3.13 Data Analysis Procedures TC "3.13 Data Analysis Procedures" \f C \l "1" 
Both quantitative and qualitative analyses of the data conducted. Tables, numbers, and percentages used quantitatively, while word explanations taken into account qualitatively. Drawing, figures done using the computer program "Microsoft Office.” The process of analysing data qualitatively in this study involved categorizing or grouping data into groups. In making sense of collected data reducing the volume of raw information considered, then important patterns identified  so that to draw meaning from data and building a logical chain of evidence.
3.14 Ensuring trustworthiness of the study TC "3.14 Ensuring trustworthiness of the study" \f C \l "1" 
Guba and Lincoln (1982) define trustworthiness as the assessment of four factors: conformability, dependability, credibility, and transferability. Triangulation was employed in this study's data collection process to guarantee reliability. Triangulation is the process of gathering data on a subject utilizing many approaches and samples (Patton, 1990). 

The researcher collected data using a variety of techniques. Direct observation, questionnaires, interviews, and document reviews were among the techniques used. Triangulation was employed in this study to provide data validation by cross-checking information from many sources (Guba, 1981).   
3.15 Ethical Considerations TC "3.15 Ethical Considerations" \f C \l "1" 
Before collecting any information or filling out questionnaires, all respondents provided their consent. The respondents were promised that their responses would be handled with utmost confidentiality. Finally, the respondents' confidentiality was respected in the sense that their official identities were not included in the entire procedure of the study.

The study aimed to assess the perception of community on the implementation of SFPs in Tanzania secondary schools. To achieve the goal the study had six specific objectives presented in the first chapter of this study. The demographical information of respondents considered first before presentation, discussion, analysis of data so that to answer research questions of the study.

Out of students who are expected to graduate form four level. The researcher asked questions to discover the education level of parents, teachers, and educational officers. The study found that most of respondents are degree holders for 44.94% and this is because the study involved teachers who are most holding degree education and few educational officers. Also now days most of parents are educated and that fact contributed chance of getting more parents who are degree holders. Respondents holding diploma education came next for 22.47%. Form four and standard seven levels shared percentages of 14.7% each. The form six level were 3.37% of all respondents excluding students.
4.3 The Views of Students Towards the School Feeding Programs in Secondary Schools TC "4.3 The Views of Students Towards the School Feeding Programs in Secondary Schools" \f C \l "1"  
The first objective of the study was to assess the views of students towards the school feeding programs in secondary schools. Perception is an internal process that an individual recognizes when selecting and managing external stimuli. The stimuli are collected by senses and cognition, feelings will automatically give meaning to these stimuli (Surato, 2010). According to Thoha (2010) perception can be influenced by various factors but mainly grouped into two groups which are internal and external factors. Internal factors are those that emerge as a result of support in an individual and are associated with emotions, personality, expectations, bias, learning process, focus, physical state, mental health issues, values, needs, and motivation. External factors are those that originate from outside the person, such as the condition of the immediate surroundings, newly learned information, novel experiences, or unfamiliarity with an object. According to Irwanto (2002), there are types of perceptions which are positive perception and negative perceptions.   . Positive perception refers to traits and perception that predicts well-being (Icekson, and Pine, 2013). Positive perception is a constructive view that sees the benefits of all information and presents it in a favorable light. Negative perception is the perception that displays information in a negative or irrelevant manner to the thing under evaluation.

 The researcher categorized views or perceptions of the students towards implementation of school feeding program into two groups which are positive and negative ones. The participants were asked various questions through questionnaires and interviews and the results are as follow .

4.3.1 Positive and Negative Perceptions of Students in Implementing School Feeding Program TC "4.3.1 Positive and Negative Perceptions of Students in Implementing School Feeding Program" \f C \l "1" 
Through questionnaires and interviews, various questions have been set to discover positive perceptions of students in SFPs. For students’ questionnaire students asked if there is any need to provide meals at school. Their responses were as follows;

Among 200 students, 170 students responded ‘YES’ that means they agree that there is need for food or meal to be provided at school but only 30 students responded ‘NO’ that means the food should not be provided at school

The data collected shows that the views of students in implementation of SFPs are heterogeneous in nature. Diversity in Students perceptions on SFPs caused by how much students take the program as advantageous or disadvantageous to them. Regarding to the data obtained indicates that most of students positively accept the program because of advantages of it to their health, school attendance and academic performance. Large group of students perceive SFPs as short hunger solver, key factor for class activities participations, creativity stimulator, the bond uniting between students from poor and rich families and SFP making learning activities as loving art

These findings are in line with the study of Babangida, (2020), conducted a study on reactions of parents and teachers on the school feeding program at Kaduna state in Nigeria. The study found that, SFPs contribute proper growth, cognitive development in young children while they are learning. Well-fed children learn happily and are well motivated to learn.   
The gathered data shows, few students perceive the program negatively and they are not comfortable with it because of various existing shortcomings of the program. According to the data collected the negative perception of students towards SFPs it’s because of   the quality and quantity of the food provided to students, lack of infrastructures like dining halls, being involved in washing dishes during class hours, kitchens, water tape at schools, wastage of teaching and learning time, added burden to parents since the parents needed to increase amount of money from 1000/= used to get previously for breakfast and lunch to 1500/= or more for both breakfast and lunch and lack of drinks provided to all students. 
These findings confirmed by the study of Yamga, (2021) discovered that, the students develop dislike for food because of its poor preparation, quality and quantity of the food. Nutrients values and eating the same food throughout the year discourage students to participate in SFPs.
4.3.2 School Feeding Program as Motive in Students’ School Attendance TC "4.3.2 School Feeding Program as Motive in Students’ School Attendance" \f C \l "1"  
Also when asked if school feeding program encourage them to attend to school every day the students came with the following responses

As shown in a table above, 150 out of 200 students involved in this study were able to respond YES to the question asked through questionnaire about contributions of SFPs in their school attendance. The students asked if the SFPs encourage them to attend school every day. 50 students responded NO, that the program has nothing to do in their school daily attendance.
Basing to above collected findings, it is clear that SFPs highly contribute to student’s school attendance. This indicate that, the well planned SFPs can be the Driving force or motivating agent in reducing truancy and increasing students school attendance, and the 50 students perceived the program as useless can change their attitudes and dissolve in the program. 
The findings of this study look similar with the study of conducted by Misinde,  (2020) on the role of food program in reducing truancy in community secondary schools in Tanzania a case of Musoma district council. According to Misinde, (2020), SFPs boost students' attendance and learning motivation, encouraging engagement in class, reducing dropout rates for students who walk a long distance to school and combining effects of outlined benefits yield high students’ academic performance. 
4.3.3 Students from different family economic status TC "4.3.3 Students from different family economic status" \f C \l "1" 
Knowing that students in community schools comes from different family economic status the researcher depicted question in the head of schools’ questionnaires that ‘Which group between students from rich families and poor families prefer much to have meal at school?’. The following were their responses 
Among 3 head of schools, two head of schools said that students from poor families prefers much meals provided at school than from rich families. Only one head of school said both groups prefer having food at school. Once asked to explain why they came out with the following responses 
The head of first school said that;

Most of students from rich families prefer most having meal with varieties of foods or balanced diet that as a school we cannot offer because of poor contributions from parents as collected by School Feeding Program Committee  

The second head of school responded that;
Students from poor families are not selective in food they prefer much food that program providing to them. But most of students from poor families they eat much and compete for food. They cannot be satisfied easily, the head of school added. For students from rich families they are very selective and they take small ration. 
Considering the data obtained from the head of schools, it is very much clear SFPs affected by existing economic status difference among students’ families. Students from rich families prefer food of their own standards regarding on how they eat at home. This is great problem to school feeding program committee in collecting money and other food contributions and in preparation of foods for students. Since the program financed by parents themselves, the parents and students from rich families are ready to contribute more than 1000/= so that can get high quality food for them. But is opposite to students from poor families that only demand foods in quantity but not quality. In addition the students from poor families they are not capable to contribute more than 1000/=. Here seems that the program is in great trouble since has to be planned to accommodate both students from different economic nature. The failure of the committee to meet both students’ demands led different perceptions among students towards the School feeding program. For the future existence of the program, some financial issues need to be adjusted including who should finance the program so that to avoid individual influence among beneficiaries. As suggested by some parents that, the program should be controlled by government itself as what exactly conducted to government boarding school where the students have limited options to choose food. 
 4.4 Perception of Teachers on the Role of School Feeding Program in Promoting Student’s Academic Performance TC "4.4 Perception of Teachers on the Role of School Feeding Program in Promoting Student’s Academic Performance" \f C \l "1" 
The second objective of the study was evaluate perception of teachers on the role of school feeding program in promoting student’s academic performance. Academic performance or achievement is the amount to which a student, instructor, or institution has reached their short or long-term educational goals and is measured by continuous assessment or cumulative grade point average (Talib, 2012). Students’ performance is influenced by multiple factors like attitude of the students, school resources, leadership aspects, skills and abilities of the teachers, classroom environment, role of parents, social circle, psychological and health related factors, motivating and encouraging students, visual and hearing impairments, counselling and guidance services, time management, home environment and teaching-learning methods (Kapur, 2018) 
Apart from all factors outlined above the researcher wanted to evaluate teachers’ perception on the role of school feeding program in influencing students’ academic achievements or performance. The target was to discover if teachers value the program positively that means program support them to facilitate high students’ academic achievement or value otherwise?
4.4.1 Teachers’ Involvement in School Feeding Program TC "4.4.1 Teachers’ Involvement in School Feeding Program" \f C \l "1" 
 In discovering the involvement of teachers in school Feeding Program the researcher depicted question on questionnaire asking if are fully involved in the school in planning and implementation of school feeding program in their schools. The researcher came with the following findings;

From the chart, 60% of teachers involved in the study said they are not involved at all. 30% of teachers responded that, are not sure if are well involved or not since they are not aware of their position in the program. 10% said are involved somehow means on average. 0% extremely involved in the program. Since the researcher is a teacher in one of sampled schools using direct observation method observed that, teachers are not involved directly in the program but are there during provision of food especially teacher on duties to supervise the students to eat on time and making sure the students leave the environment they used to seat during taking meal are clean
The data presented above shows that, teachers are not aware and less involved in the program. Basing to the observation made by a researcher. Teachers are passive organ in the program and are there just as watching dogs. All important aspects of the program taken by School Feeding Program Committee. These findings are similar with the findings of the study of Iddrisu, (2020) discovered that, there is evidence that teachers, as school system supervisors and administrators, are not actively participating in the feeding program, resulting in inadequate and inefficient implementation. The program does not benefit the students sufficiently. Teachers need to be in charge of school operations. This will increase confidence and cooperation among caterers, students, and opinion leaders.
4.4.2 Impacts of the SFPs on Teaching and learning process TC "4.4.2 Impacts of the SFPs on Teaching and learning process" \f C \l "1"   
Teachers always strive finding the best way of making teaching and learning activities the most beautiful thing. In Tanzanian education teaching and learning process influenced by multiple factors like short and long term hunger, truancy, home –school distance, crowded classes, shortage of teachers and other school infrastructures (Food and Nutrition Centre, 2006). 
Discovering if are there other benefits of school feeding program other than on students’ enrolment, academic performance and reducing dropouts, the researcher prepared a question to teachers through questionnaire asked if SFPs has something to do extra more than on students’ enrolment, academic performance and reducing dropouts. 15 teachers out of 20, in there explanations included the positive impact of the program in class activities. They explained that, teaching afternoon sessions teachers use more energy to elaborate simple issue compared with morning sessions. One teacher from one of sampled school said;

The program offers more advantages to us teachers more than in school attendance since we are able to teach afternoon session more comfortably than before, the students are active and are not sleeping as they used to be at the past.
Another teacher said;
 Teaching afternoon session is no long a problem because students return class with full stomach and happy and enjoy learning we as teachers we are happy with that.
Also another teacher from one school said;
 It is very difficult to teach hungry student especially when teaching difficult concepts. As we know now day we are very insisted to engage them in the learning process by designing activities for them but the hungry students are not performing better their tasks as matter of fact more time and new technique needed to help them therefore the program is like saving hand in our teaching carrier.  
The findings are similar with the findings of Maijo , (2018) conducted at Mlandizi Ward Tanzania about Impact of school feeding program on learners’ academic performance  showed that school feeding program has motivated learners to learn and became very easy for teachers to teach them. Also the data collected goes to gather with study conducted by Wall et al (2022) through systematic review of The Impact of School Meal Programs on Educational Outcomes in African. The study found that, Mealtime may limit classroom time, but the benefits outweigh the possible loss of learning time. Hungry students may not learn as successfully. Also the findings are confirmed by Candelanza, (2020)  found that,  SFP assists children in becoming more active in class, happier and more engaging in social activities with classmates, and healthier or physically fit in performing various tasks and assignments.
4.4.3 Extent in which school feeding program contribute to students’ attendance and academic performance in their schools. TC "4.4.3 Extent in which school feeding program contribute to students’ attendance and academic performance in their schools." \f C \l "1" 
Through questionnaires, teachers asked to rate the extent in which school feeding program contribute to students’ attendance and academic performance in their school. Teachers guided to rate the program basing to four options. The options were extremely contribute, on average, not at all and not sure. Among 20 teachers involved in the study 11 teachers agreed that school feeding program extremely contribute to students’ attendance and academic performance in schools,  4 teachers said they are not sure if the school feeding program contribute to students’ attendance and academic performance in there school or not. 3 teachers from the same school responded to ‘not at all’ and 2 teachers selected on average.

In explaining their response teachers came with various reasons to support their options. For the teachers opted extremely contribute came with the following reasons as shortlisted bellow;
· Students enjoy the learning activities since they are not hungry 

· Students attendance increased 

· They are fine to wait for remedial classes which is different from the past before the program

· Students from different family financial status they share the same food that means the program brings the sense of uniformity.

· The program is very supportive to students staying at distant place from the school

· Students get food which is somehow balanced diet than what used to eat at the past which were only bites and juices 

· The case of money stilling in the class well controlled since all cashes are collected at the morning for food at noon so teacher we concentrate only in teaching for better performance 

· School feeding program is necessary for mental fitness.     
All data collected from teachers on how they perceive the SFPs indicate that, most teachers perceive the program positively since it contributes more advantages in their teaching processes especially in teaching remedial classes at evening, the program increased students’ school attendance and academic performance, also teachers appreciated the contributions of the program to students staying distant areas. This finding is similar to the research carried out by Bekidusa, 2020 conducted in Mombasa County in Kenya that Hunger affects children access to school, their attention span, behavior in class and educational outcome. Although a child may be at school they may not pay attention to learning if hungry. Also these findings are in line with the study of Semegn, (2023) described that the SFP increased unity and social integrity and decreased discrimination among students when they get meal together regardless of their families’ economic status. 
According to collected findings, few teachers perceive the program negatively since because it influence them negatively like consuming their time session after lunch time, increasing conflict between teachers and parents, teachers are disturbed by school feeding program committee when passing classes collecting money during teaching hours,  the program is biased since students with no money not included in the meals 
These findings are confirmed by the study of   Oganga, (2013), when examined views of parents, students and teachers on the world food program’s school feeding initiatives in chamwino district in Tanzania.  The study found that, Teachers reported increased workload on them due to the introduction of the SFP, interference of teaching and learning process and students’ lack of concentration and attention to lessons when it nears breakfast and lunch times.
4.4.4 How to Improve School Feeding Program at Schools TC "4.4.4 How to Improve School Feeding Program at Schools" \f C \l "1"  

Some teachers believe the SFP has something to do in simplifying teaching for teachers and students school attendance and student academic performance but only if some adjustments done for better function of the SFP.  For the teachers opted on average came with the following reasons as outlined below;

· The program is supportive in learning and achieving high academic performance but it is not inclusive since the students who are not able to pay the money are not included in the program
· The program could be more better if could be financed by government her self

· The program is periodic that means it perform when the government insists. Proper guidelines should be kept constant 

· The program consider only students but not teachers 

The findings indicate that, school feeding program is very potential for all teachers and students but need some adjustments so that can meet intended goals. The findings are similar with the study conducted at Northern Part of Tanzania by Rootheart et al, (2021) found that, School food programs in public schools lack clear criteria. Although school lunch programs are listed in policy documents, there are no defined plans for providing nutritional foods in schools. To back up the program the government should take full control of the program by providing clear procedures and guidelines and financial support and not depending to parents and donors only. Also the study found that, excluding disadvantaged students (students who are not able to pay the money) from school food programs can lead to stigma, hunger, sickness, and poor school performance, making it impossible to achieve the program's objectives.
4.5 Perceptions of Parents on School Feeding Program on Student’s Academic Performance and Health Development TC "4.5 Perceptions of Parents on School Feeding Program on Student’s Academic Performance and Health Development" \f C \l "1" 
To meet the target the researcher designed interview questions for WEO, Street chair Persons and parents also composed questions in questionnaires to get the views of the Head of schools  
4.5.1 Parents’ income TC "4.5.1 Parents’ income" \f C \l "1"  

 The data collected from 40 parents on their sources of income through questionnaires shows that;

The table above shows that about 37% of all parents included in the study get their income through small businesses like selling food at nearby markets, selling small fishes at their homes, selling charcoals, small shops (genge), selling bites like Vitumbua and bans and small canteen. 12.5% working as town drivers including driving town buses and bodaboda. 12% working as home attendants at town and others depends to their children working as home attendants at Arabic countries. 10% of all parents included in this study are local mechanics (local fundi) working in various garages, local masons, radio and Tv technicians.  10% are bus conductors in various buses and some working at various bus stops. 05% are get money to help their children through NGOs like comfed that provide them with full uniform and some cashes for other expenses. 1 0% are working as Public servants in various government offices like teachers, nurses and police officers. 2.5% working in banks.  

The data indicate that, the majority of students in community school especially in DDC are from low income families. However, few students come from middle income families. This nature of parents’ source of income determines the perception of parents toward school feeding program. The parents needed by the program to contribute at least1000/= per day but according to the nature of source of income of most parents in community schools is a burden to them and that is why seem as they reject the program. Despite the nature of income of many parents in community schools in DCC still understand the importance of contributing to various issues happening to their schools since most of them are educated at least with standard four education, that is why the program still in breathing state up to now.

This also is in line with the study of Aburaad, (2020) that, poverty is key factor that hinders parents’ ability to pay for school meals of their children.

Also the study is in line with the study of Hadijah, (2022) reported that, many children are denied school meals because their parents are unable to pay for them due to poverty, as well as negative ideas and attitudes that view school eating as a burden imposed by schools.
4.5.2 Parents’ Awareness on School Feeding Program TC "4.5.2 Parents’ Awareness on School Feeding Program" \f C \l "1" 
The researcher set a questions in the questionnaire to parents to check how much the parents are aware with SFPs. The researcher guided the parents to tick Yes, No or Not much if they real aware with SFPs. Their responses are as follows;

The data collected from the parents involved in the study shows that, about 47.5% had little understanding on SFPs, 27.5% had no idea completely. However, only 25% of the parents had full understanding of school Feeding program.

When the researcher asked them how they got to know the program, parents came with the following responses;

When the researcher asked them how they got to know the program 70% said only through their children. 20% got to know the program only through school meetings and 10% knew the program through their neighbour who got to know through school meetings. 

The findings indicate that, majority of parents have no clear information of school feeding program, that means they are not aware with the objectives and importance of the program to their children. The findings shows that, there is no proper communications among school feeding program stakeholders especially parents. The parents consider the program as intervention introduced by teachers and has much nothing to do with their children but teachers themselves 

When WEO asked through interviews if they received cases or complains from either teachers, parents or students all two (2) WEO responded YES. When asked to explain shortly few cases received in their offices.  

Officer 1 explained that, I received about four cases in this year parents accusing teacher for punishing their children because they didn’t contribute money for school meal. Also one student brought here injured and once asked the reason for being injured the furious parents responded immediately that all happened because of the program introduced at school aiming school feeding program. Not only that but also several time parents came to ask if it is real legal for them to contribute money for food at school since they know that the education in Tanzania is free. 

Officer 2 narrated that, I received a case from several parents accusing school feeding program committee on miss using the collected money. Also when I visited certain school the committee were complaining the poor collections of money from parents for program. 

As to WEOs, the Street chairpersons responded YES that received cases from parents on school feeding program all street chair persons shared same cases. According to them they had cases with mixed perceptions. Some parents were appraising the program and encourage their fellow parents to provide money for the program. But other parents several times confronted them lamenting on the issue of contributing money for school feeding program but two street chair persons admitted that all laments came from one school 

On other side of head of schools well reacted to questions asked through Questionnaires. Among of questions asked was to tell if the community around the school perceive the school feeding program positively. Three out of four head of school responded YES that means the community including parents perceive the program positively but only one head of school said NO meaning that the community including parents perceive the program negatively 

Through these findings, has been discovered that, most of parents are not aware and lack important information about the SFPs. However, some parents have information but confused with the issue of free education to all students. The parents consider that, the government provide free education and cannot fail to provide free meal to all students too. As matter of facts most parents perceive the SFPs negatively and they are not willingly to contribute to the program.

These findings are similar with the findings of the study of Mrutu, (2022), examined the implementation of school feeding program in a context of fee-free education. The study discovered the reasons that jeopardizes the implementation of SFPs in context of Fee-Free Education program are Parents' misconceptions about the fee-free education program and insufficient parents' sensitization of the importance of the school feeding program for the benefit of their children
Generally, the findings of the study shows that the perception of the parents towards school feeding program affected by poverty, education level, politics, lack of enough information of SFP and Poor performance of selected SFP committees. This confirmed by the study of Babangida, (2020) conducted at Kaduna state in Nigeria, he found that, economic status among parents and information shared among parents on school feeding program influence the program either positively or negatively.
4.6 Challenges Facing Implementation of School Feeding Program TC "4.6 Challenges Facing Implementation of School Feeding Program" \f C \l "1" 
For the teachers involved in the study about 35% (Not at all 15% and 20 of Not sure) declared the failure of the SFPs in their work stations due to having elements that jeopardizing achievement of their objectives.  Teachers opted not sure and not at all came with the following reasons why didn’t opt extremely contribute instead;

· I don’t see the advantage of the school feeding program to our students is only wastage of time one teacher said

· They are not aware with the program

· It only add conflicts between teachers and parents since the parents they don’t like it

· Students they only eat food when they are about to go home so the program is useless 

· Since the collection done by parents they disturb our teaching activities when they come in the class to collect money

· Students do not enjoy the food since they eat the same food for all years since the start the program

· Some students do not have money to pay for food and they are left without eating therefore the program is selective and bias 

· There is no proper infrastructures like kitchen and Dining halls

· There is no government support, just a badden to parents only as well-known that most of parents can’t afford  to contribute money for their parents 

· It is just disturbance to students since some time needed to find water during class hours  

· The program is too much political. Politician takes advantage of it hence lead chaos at schools

· The negative perception of parents on the program and food provided
These data shows that, the perception of teachers towards implementation of SFPs influenced by multiple challenge facing the program itself. According to teachers involved in the study pointed challenges from all stakeholders like Government, teachers, parents, students, WEO, and Politicians. As seen to other 65% of teachers with positive perception on the program for the rest 35% of teacher can change their attitudes only if all stakeholders stick together to minimize the challenges that affecting the program.
The findings are relating with the study of Rector et al (2021) conducted situation Analysis on School-Based Nutrition Programs for Adolescents in Dodoma. The findings shows that, The school feeding program in Ghana experienced obstacles such as a lack of water, appropriate room to cook and store foods, and the quantity of food delivered to meet the nutritional demands of the student population while in Tanzania, Water shortages, poverty and inadequate kitchen and dining halls infrastructures posed obstacles for school feeding programs. Also the findings are similar with the study of Martinelli et al, (2022) shows that, parents perceived school food to be unhealthy hence participate poorly in Program.
The study conducted by Hadijah (2022) support the findings of this study as pointed out that, SFPs in Uganda experience various challenges like poverty to parents, insufficient funds, price fluctuation, perceptions of parents, children and community, shortage of water and storage facilities, poor government support, Absence of proper institutional functioning, Lack of uniformity in standards and meal provisions and increased enrolment.  
Also the findings are the same as  the study of Ibrahim, M, et al (2023), further found that, over-enrollment of students, insufficient dining hall, ineffective supervision of cooking environment, insufficient food, ineffective supervision of food preparation, insecurity and insufficient access to clean water are challenges facing SFPs in Katsina State of Nigeria
Also there Challenges facing school feeding program committees in collection of funds.
Once asked to point out the challenges they face during collection of the money, all three school feeding committee shared the same challenges like;

· Since the money brought to schools via students  some of students are not willingly to submit the money to the committees

· All schools lack kitchen and dining halls, students eat under the trees. The problem become advanced when there is rainfalls 

· Political leaders influence parents negatively against the problem 

· Poor cooperation from some parents, teachers and local government leaders 

· Population of students against school time table 

· Price fluctuation. The parents are not flexible to meet the change in price   

Also data collected from WEOs show that, the school feeding committee accused miss using the collected fund. In other side the School feeding program committee also accuse the parents to refuse to contribute to the program. Here down sample of information taken from one of the WEO

Officer 2 narrated that, I received a case from several parents accusing school feeding program committee on miss using the collected money. Also when I visited certain school the committee were complaining the poor collections of money from parents for program. 
The data shows that, during collection of fund or Money for SFPs school feeding program committees experience various difficulties that somehow affect their operations. The school feeding program committees confronted by   politicians, parents with negative attitudes, the issue of price fluctuation, population of students, Poverty, absence or poor infrastructures, unwillingness of students to bring or submit the money to school feeding program  committee. The findings confirmed by the study of Melat (2020) showed that regular change and high cost of food items identified as hindrance to School feeding program committees in implementation the program. Also the findings of the study of Martinelli et al, (2022) discovered that, parents considered school meals as unhealthy, and their engagement rate was low, which hampered the adoption of School feeding program.
 Also the findings indicate that, SFP committee accused with issue of misusing the collected cashes and that is not health for proper operation of the program. Any embezzlement done by SFP committees affects the quality and quantity of the provided food to students as a results leads to discouragement to students and parents who main sponsors of the programs. 

These findings are lined with the study of Hadijah, (2022). The study's findings demonstrated that the misappropriation of school feeding funds had a significant impact on the quality and amount of food served to students, as well as leaving a large number of youngsters hungry at school.
4.7 Operation of SFP in schools settings
On this objective of the study the researcher intend to examine how SFP operates in schools settings. On this researcher intend to know modalities or ways of getting members of SFPs committees, how funds or foods are collected, how the food distributed to students and involvement of local government authorities in planning and implementation of school feeding programs.
4.7.1 How Members are Obtained TC "4.7.1 How Members are Obtained" \f C \l "1"  

Basing on document review and direct observation  the researcher found the details of the meeting that have been set to discuss the issue of school feeding program at all school. On those documents shows that the head of schools involved parents to discuss the matter and created a committee to run the program. Since the researcher is a teacher among sampled schools spent time directly to observe the whole processes of getting members and running the program. The committee formed by the parents themselves and took control of all activities involving school feeding program in each school.
4.7.2 Collection of fund or Foods TC "4.7.2 Collection of fund or Foods" \f C \l "1" 
In the questionnaires provided to the head of schools asked to point out how do they get fund or foods to run the school feeding program. All four head of schools said the fund only from contributions of parents through their committees. According to the 15 members of school feeding program committee from three schools when interviewed said to gather with parents agreed to contribute one thousand per day for school meal for each student. 
4.7.3 Food Preparation and Serving TC "4.7.3 Food Preparation and Serving" \f C \l "1"  

Here down are the findings collected from teachers, students, parents, head of schools and school feeding program committees on how food is prepared and how is served to students;
From teachers

All 20 teachers admitted that the food is not prepared in proper kitchen instead is prepared in class room or open space if there is no rainfall.
One teacher added that, the food is prepared in a manner that reduce appetite of eating to some of students because prepared at open space with blowing winds that add dusts and sand on prepared food.
From students 

Among 200 students participated in this study 147 (74%) students are not satisfied with the situation of how food is prepared at their schools. 29 (14%) students are satisfied with the preparation of food at their school and 24 (12%) students don’t know if the food prepared in conducive environment or not.

From parents and school feeding program committee members
Members of school feeding program in all four schools submitted the same findings on issue of preparation of food and serving it. All school feeding program committee admitted the absence of proper kitchen and dining halls. Also the parents responded that, their children claiming on the issue of sitting down under the trees during eating.
4.7.4 Involvement of Local Government Authorities in Planning and Implementation of School Feeding Programs TC "4.7.4 Involvement of Local Government Authorities in Planning and Implementation of School Feeding Programs" \f C \l "1" 
Local authorities are created to render services in defined geographical areas, primarily because of the inability of central government to attend in detail to all the requirements of society that have to be satisfied by a government institution. For our case, street chair person who selected by street dwellers is there for participating in planning and implementation of development programs including school feeding programs. The target of the researcher is evaluate the participation of local government authorities (street authority) in school feeding programs. In making that possible various questions prepared to street chair persons through questionnaires. When asked if they ever had discussions on school feeding program in their street meetings, two chair persons said Yes and presented some findings of their discussions showing mixed reactions of street dwellers on school feeding program. Most of members accepting the program but they want it to be taken or controlled completely by government as what happened to school fees but few completely supported the program and said the parents themselves should take few responsibility like providing foods to their children. One street chairperson said No, he added that the program of school feeding program is longtime program starting primary schools long time ago and now in secondary is continuations and parents are aware and comfortable with it, so there is no need for discussion on school program since the issue is already settled.  
4.8 The Developing Trends and Future Directions of School Feeding Program in DCC TC "4.8 The Developing Trends and Future Directions of School Feeding Program in DCC" \f C \l "1" 
The future direction and developing trend of any program depends on perceptions of stakeholders. The existence and development of school feeding program depends to how teachers, students, parents and local authorities perceive it.
4.8.1 The Developing Trends TC "4.8.1 The Developing Trends" \f C \l "1" 
 The data collected reveals that the future of School feeding program is stunted. The findings show that the respondents believe that if immediate measures are not adopted the future of the program will be dark. 
Findings from interviews revealed a mixture of ideas towards the future of SFPs. There were some who believe that the SFPs are not contributing anything in students’ academic achievement and just burden to parents and the program taken more politically. But other respondent especially most teachers and head of schools believed that the SFPs if well-adjusted can lead to high academic performance and good reproductive health of children.   
The following questionnaire reveals what respondents said on the future of SFPs  
One of the teacher said; 

The program contribute a lot on simplifying teaching and learning since the students are out of hunger and are happy. Teaching afternoon sessions was very discouraging activity but SFPs came like better solution to the problem the teacher added. When the teacher asked about the future existence of the program he added that, Yes, the future of the program is promising but only if all stakeholder act well in their positions 
One head of school said;

I believe in the future school feeding program will perform better if infrastructures, policies as well as resources and guidelines that guide school feeding program will be improved and the issue kept out of the politics completely.  
  4.8.2 The Future Directions of School Feeding Program TC "4.8.2 The Future Directions of School Feeding Program" \f C \l "1" 
The future direction of the SFPs in Tanzania especially DCC is still living. This confirmed by the findings of this study when the researcher asked the respondents (teachers, parents, students, and head of schools) if they would want the program to continue or otherwise. Through questionnaires all respondents guided to choose one option between YES and NO that means the program to continue (YES) or not (NO). The researcher came with the following findings;

The data collected indicates that, despite the challenges of SFPs most of respondents want the program to continue as seen 75% of parents, 90% of teachers, 97% of students, and 100% of Head of school all accept and need the SFP to continue. These data shows that the demand of the program to the society is still high and majority of program beneficiaries appreciate the contributions of SFPs. According to study shows that, the future of the SFPs in secondary schools bright if some proper adjustment done to secure its existence for the coming years.

These findings are in line with the study of   Candelanza, (2020) conducted at Negros Oriental in Philippines. The study confirmed that, school feeding program brings joy and happiness for hungry students especially all from poor families. The future of the program is bright since all beneficiaries values most advantages than its shortcomings.

5.1 Introduction TC "5.1 Introduction" \f C \l "1" 
The study aimed at to assess community perceptions on the implementation of school feeding program in Tanzanian secondary schools, a case study of Dar Es Salaam City Council.

This chapter presents a summary of the study, conclusion and recommendation of the study.
5.2 Summary of the Study TC "5.2 Summary of the Study" \f C \l "1" 
The aim of the study was to asses community perceptions on the implementation of school feeding program in Tanzanian secondary schools a case of Dar Es Salaam City Council. The study used two theories Abraham Maslow's theory of human motivation and theory of change as well explained by Carol H Weiss to explore the community perceptions on the implementation of school feeding program in Tanzanian secondary schools.

This study guided by one main objective which is to assess community perceptions on the implementation of school feeding program in Tanzanian secondary schools, a case study of Dar Es Salaam City Council with six specific objectives which are to assess the views of students towards the school feeding programs in secondary schools, to find out the views of parents on school feeding program on students’ academic performance and health development, to find out the perceptions of teachers on SFPs on student’s academic performance, to evaluate the extent at which the local government executes its roles and functions relating to SFPs, to assess the modality of conducting the SFPs in community secondary schools and to explore the developing trends and future directions of school feeding program in DCC

The study involved both Qualitative and Quantitative approaches. The study was conducted in four secondary schools in Dar Es Salaam City Council which are Halisi, Uamuzi, Viwege and Ilala secondary schools. The population of the study included students, teachers, heads of schools, School feeding program Committee, street chair persons, education officers and parents. The sample size was 289 respondents; 200 students, 20 teachers, 40 parents, 2 education officers, 20 member of food committee, 03street chair persons and 04 heads of schools. The data collected by the use of questionnaires, interview guides, documentary review and through direct observation method. The data well analyzed qualitatively through content analysis and quantitatively in which tables of frequencies and percentages well presented.

The study findings expected to bring potential advantageous information to FAO, WFP, teachers, parents, WEOs, head of schools, street chair persons, Ministry of education and education policy developers all these stakeholders will be aware on how to implement the SFPs at schools and make some adjustments regarding the perceptions of all beneficiaries and stakeholders of the program. 
The findings of the study shown that, SFPs contribute much on teaching and learning as provide much conducive environment for the students. The school feeding program reduce short term hunger, simplify teaching afternoon session, reduce truancy and dropout, the students engage properly in learning activities since they are not hungry, students attendance increased, program brings the sense of uniformity, program is very supportive to students staying at distant place from the school. Also the study found that, despite having many advantages program experience multiple challenges like bias in implementation, poverty among parents, politics, the impact of Fee free education program in Tanzania, lack of honest to some teachers and school feeding program committee, lack of proper cooking infrastructures like kitchen and dining halls, absence of proper policy and guidelines to run the program.

However, the researcher found relationship between Pandora’s Box and SFPs as all bring good and bad things in the community. The good once already mentioned above but the bad ones are like increased conflict between teachers and parents, class timetable disturbance, negative attitudes of parents towards education and increased workload to teachers hence compromise their normal and daily teaching. 
5.3 Conclusion TC "5.3 Conclusion" \f C \l "1" 
The study aimed at to assessing community perceptions on the implementation of school feeding program in Tanzanian secondary schools a study of Dar Es Salaam City Council. The study found that, all group included in the study had heterogenic perception on the whole process of implementation school feeding program in secondary schools especially in four selected secondary schools. The study explored that, parents perceive the program as both advantageous and disadvantageous to them parents themselves and their children too. The parents believe that the SFPs helped their children from short term hunger and their children guaranteed with somehow balanced food not just eating only bites as used before waiting to eat proper food at home when they back at home. Also researcher found that most parents consider the SFPs motivating factor for their children school attendance, and since the children eat at proper time believe that the health of their children well considered. But other parents believed that, the program is there for teachers, school feeding program committee and their head of schools not for their children since the money collectors some time collect in forceful way that was an accepted to them. However, the study discovered that, the some parents believed that the school feeding program committee misusing the collected money for the program.  Generally, the parents perceive the program more positively than how they perceive negatively due to its contributions in their children learning and development. For the views of the students researcher discovered that more students perceive the program more positively and they want the program to continue with simple adjustments as their suggestions. For the head of schools and teachers study shown that all had heterogeneous perceptions on the implementation of school feeding program, but most of them  believe on the program since they are primary beneficiaries of the outcome of the program. For better performance of the program teachers and head of school suggested some adjustments to be made so that the program can run smoothly. WEOs and street chair persons as other members of community had mixed views as what shown by others members of the community included in this study. But all two WEOs and three street chair persons reported to perceive the program more positively and agreed the patentability of the SFPs to students leaning and teachers in their teachings. 

Generally, the researcher conclude that community perception on the implementation of school feeding program in secondary school is heterogeneous in nature that means the community divided into two sides most of them believe on contribution of existing SFP but few of them don’t recognize the patentability of the existing SFP in learning and health development of their children but this group of people in some extent believe the SFPs but they are not comfortable in the way implemented in Tanzania secondary schools. The researcher discovered that, if some positive changes put on the existing SFP the program will gain more acceptance than current situation. Based on responses of from parents, students, teachers, and the head of schools, street chair persons and WEOs. The researcher strongly state that the implementation of SFPs in Tanzania still facing many challenges ranging from the issue of infrastructures like kitchen and dining halls, commitment of school feeding program committee, policy issues, political influence, poverty, the effect of Fee-Free education program, the mode of collection of fund or money  and nature of food provided
5.4 Recommendations TC "5.4 Recommendations" \f C \l "1" 
Based on the study's findings, the following recommendations have been developed to assure the effectiveness of the school feeding program. They are as follows:
· In order for SFP to be effective, a community-based operating team consisting of school members, a committee, representatives from parents, and school teachers must work together.

· The researcher proposed that stakeholders be held accountable in order to ensure the program's sustainability. As a result, they should step up their efforts to ensure that the School Feeding Program is implemented.

· To consider the economic nature of most parents of community schools the government should consider some of costs like building good cooking  infrastructure like kitchen d dining halls so that parents should deal with meal costs
· For better and effective implementation of the program should be a good policy and guideline to direct the planning and its implementation 

· Since the program is doing well in government boarding schools the researcher proposed that all mechanism and style operating to these schools should be taken to community secondary school.

· The government should step out and make clear clarification on the issue of Fee-Free education and contributing food for students ( mass education on how the program taking place )

· Since the SFPs influenced by price fluctuation of food item parents and school feeding program committees should consider collecting money in form of term so that can collect enough money and buy food item when the price is down but not 1000​/​​​​= every day

· Also the SFPs affected by the issue of misusing of collected cash the researcher proposed that each school have special account for school feeding program cash and  multiple auditing of the collected fund by creating special organ from municipal  secondary education officer office to check how the cash collected and how spent   
Recommendations for Further Studies
The following are areas suggested for further studies;

· This study assessed the perception of community on the implementation of SFPs, the research should be conducted on the challenge facing the implementation of SFPs
· Other studies should be conducted to assess the influence of Fee-Free education on the SFPs in DCC

· This study conducted only in four secondary schools. it is suggested that the same study should be conducted in more secondary school or in Primary schools
· Also researchers recommended to carry out study on the assessment of role of SFPs in students’ academic performance in secondary schools
· Other researchers recommended to carry out study on assessing perceptions of community on the implementation of SFPs in secondary government boarding schools
